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PREFACE

We present to you a unigue monograph. Not only in terms of its international
character, but above all the issues it raises. Until recently, at least in Europe,
we hoped that we would consider the quality of life and possible problems related
to it only in terms of technology development, good neighborly cooperation and
building a common future. Hence the articles on information technology,
the development of the IT industry, 5G networks, or new energy models.
Unfortunately, recent years have shown that modern education faces problems and
challenges that we have dealt with in the past, but which now require an integrated
and interdisciplinary approach from the world of science. The COVID 19 pandemic,
the economic, raw material and energy crisis, and the war in Ukraine brutally forced
us not only to re-examine the concept of quality of life, but also to reflect on how
complex this problem is and what values we should follow when building a common
future.

In one of the paragraphs dealing with the problem of energy poverty, which
for many of us was just a notion heard somewhere recently, there is a quote
that "people, given the choice of dirty energy and the lack of it, will always choose
the dirty one". Unfortunately, this is a testimony about us, about the global society
of the 21st century, where consumerism, selfishness, and the pursuit of improving
the quality of life, most often only in the financial aspect, lead us along the path
we did not want to follow in Europe — to poverty. This poverty is today the problems
of overpopulation and waste management, rising fuel and energy prices, food
shortages and armed conflicts. This problem also has a social aspect, because more
and more often we observe the need to learn critical thinking in education, health
problems of the elderly, but also children, related to civilization diseases, especially
obesity and lack of physical activity. After all, it is the lack of mental security

of citizens, which has been indicated for years, which is discussed in one

of the articles, and the growing need to provide more and more psychological
support.

This monograph also presents aspects related to the war in Ukraine.
Unfortunately, because the indicated problems concern mostly civilians, including
education of children and youth in the field of defence, crisis management and
humanitarian support. After all, this is not the kind of education we wanted for future
generations.

Getting to know the first pages of the monograph, we can be proud that we are
a society that creates intelligent management systems and modern ICT networks, but
can we really talk about the quality of life when we read further that the percentage
of people who cannot effectively heat their homes or simply lost it because
of hostilities? Delving into all the proposals presented by the authors, this monograph
is unique in that it reminds the reader of the words of Gustaw Herling Grudzinski that
"man is human only in human conditions”. So, it's worth reading it all, just to know
that economic selfishness is not the way to improve the quality of life, and financial
stability is very fragile when left alone. Therefore, the quality of life begins when we
choose what kind of people we want to be and what values we want to follow.

That is why, especially now in Europe, we need not only talking about unity and
cooperation, but above all real action. Our joint publication is such an action,
focusing on the issues of quality of life in the context of the "new reality”, and we
would like to thank our Polish and Ukrainian friends for their extremely valuable and

diverse contribution to the entire monograph.

1.1. Violence, including economic violence in the family as a determinant

of the quality of life

Przemoc, w tym przemoc ekonomiczna w rodzinie, jako determinanta

jakosci zycia

Wstep. W obliczu réznych przeobrazen i1 zjawisk zachodzacych szczeg6lnie
w strukturze rodziny, nie ma jednej, uniwersalnej definicji, ktéra moglaby wyczerpac
znamiona pojecia, jakim jest przemoc. Srodowisko rodzinne bowiem juz samo
W sobie jest roznie pojmowane, chociazby w zaleznos$ci od kontekstu w jakim analizy
si¢ dokonuje. W naukach spotecznych méwi si¢ czgsto o tym, jaka rodzina powinna
by¢, aby stanowita zrédlo pozytywnych oddziatywan rozwojowych. Uwzglednia si¢
roOwniez zagrozenia, ktore moga warunkowaé nieprawidtowe funkcjonowanie jej
cztonkéw, a w szczeg6lnosci dzieci. Stanowi ona bowiem pierwszorzgdne
| pierwotne $rodowisko oddziatywan opiekunczo-wychowawczych czlowieka,
poczawszy od jego urodzenia poprzez kolejne fazy rozwojowe [1]. Pojecie rodziny
moze mie¢ tez charakter ekonomiczny, definiowany jako zbiorowo$¢ osob, czesto
prowadzacych wspolne gospodarstwo domowe, dazacych do zaspokojenia wlasnych
potrzeb. Na ogoét tez kazdg rodzing charakteryzuje wielo$¢ 1 roznorodnos¢ tradycji,
zZwyczajow, nawykow, sposobdéw funkcjonowania i dysponowania oraz zarzadzania
budzetem — a zatem odmienno$¢ wobec innych rodzin, co czyni trudno$¢
w zdefiniowaniu pojecia ,,normalna rodzina”. Srodowisko takie moze dodatkowo
stanowi¢ zardwno pozytywne, jak i negatywne zrodto doswiadczen wychowawczo-
rozwojowych. Nieakceptowalne spotecznie zachowania, nawyki 1 przekazane zasady

na wczesnym etapie rozwoju moga 1 najczesciej maja negatywne skutki,



niejednokrotnie trudne do zminimalizowania w zyciu dorostym [4]. O ile norma,
w kontekscie funkcjonowania rodziny, moze by¢ rdznie interpretowana w zaleznoS$ci
wlasnie od tradycji czy tez nawykow, o tyle zjawisko przemocy w naszym kregu
kulturowym kojarzone jest zawsze i jednoznacznie negatywnie. Dlatego obserwacja
zachowan przemocowych w rodzinie powinna by¢ rozpatrywana w sSposob
szczegdlny 1 indywidualny, bo niewatpliwie to wlasnie w tym $rodowisku
rozpoczynaja si¢ pierwsze etapy socjalizacji, czyli uspoteczniania, przygotowania
do zycia w spoteczenstwie. Te procesy i zjawiska stanowig zrodlo emanacji norm
| zasad, ktore czltowiek przyjmuje jako wzoér postepowania. Zatem kazde zrodlo
bodzcoéw bedzie budowac system norm spolecznych, ktérymi kierowac bedzie sie
W przysztosci miody czlowiek. Aby lepiej przedstawi¢ zlozono$¢ tematyki,
przedmiotem ponizszego rozdziatu bedzie proba zdefiniowania przemocy.

Przemoc — rozne ujecia na podstawie wybranych definicji, publikacji
| analizy wlasnej. Ze wzgledu na rdzne podejScia, poziom Swiadomosci i réznorodny
kontekst rozpoznawania zachowan, mogacych wpisywac¢ si¢ w definicje przemocy,
analizie zostang poddane wybrane, przykladowe definicje. Nie zawsze bowiem
przemoc to zjawisko tylko fizyczne, a stereotypy spoleczne i1 przypisywanie
przemocy tylko rodzinom 1 $rodowiskom dysfunkcyjnym jest najczescie]
popetnianym bledem. Przemoc bowiem dotyczy tez tych tzw. ,,dobrych rodzin”,
ale jest trudniejsza do zaobserwowania i zdiagnozowania. Aby dokona¢ poglebione;j
analizy warto zastanowi¢ si¢ nad tym, ze pomimo réznych statuséw spotecznych,
cztowiek dazy w pierwszej kolejnosci do zaspokojenia podstawowych potrzeb.
Aby w ogdle mogt si¢ prawidlowo rozwija¢ i funkcjonowaé, to wilasnie rodzina
powinna te potrzeby zaspokaja¢. Jednym z proponowanych w literaturze podzialow
jest rozgraniczenie ich na te fizjologiczne i emocjonalne, ale tak naprawde moga one
si¢ wzajemnie przenika¢. W dzisiejszych czasach potrzeby fizjologiczne sa
zaspokajane wtedy, gdy w rodzinie sg zapewnione godne warunki materialne
niezb¢dne do egzystowania. Sg to migdzy innymi: zaspokajanie glodu, pragnienia,
snu, wydalania, seksu (potrzeba wynikajaca z uwarunkowan biologicznych

cztowieka), czy utrzymania temperatury ciala w normie. Z kolei potrzeby
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emocjonalne, inaczej okreslane jako psychologiczne, wigza si¢ z silng potrzeba
mitoSci, akceptacji 1 poczucia bezpieczenstwa. Warte uwagi, tak jak zostato to juz
wspomniane, jest to, ze pewne zjawiska, czy tez czynnosci zaspokajaja wigcej niz
jedng potrzebe. Na przyklad seks z partnerem / partnerka nie tylko zaspokaja
potrzebe fizjologiczng, odnoszaca si¢ do czynnikéw biologicznych cztowieka
I prokreacji, ale rowniez moze stanowi¢ integralng cz¢$¢ zaspokajania potrzeb
emocjonalnych. Wspdélzycie nie bez powodu okreslane jest jako ,,uprawianie mitosci”
lub ,,kochanie si¢”. Ta aktywno$¢ nie tylko zaspokaja nasze pierwotne potrzeby,
ale rowniez stuzy budowaniu wigzi, bliskosci i okazywaniu uczu¢. Udane zycie
seksualne wptywa korzystnie nie tylko na zdrowie fizyczne, ale réwniez psychiczne.
Zatem przyktad wspotzycia wpisuje si¢ zarbwno w pierwsza, jak 1 drugg potrzebe
oraz ma wplyw najako$¢ naszego zycia. Dodatkowo w dzisiejszych czasach
zaspokajanie kazdej praktycznie potrzeby wigze si¢ z czynnikiem finansowym. Bez
posiadania $rodkéw pienieznych nie jesteSmy w stanie prawidtowo funkcjonowac,
wiec ten czynnik moze by¢ 1 czesto jest jedng z przyczyn stosowania przemocy —
przemocy ekonomicznej. Nawet w przypadku ubostwa energetycznego, jesli jest ono
wynikiem $wiadomego izaplanowanego dziatania, mozemy mowi¢ o przemocy
ekonomicznej w kontek$cie wspomnianej temperatury ciata 1 komfortu fizycznego
jak 1 psychicznego. Aby lepiej zrozumie¢ ztozonos¢ tematyki zwigzanej z przemoca,
trzeba zaglebi¢ si¢ w przykladowe proby zdefiniowania tego pojecia i zjawiska.
W 1996 roku Swiatowa Organizacja Zdrowia (ang. World Health Organization)
przyjeta jedng z najbardziej uniwersalnych i powszechnie przytaczanych definicji
przemocy. WHO opisuje ja jako ,celowe uzycie sily fizycznej lub wiladzy,
sformutowane jako grozba lub rzeczywiscie uzyte, skierowane przeciwko samemu
sobie, innej osobie, grupie lub spolecznosci, ktore albo prowadzi do, albo z ktorym
wigze si¢ wysokie prawdopodobienstwo spowodowania obrazen cielesnych, $mierci,
szkdd psychologicznych, wad rozwoju Ilub braku elementow niezbednych
do normalnego zycia i zdrowia” [8]. Powyzsza tres¢ nie wyczerpuje wszystkich
znamion przemocy, atakze nie wskazuje nawet posrednio na to, ze czynnik

finansowy moze by¢ elementem powigzanym z jej powstawaniem. Kolejng definicja

jest ta sformulowana przez Iren¢ Pospiszyl. Autorka definiuje przemoc jako
,wszelkie 1 nieprzypadkowe akty godzace w osobista wolno$¢ jednostki lub
przyczyniajace si¢ do fizycznej, a takze psychicznej szkody osoby, wykraczajace
poza spoleczne zasady wzajemnej relacji” [5]. Rowniez ta definicja, chociaz bardziej
rozbudowana niz poprzednia, jest bardzo ogdlna, a przez to pobieznie opisuje samo
zjawisko, bez podawania konkretnych przyczyn i kategoryzowania. Zwraca jednak
uwage na sprawstwo dziatania, jako te nieprzypadkowe, a zatem celowe -
zaplanowane. Kolejnymi, wybranymi aspektami, ktore moga determinowaé
wystepowanie przemocy s3 wszelakiego rodzaju uzaleznienia, ktore pozbawiajg
kontroli nad zachowaniami i podejmowanymi dziataniami [3]. Przyktadowo osoba
uzalezniona od alkoholu moze stosowaé przemoc tylko i wylacznie w stanie
nietrzezwos$ci. Z drugiej strony, gdy powraca do trzezwosci, stara si¢ zachowywaé
pozornie prawidlowo, ukazuje skruche i che¢ postanowienia poprawy. Niestety
wtym przypadku czesto wystepuje ,bledne kolo”, poniewaz kazde siggniecie
po alkohol lub inne uzywki—powoduje zaburzenie $wiadomosci, co przeklada si¢
na powielanie nieakceptowalnych zachowan, ktérych wczesniej w trzezwosci
zalowano. Natomiast sytuacje takg powinno si¢ tez rozpatrywaé w kwestii ekonomii
gospodarstwa domowego. Uzaleznienie od alkoholu przeklada si¢ bowiem na ilos¢
spozywanych napojéw alkoholowych, ktore dana osoba musi z domowego budzetu
zakupi¢. Zatem rodzina nie tylko odczuwa to fizycznie i psychicznie, ale rowniez
ckonomicznie. Alkohol moze by¢ roéwniez traktowany jako wymoOwka
| usprawiedliwienie dziatan przemocowych. Oczywiscie wszystkie te czynniki moga
wzajemnie si¢ przenika¢ i powodowac inne, dodatkowe negatywne skutki — np.
z powodu braku $rodkéw finansowych rodzina popada nie tylko w uboOstwo
faktyczne, ale 1 energetyczne, a co za tym idzie obniza si¢ jako$¢ zycia i Sytuacja ta
powoduje wykluczenie spoteczne cztonkoOw rodziny oraz spoleczng alienacj¢. Warto
przy tym podkresli¢, ze zjawisko przemocy jest dlugotrwalym procesem
oddzialywan, ktore negatywnie wpltywa na zycie ich cztonkow.

W dynamice przemocy wyrdznia si¢ trzy podstawowe fazy w odniesieniu

do zachowan i odczu¢ agresorow oraz ich ofiar:
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1. Faza narastajacego napigcia — charakteryzuje si¢ wieloScig sytuacji
konfliktowych, a co za tym idzie bardzo napigta atmosferg migdzy agresorem
a ofiarg. Agresor przyjmuje postawg¢ prowokujaca, jest awanturniczy 1 sprawia
wrazenie nieprzewidywalnego 1 niebezpiecznego. Ofiara natomiast stara si¢ uspokoic
agresora, jest ulegla, postuszna i robi wszystko, aby go nie rozztosci¢, odczuwa lgk
I dolegliwo$ci psychosomatyczne. Ponadto stara si¢ rowniez unikaé agresora, aby nie
narazac siebie na konfliktowe sytuacje.

2. Faza gwaltownej przemocy — charakteryzuje si¢ gwaltownoScia
| agresywnos$cig ze strony oprawcy, nie kontroluje on swoich emocji, stosuje
przemoc. Ofiara w obliczu zachowan agresora jest bezradna, czuje strach, zlo$¢
I nienawisc¢.

3. Faza ,,miesigca miodowego” — objawia si¢ czuto$cig 1 troskliwos$cig ze strony
agresora, ktory ukazuje skruchg, przeprasza, wzbudza litos¢ i wyraza postanowienie
poprawy, stara si¢ zalagodzi¢ atmosfere, kupuje ofierze prezenty, pomaga
W obowigzkach domowych. Ta faza stanowi pewnego rodzaju ,,uspienie czujnosci”
ofiary, aby znéw mogla uwierzy¢é w pozorng przemiang oprawcy [3].

Oprécz wymienionych powyzej faz, w literaturze przedmiotu mozna znalez¢é
réozne formy przemocy, ktére w $rodowisku rodzinnym mozna skategoryzowaé
przyktadowo jako:

- przemoc fizyczna,

przemoc psychiczna,

przemoc seksualna,

przemoc ekonomiczna (materialna, finansowa).

Niezwykle wazne jest to, ze nierzadko stosowanie przemocy fizycznej,
psychicznej, czy seksualnej nie wyklucza wystepowania jej ekonomicznych znamion,
a wrecz przeciwnie. Przemoc ekonomiczna bowiem, jak wcze$niej wspomniano,
bardzo czesto jest powigzana z przemoca fizyczna, psychiczng, seksualna,
czy zaniedbaniem ze wzgledu na to, ze funkcjonujemy w §wiecie, gdzie posiadanie
srodkéw finansowych jest powigzane z jakoscig zycia 1 mozliwoscig funkcjonowania

w spoteczenstwie. Jednoczesnie nabycie dobr, czy tez ustug wigze si¢ z dokonaniem
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za nie platnosci. Stad ekonomiczne aspekty przemocy ,,zwykle opisywane sag jako
uzywanie pieniedzy lub innych warto$ci materialnych do zaspokojenia potrzeby
wiladzy i kontroli przez sprawceg” [2]. Przemoc 1 powigzana z nig ,,zaptata” moga nie
mie¢ roéwniez charakteru pieni¢znego, a na przyklad przymusowego §wiadczenia
pracy, oddania jakiego§ swojego dobra materialnego, albo wykonanie czynu
seksualnego.

Inng formg kategoryzacji przemocy ekonomicznej pokazuja ponizsze znamiona:

- mniej dotkliwe: np. sporadyczne wypominanie wydatkdw, nieregularne ich
ograniczanie, wyliczanie pienigdzy na zakupy,

- dotkliwe: np. state ograniczanie dostepu do pieniedzy i innych form platnosci
(karty debetowe, kredytowe, pfatnicze), systematyczne okradanie rodziny na mate
kwoty pienigdzy,

- z powaznymi konsekwencjami: np. trwate 1 celowe uchylanie si¢
od alimentacji, state uniemozliwianie dostepu do pieniedzy i innych rzeczy
materialnych, ograniczenie lub pozbawienie mozliwosci zarabiania pienigdzy,

- zagrazajace zyciu np. catkowite pozbawienie rodziny pienigdzy i innych
rzeczy materialnych [2].

Oprécz wyzej wspomnianych form przemocy ekonomicznej, mozna wymienic¢
inne jej przejawy, takie jak: zbywanie rzeczy nalezacych do wspdlnego lub
osobistego majatku partnera / partnerki bez jego / jej wiedzy, zmuszanie do sprzedazy
wspolnego lub osobistego majatku, zabieranie wynagrodzenia, pieniedzy i innych
srodkéw platniczych, pozbawienie prawa do posiadania pieniedzy na potrzeby
osobiste, niedopuszczanie do wspdtdecydowania o finansach, niszczenie rzeczy
osobistych partnera / partnerki, odmawianie $rodkéw finansowych niezbednych
do prowadzenia gospodarstwa domowego, ukrywanie informacji przed partnerem /
partnerka o stanie budzetu domowego, zmuszanie do pracy we wlasnej firmie
bez wynagrodzenia lub fikcyjne zatrudnienie, przymuszanie do podpisywania
kredytow, pozyczek, weksli 1 innych zobowigzan finansowych, do skladania
fatszywych zeznan podatkowych, czy zebrania o pienigdze. Do form przemocy

materialne] mozna rowniez zaliczy¢ aspekty zwigzane z kontrolowaniem dostepu
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do opieki zdrowotnej oraz uniemozliwienie samorealizacji poprzez zakazywanie,
czy utrudnianie dostepu do edukacji. Nalezy réwniez wspomnie¢ o osobach
Z niepetnosprawnoscig 1 osobach starszych, ktore réwniez moga by¢ ofiarami
przemocy finansowej np. poprzez pozostawienie bez opieki, tym samym
uniemozliwieniem zaspokojenia potrzeb niezbednych do zycia 1 funkcjonowania,
czy zabieranie $wiadczen lub dysponowanie pieniedzmi takiej osoby. Wskazywanym
dodatkowo przez autorow artykulu elementem jest rowniez brak opfacania
rachunkéw za energie elektryczng, co powoduje tzw. ,,ubOstwo energetyczne”,
aprzez to np. ograniczenie mozliwosci edukacji, kontaktow miedzyludzkich
I alienacje. Czesto bowiem sprawca przemocy pozbawia celowo swojg ofiare
na rézne sposoby kontaktéw z rodzing, bliskimi osobami, przyjaciotmi i znajomymi.
Sprawcy takiej przemocy moga w obecnych czasach kryzysu znajdowac
usprawiedliwienie dla swoich dziatah pozornym 1 iluzorycznym oszczgdzaniem
pieniedzy. Zatem zakwalifikowanie dzialan do tych zwigzanych z przemoca
ekonomiczng moze by¢ 1 jest bardzo czgsto, szczegolnie dla ofiar, niezwykle trudne,
nie tylko do zauwazenia, zdefiniowania, ale przeciwstawienia si¢ takim dziataniom.

Przemoc w S$wietle wybranych badan i badan wlasnych — proéba
interpretacji. Aby lepiej zobrazowaé skale wystepowania problemu i trudnosé
w definiowaniu przemocy, autorzy artykutu postuzyli si¢ r6znymi wynikami badan,
a takze dokonali analizy wynikow badan z pracy licencjackiej wspodtautorki,
Nikoli Kot, skupionej wokoét problematyki przemocy w rodzinie jako czynnika
determinujacego jakos¢ zycia badanych w przedziale wiekowym od 12 do 18 lat,
dotknietych tym zjawiskiem. Praca licencjacka pod tytulem ,,Zjawisko przemocy
w rodzinie ajako$¢ zycia dzieci i miodziezy” zostala napisana pod kierunkiem
dra Przemystawa Kanioka 1io0broniona przez wspotautorke w 2022 roku
na Uniwersytecie Opolskim.

W 2010 roku, Centrum Badan Opinii Spotecznej (CBOS) przeprowadzito
badania nad przemocg w rodzinie wsrod grupy kobiet 1 mezczyzn. W badaniach tych
poruszono migdzy innymi kwesti¢ zwigzang z doswiadczeniem przemocy

ekonomicznej, jej sprawstwem lub bezposrednim doswiadczaniem z pozycji swiadka
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w innych srodowiskach. Ponadto w 2014 roku CBOS wykonatlo badania skupiajac si¢
nad podobnymi aspektami, co cztery lata wczesniej. Na podstawie badan z 2010 roku
uwidocznity si¢ dane statystyczne, ktére mowig o tym, ze na 1430 badanych
mezczyzn 5,6% zadeklarowato, ze doswiadczyto w §rodowisku rodzinnym przemocy
finansowej. Z kolei cztery lata pozniej wskaznik ten byl na poziomie 4,2%
na 1382 badanych. W badaniach poruszono réwniez watek sprawstwa przemocy
finansowej ze strony kobiet. Wérod 1568 badanych respondentek, 3,1% z nich
potwierdzito, ze byly sprawczyniami przemocy materialnej. Z drugiej strony w 2014
procent takich kobiet wyniost 0,3. W naszym kregu kulturowym zjawisko przemocy
w rodzinie nierzadko kojarzone jest wsrdd spoleczenstwa jako akty ze strony
mezczyzn skierowane najczesciej] wobec kobiet 1 dzieci. W przypadku przemocy
ekonomicznej wyniki badan z 2010 roku, a tym samym deklaracje megzczyzn, obalaja
ten stereotyp 1 pokazuja, ze to rowniez kobiety s3 sprawczyniami przemocy
materialnej. Wedtlug deklaracji mezczyzn najczgsciej sa to zony (34%) i matki /
macochy (21%), a pozniej inne osoby spokrewnione lub niespokrewnione.
W odniesieniu do badanych kobiet 1 mezczyzn z 2010 roku, 6,6% z nich
potwierdzito, iz bylo bezposrednimi $wiadkami przemocy ekonomicznej. Analiza
wynikéw danych statystycznych nad przemocag finansowa niewatpliwie pokazuje
niewielki 1 pozorny odsetek osob dotknigtych tym zjawiskiem. Taka sama tendencja
widoczna byla w badaniach wspomniane] pracy licencjackiej wspdtautorki. Wsrod
respondentdw dotknigtych przemocag w rodzinie to zjawisko nie wplyneto
W znacznym stopniu na jakos$¢ ich zycia. Wérod 21 badanych dotknietych zjawiskiem
przemocy w rodzinie, poczucie ich jakosci zycia najczg$ciej okreslane bylo jako
dobre (38,10%), bardzo dobre (23,81%) lub ambiwalentne (28,57%). Wyniki
Z obliczen uzyskanych za pomoca testu nieparametrycznego Chi? pokazuja,
ze przemoc w rodzinie nie warunkuje w sposob istotny statystycznie jako$ci zycia
badanych. Z kolei czg$¢ z nich zadeklarowala, ze przemoc w znacznym stopniu
oddziatuje na poczucie szczescia. Zatem dziecko wychowujgce si¢ w rodzinie,
w ktorej wystepuje zjawisko przemocy, nie jest szczesliwe. Interpretujgc

te rozbieznosci z psychologicznego punktu widzenia nalezy pamigtaC, ze osoby

doroste moga chetniej przyznawac si¢ do tego, ze byty ofiarami przemocy w rodzinie
1 bardziej otwarcie oraz $wiadomie odpowiada¢ w jaki sposodb przemoc, ktorej
doswiadczyli w dziecinstwie, wywarla 1 wywiera wplyw na ich obecne zycie.
Z drugiej strony dzieci 1 milodziez doswiadczajaca przemocy domowe] moze
odczuwa¢ wstyd przed przyznaniem si¢ do bycia jej ofiarami. Warto doda¢, ze
rodzice uswiadamiajg, a wrecz niekiedy instruujg dzieci o tym, ze ,,co dzieje si¢
W domu, pozostaje w nim”. Problemy rodzinne i sytuacje, ktore si¢ w niej dzieja
nie moga wyj$¢ na $wiatlo dzienne, przez co iloSciowe badania wsérdéd dzieci
I mlodziezy moga w pelni nie urzeczywistni¢ obrazu ich zycia w rodzinie, w ktorej
wystepuje zjawisko przemocy. Istnieje jeszcze wiele czynnikow, ktore utrudniajg
prawidtowe definiowanie przemocy ekonomicznej. Chociazby w badaniach
przeprowadzonych ma przetomie 2014/2015 roku przez Instytut Spraw Publicznych
ujawniono 627 przypadkow przemocy materialnej. Co jednak najbardziej rzuca si¢
W oczy, to dane, ktore pokazuja, ze 31% Polakow akceptuje wydzielanie pieniedzy
partnerce/partnerowi, w przypadku gdy druga osoba nie posiada zatrudnienia.
Z kolei 18% nie widzi nic zlego utrudnianiu podj¢cia zatrudnienia przez drugg osobe,
a 17% badanych usprawiedliwia uchylanie si¢ od alimentacji [7]. Nalezy réwniez
dodaé, ze zdiagnozowanie przemocy ekonomicznej moze nie by¢ tatwe ze wzgledu
na brak odpowiedniej edukacji 1 wiedzy. Agnieszka Chetstowska z Instytutu Spraw
Publicznych w wywiadzie udzielonym dla Wysokich Obcasow podkreslita znowu,
ze przemoc ekonomiczna rzadko przybiera znamiona otwartego Szantazu,
na przyktad ,,Od dzisiaj bedziesz dostawata 10 zlotych dziennie, a jak si¢ zle
zachowasz, to mniej”. Mimo wystepowania takich przypadkow 1 tak s3 one
najczesciej usprawiedliwianie nie tylko przez ofiary, ale rowniez spoteczenstwo [9].
Wskazane zdanie jednocze$nie, nawet jako przyklad, stereotypizuje znowu
mezczyzn, poniewaz to kobiecie wydzielane sg $rodki finansowe. Warto rowniez
wspomnie¢ o wyodrgbnionym przez Ireng Pospiszyl czynnym i biernym wymiarze
przemocy fizycznej. Czynna wyrazana jest we wszystkich wymienionych formach,
ktore skutkujg obrazeniami ciata. Z kolei bierna przemoc fizyczna moze objawiac si¢

w zabronieniu zatatwiania potrzeb fizjologicznych, czy rozmawiania [6]. Pomimo,
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ze ten podzial nie odnosi si¢ bezposrednio do przemocy ekonomicznej, to pokazuje
pewien istotny problem — przemoc to rowniez dziatania, ktorych nie widaé jako
cechy fizyczne. Chociazby przemoc psychiczna, inaczej okre$lana rowniez jako
emocjonalna, stanowi celowe zachowania zmierzajagce ku destrukcji kondycji
emocjonalnej. Ta forma przemocy moze przybiera¢ postaé przymusu, grozby,
szantazu, ponizenia, roznych wyzwisk, wySmiewania si¢, wmawiania choroby
psychicznej, izolowania, niekonstruktywnej krytyki, narzucania wlasnych przekonan
nieprzyjmujacych sprzeciwu i podwazenia [3]. W podobnym aspekcie moze byé
uzyta przemoc ekonomiczna, gdyz jej celem jest rowniez destabilizacja kondycji
psychicznej, wywolanie niepokoju i niepewnosci. Zatem mogg si¢ one wspottworzy¢
i wspothistnie¢. Takim przykladem przemocy psychicznej 1 ekonomicznej,
wystepujacej zarowno wsrdd partnerdw, ktorzy obydwoje posiadajg zatrudnienie, jak
I w przypadku bezrobocia jednego z nich jest regularne i celowe wydzielanie nawet
najmniejszej sumy pieniedzy, domaganie si¢ przedstawiania rachunkéw za to,
co zostato kupione w czasie codziennych zakupow, zabranianie kupowania drobnych
rzeczy spehiajgcych zachcianki lub zwigzanych z potrzebami koniecznymi
np. kupno odziezy. Warto dodaé, ze zalezno$¢ finansowa od partnera / partnerki
moze wystepowac nie tylko wsrdd bezrobotnych, ale rowniez tych, ktérzy posiadajg
zatrudnienie. Ta kwestia moze objawia¢ si¢ w zabieraniu zarobionych przez
partnera / partnerk¢ srodkow i decydowaniu o ich przeznaczeniu. Z kolei roéznice
w zarobkach, a w szczegdlnoSci mniejsze zarobki partnera/partnerki moga by¢
powodem do ponizania, ograniczania decyzyjno$ci w codziennych wydatkach
I sprawach. W tym przypadku wicksze zarobki moga by¢ wyznacznikiem,
ktory decyduje o tym, kto jest glowa w rodzinie. O ile ofiara jest niezalezna, posiada
zatrudnienie 1 moze ukry¢ drobne wydatki, o tyle osoba bezrobotna, jako ofiara
przemocy ekonomicznej, jest uzalezniona od partnera, nie posiada zadnej wolnosci
finansowej ze wzgledu na wigksza kontrole przychodow ze strony oprawcy. Z drugiej
strony osobom uzaleznionym finansowo od partnera najczesciej zaczyna towarzyszy¢
z czasem wyuczona bezradnos$¢, ktora wigze si¢ z akceptacjg tej przemocy 1 niska

samooceng. W kontekscie przemocy psychicznej zakazywanie, odmowa, utrudnianie
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partnerce / partnerowi mozliwosci zarobku moze mie¢ swoje odzwierciedlenie
w aspekcie ekonomicznych dziatan przemocowych. Partner / partnerka odbiera
drugiej osobie wolno$¢ w podejmowaniu niezaleznych dziatan, przez co ofiara staje
si¢ od oprawcy czgsciowo lub catkowicie uzalezniona.

Odrebnym tematem jest przemoc seksualna, ktora definiowana jest jako
naruszanie sfery intymnej drugiej osoby. Wykorzystywanie seksualne
W powszechnym rozumieniu spoteczenstwa odnosi si¢ do rodzaju przemocy, w ktorej
ofiary sa przymuszane przez oprawcoOw do wykonywania rdznych czynnosci
seksualnych wbrew ich woli. Najpopularniejszym przejawem tego rodzaju przemocy
jest gwalt, natomiast katalog takich dziatan jest bardzo szeroki 1 nie zawsze zwigzany
z przemocy fizyczng. Nalezy pami¢tal, ze takie dzialania bedg stanowily przemoc
seksualng wtedy, gdy ofiara bedzie do nich przymuszana i1 moze przybra¢ formy
przez wiele oséb na co dzien akceptowalne, takie jak nakazywanie obnazania sie,
czynienie z trzeciej osoby $§wiadka aktow plciowych, przymuszanie do wysylania
nagich zdje¢, czy do ogladania pornografii. Ten rodzaj przemocy moze mie¢ rOwniez
znamiona przemocy ekonomicznej. Od streczycielstwa, sutenerstwa i Czerpania
korzysci z nierzadu, poprzez szantaz, az do nawet kwestii relacji partnerskich,
czy matzenskich — ograniczenie wspotzycia jako kara, a tym samym zakup ustug
seksualnych moze mie¢ znamiona wicloaspektowej przemocy materialnej —
np. korzystanie z ustug seksualnych finansujac je ze wspdlnych srodkow bez zgody
partnera / partnerki. Kolejnym przyktadem przemocy ekonomicznej w aspekcie
seksualnym jest posiadanie kochanki / kochanka / drugiej rodziny. Prowadzenie
drugiego zycia wigze si¢ bowiem z ponoszeniem mniejszych (np. drobne prezenty,
restauracje, hotele, krotkie wyjazdy), badz wiekszych kosztow (np. kosztowne
prezenty, optacanie rachunkéw za mieszkanie).

Podsumowanie. Autorzy artykutu pokazali nie tylko zlozono$¢ problemu
przemocy w kontek$cie przemocy ekonomicznej, ale rOwniez potrzebe
wieloaspektowej analizy danych. Przedstawione przyktady s$wiadcza o tym,
ze przemoc finansowa moze dotyczy¢ praktycznie wszystkich aspektow naszego

zycia, a zatem jest waznym problemem 1 wyzwaniem wspotczesnej pedagogiki.
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Zwrocono réwniez uwage na potrzebe edukacji w tym zakresie, zarowno w zyciu
dorostym, jak rowniez na etapie dorastania. Przy czym edukacja ta powinna by¢
oparta o wiele projektow 1 przedsigwzie¢ profilaktycznych, a takze akcji spotecznych.
Artykut pokazuje rowniez, ze przemoc to nie tylko dziatania fizyczne, ale takze te
majace aspekt zdrowia psychicznego, a co za tym idzie, warunkujace szczescie.
Zatem dzialania takie beda mialy zawsze wpltyw na jako$¢ naszego zycia, wigc
wprowadzenie jak najwickszej iloSci mechanizmow zaradczych zapobiegajacych
przemocy bedzie minimalizowaé jej negatywne skutki w zyciu codziennym

2.1. The impact of inclusive approaches to economic development on the quality

of society in European countries

The issue of human well-being and quality of life are always in the focus
of attention of researchers from various fields of science and practice. In recent years,
attention to this issue has only increased and, in our opinion, will increase even more
in the near future. This is due to the fact that social challenges not only do not
decrease, but also take on new forms and types. After a period of improvement
of a significant share of indicators of the level and quality of life in various parts
of the world, recent years have brought it all to nothing. The Covid-19 pandemic has
had a significant impact; it has already led to a setback in human development
inalmost all countries. The war in Ukraine in 2022 significantly influenced
the development of countries, primarily on the European continent. There are
migration, unprecedented energy price increases and ongoing supply chain
disruptions, climate change, and more. These problems have led to the growth
of poverty, inequality, and social exclusion. Therefore, today the issue of people's
well-being and quality of life comes to the fore.

Let's consider the experience of European countries in more detail. EU policy
Is aimed at mitigating the economic and social consequences of the coronavirus
pandemic and increasing energy prices. Its main task is to make European economies
and societies more sustainable, resilient and better prepared for the challenges and
opportunities of the green and digital transitions [11]. At the same time, the EU
countries build their policies and activities based on the following principles:

resilience, stability, cohesion, integration and inclusion.
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In the aftermath of the global economic crisis, trust among Europeans in society
and its institutions declined, causing concerns about economic and social insecurity,
perceived inequalities, societal tensions and lack of fairness [9].

According to Eurostat data on the living conditions in Europe, in 2021
95.4 million people in the EU, representing 21.7% of the population, were at risk
of poverty or social exclusion. Among the 95.4 million people in the EU that faced
the risk of poverty or social exclusion, some 5.9 million (1.3% of the total
population) lived in households experiencing all three poverty and social exclusion
risks simultaneously. In 2021, 73.7 million people in the EU were at risk of poverty,
while 27.0 million were severely materially and socially deprived, and 29.3 million
lived in a household with low work intensity. The risk of poverty or social exclusion
varied across the EU Member States. The highest shares of people at risk of poverty
or social exclusion were recorded in Romania (34%), Bulgaria (32%), Greece and
Spain (both 28%). In contrast, the lowest shares of people at risk of poverty or social
exclusion were recorded in Czechia (11%), Slovenia (13%) and Finland (14%). This

can be seen in more detail in Figure 1 [8].

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The concepts of quality of society and quality of life are closely related.
The concept of the quality of life is based on ideas about well-being and a just world,
which are components of the ideologies of liberalism and democratic socialism.
The quality of a person's life is considered the highest value in the social state and
represents a set of factors that provide a person with both material and emotional
well-being. Its basis is the satisfaction of various human needs, in particular:
economic protection, improvement of working conditions, development of the social
security system, public transport, health care, professional training, communal
services, etc. Both economic and non-economic aspects of life are used to assess
human well-being, including: physical health, family, education, employment,
wealth, security, freedom, religious beliefs, and the environment.

The quality of society has a great influence on well-being and quality of life.
It is associated with a sense of economic and social security/insecurity, perceived
inequality, social tension and justice. Also important issues of the quality of society
are the problems of property, distribution and redistribution of national income,
the structure of social needs of society and ways of meeting them.

For a long time, the approach in which economic growth was considered
the most important factor prevailed in scientific discussions. Over time, it became
obvious that economic growth is not enough to improve the welfare
of the population. In recent decades, more and more emphasis has begun to shift
towards intangible dimensions of quality of life. An approach is gradually being
carved out, according to which the needs and challenges of modern development
determine and shape social, economic, political and environmental factors
in the specific context of the country and localities. More details about this are
disclosed in the study [14].

Inclusive approaches to socio-economic development, which are oriented
towards the policy of equal opportunities based on poverty reduction, justice, human
rights, development of human and social capital, gender development and social
protection, have been spreading. Inclusive development is a logical evolutionary

stage of the search for models of better social development, society's response
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to global challenges and a corrective concept of sustainable development. It became
a logical continuation of the search for better models of social development, and
arose as a continuation of the ideas of concepts: basic needs, social welfare, human
development, human and social capital [14].

An inclusive society is a society that provides equal opportunities regardless
of origin and does not differentiate people based on race, gender, class, age and
geography. Such concepts as “social cohesion”, “social integration” and “social
capital” are associated with an inclusive society [3, p. 3].

In recent years, intangible factors related to the quality of a person's life,
including life expectancy, state of health, and level of education, have become
increasingly important. This is evidenced by the shift in emphasis from comparing
the socio-economic development of states by GDP level to the Inclusive
Development Index, which includes more components that measure intangible
aspects and the quality of life of the population, the indicators of which can differ
significantly from the indicators of economic growth.

The European Union has a consistent policy of implementing an innovative
model of economic development. Its result is that 9 out of 10 states with the highest
rating of the Inclusive Development Index (IDI) in 2018 are EU members. Thus,
the best inclusive development is demonstrated by Norway (1st place), followed
by Iceland (2), Luxembourg (3), Switzerland (4), Denmark (5), Germany (12).
In the ranking of developing countries, six European countries are in the top 10:
Lithuania (1), Hungary (2), Latvia (4), Poland (5), Croatia (7) and Romania (10).
Among the 74 states of this group, Ukraine took 49th place in 2018, which indicates
a rather low level of inclusive development in the state [13].

UNCTAD’s new Inclusive Growth Index shows countries’ performance across
four pillars: economy, living conditions, equality and environment (Figure 2). This
Index underlines the insufficiency of economic growth as the sole measure
of progress. The Inclusive Growth Index (IGI) analyzes countries’ ability to achieve
such growth, with a focus on gender equality and environmental sustainability,

to achieve more comprehensive and balanced indicators aimed at closing persistent

It is important that economic growth is conditioned by the effectiveness
of economic and social institutions and their type [1]. As the economy recovers, trust
in institutions also being restored. However, improving the social structure and
engaging citizens remain important both for individual quality of life and
for the sustainability of society as a whole. The quality of institutions is a key factor
in achieving upward economic and social convergence in the EU [9].

When it comes to inclusive development or inclusive approaches, it is necessary
to understand that this happens with the support of certain institutions, primarily with
the help of the state on the basis of public management mechanisms, public, private
and public institutions.

Inclusive development assumes the ability of economic, political and social
systems to provide conditions for well-being on a stable, long-term basis [7].
It depends on inclusion of excluded people and use of their opportunities. Therefore,
social institutions are important, how they change, and how they exclude and include
people in social relations and interaction [2; 12].

Therefore, a developed social and institutional environment is necessary
to ensure the quality of society. Socio-economic transformations in the countries
of Central and Eastern Europe in the last two decades have radically changed

the social structure and institutions.
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According to the latest research by the Eurofound [5], the quality of institutions
Is a key factor in achieving upward economic and social convergence in the EU,
playing a fundamental role in growing the economy, attracting foreign investment,
ensuring the implementation of policies and reforms. The main points are as follows:

« High-quality institutional performance is associated with higher gross domestic
product (GDP) per capita, higher employment rates and higher trust in national
government. It is also associated with lower risk of poverty and social exclusion,
highlighting how high-performing institutions are essential to lasting economic and
social convergence in the EU.

« Although the EU27 Member States are leaders in institutional quality globally
according to the six Worldwide Governance Indicators (WGIs), their performance
deteriorated on all the indicators after the 2008 crisis. This trend is particularly
worrying given the important role of institutions in strengthening the resilience
of societies.

« The Nordic and western European Member States emerge as the best
performers on institutional quality in Europe over 1996-2020, while the performance
of the Baltic states has improved remarkably since joining the EU, overtaking
the Mediterranean Member States, whose scores have declined in the past 12 years.
The performance of the central and eastern European Member States has been stable;
however, despite some improvements, Bulgaria and Romania had the poorest
Institutional quality over the period.

An inclusive approach has a long-term perspective, as the main focus
IS on productive employment as a means of reducing social stratification by income
level and raising the standard of living of the less well-off sections of the population.

EU Cohesion Policy supports the social inclusion of people with disabilities,
younger and older workers, low-skilled workers, migrants and ethnic minorities such
as the Roma, people who live in deprived areas, and women in the labour market.
In particular, it aims to lift at least 20 million people out of the risk of poverty. Social
inclusion was one of the eleven priorities for Cohesion Policy in 2014-2020

(“thematic objective 97). Until 2020, there was a program “Europe 2020: A Strategy
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for Smart, Sustainable and Inclusive Growth” aimed at employment, innovation,
education, social inclusion and climate/energy. Each Member State adopted its own
national targets in each of these areas [10].

The European Pillar of Social Rights is the overall guiding framework to ensure
fairness in the EU; its full implementation is crucial to achieving upward social and
economic convergence. The European Pillar of Social Rights sets out 20 principles
and rights to make the European Union more inclusive and fairer and to improve the
lives of all European citizens. These principles to support fair and well-functioning

labour markets, structured around three chapters (Figure 3) [4; 11].

Currently, a new initiative is operating in the EU, this is the Recovery and
Resilience Facility (RRPs). The RRPs is the key instrument at the heart
of NextGenerationEU to help the EU emerge stronger and more resilient from
the current crisis. This temporary recovery instrument allows to raise funds to help
Member States implement reforms and investments that are in line with the EU’s
priorities and that address the challenges identified in country-specific
recommendations under the European Semester framework of economic and social
policy coordination. It makes available €723.8 billion (in current prices) in loans
(€385.8 billion) and grants (€338 billion) for that purpose [11].

The RRF Regulation sets out six policy areas of European relevance structured
in six pillars (Figure 4). The Recovery and Resilience Scoreboard displays the impact
of the RRF on these six policy pillars:

« Green transition
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* Digital transformation

« Smart, sustainable and inclusive growth, including economic cohesion, jobs,
productivity, competitiveness, research, development and innovation, and a well-
functioning internal market with strong SMEs

 Social & territorial cohesion

 Health, and economic, social and institutional resilience with the aim of, inter
alia, increasing crisis preparedness and crisis response capacity

* Policies for the next generation, children and the youth, such as education and
skills [11].

Each measure contributes towards two of the six policy pillars, therefore
the total contribution to all pillars displayed on this chart amounts to 200%
of the RRF funds allocated to Member States.

The RRPs include a wide range of reforms and investments that will contribute
to support a broader participation in the labour market, productivity gains through

education, reskilling and upskilling measures, as well as social inclusion and
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resilience. Together with cohesion policy funds and the Just Transition Mechanism,
the RRF is supporting a fair and inclusive recovery in the EU in line with
the European Pillar of Social Rights. The Commission’s Action Plan to further
implement the Pillar proposed new EU headline targets on employment, skills and
poverty reduction. Based on these, relevant recommendations for specific countries
were developed. These include the importance of ensuring access to quality education
at all levels, as well as adequate coverage by social safety nets and short-time work
schemes. In particular, with an emphasis on some regions, sectors and population
groups that were already facing worse employment and social conditions, notably:
the youth, low-skilled and temporary workers, persons with disabilities, people with
a migrant background and the Roma [11].

In the graph below (Figure 5), we can see the breakdown of expenditure
supporting smart, sustainable and inclusive growth per policy area, including
economic cohesion, jobs, productivity, competitiveness, research, development and

innovation, and a well-functioning internal market with strong SMEs.

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EU Member States will use RRF funds to implement ambitious reforms and
investments to make their economies more resilient and competitive and enable
a sustainable recovery. The RRF supports measures to promote smart, sustainable and
inclusive  growth, entrepreneurship, competitiveness, industrialisation and
reindustrialisation, renovate buildings, improve the business environment, foster
research, development and innovation, and support SMEs [11].

Conclusions. The conducted research allows us to draw conclusions about
the impact of inclusive approaches to economic development on the quality of society
in European countries.

Firstly, inclusiveness ensures certain rates of economic growth, which should
reduce inequality and poverty. Inclusive development involves an emphasis
on the distribution of social and material benefits among different population groups,
as well as influence on structural factors in order to reduce manifestations
of exclusivity and marginalization of vulnerable groups of society. In general, when
average indicators in income and non-income dimensions of well-being and
inequality improve, we can talk about inclusive development, which is aimed
at raising the standard of living and more evenly distributing the benefits of increased
well-being among different population groups.

Secondly, it is necessary to note the importance of the social and institutional
environment and the high attention paid to this issue by the EU countries when
forming and implementing the relevant policy. Participation in society plays
an important role in combating social exclusion. EU policies acknowledge
the importance of citizen engagement for both the quality of society in European
counters and the European project itself.

Thirdly, the direction of inclusiveness involves the direction of poverty
reduction, creation of new jobs, improvement of the environment, satisfaction
of human needs, development of education and health care, and creation
of conditions for future generations. EU policy is aimed at creating a sustainable,
smart, inclusive society based on green and digital transformation in the coming

years.
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2.2. Using the tools of the concept of sustainable development to maintain

the level of quality of life in crisis conditions

Human life as such is not only the main value for every human personality, but
also for modern society in general, therefore improving its quality is not only
an aspiration of an individual, but also of society as a whole. This determines
the relevance of addressing the problem related to the quality of life both from
the point of view of philosophical and psychological aspects, and from the standpoint
of the economic and social conditions of life of a certain collective, community,
society as a whole. Quality of life is a complex, multi-component phenomenon that
depends both on objective factors (primarily, the ability to satisfy human needs and
interests in given socio-economic conditions) and on various subjective factors
(social-psychological, socio-cultural and others).

During the second half of the 20th century, processes of gradual transition
of the view of man from treating him only as a means of production ("labour force™)
to the human factor in any business process (“human resource™) and recognition
of human development as a driving force take place in economic theories, social
progress (“human capital™). Therefore, social development changes both
the paradigms of measuring human development and the direction of development
from economic to socio-economic.

The unifying component of the concept of human development with the concept
of ensuring the sustainable development of society as a whole and individual
businesses, in particular, is the category "quality of life", because the core idea
of these concepts is the proposition that a person is the goal of economic existence
and development, and not only resource needed for this. Improving the quality of life
Is a criterion for sustainable development and a necessary condition for realizing
the concept of human development, the purpose of which is to create an environment
that gives people the opportunity to live a long, healthy and creative life. The quality
of life reflects the basic prerequisites and the degree of realization of the requirements

of human development, the degree of priority of human development in the process
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of civilization, as well as a person's sense of self, self-identification, and the state
of the environment. The very concept of "quality of life", which was introduced into
scientific circulation by J. Galbraith, is defined by a certain set of living conditions
of both an individual and a certain community, which covers a wide range of issues
of general well-being and its perception in society [3].

Conceptual approaches to the category "quality of life" go beyond the concept
of "level of living", which focuses mainly on the material resources available
to a person, which can be measured in financial indicators. According
to the definition of the World Health Organization, "quality of life" is the individual's
perception of his position in life in the context of the culture and value system
in which the individual lives, and according to his goals, expectations, hopes,
standards and interests [8].

Thus, the concept of "quality of life" includes both the standard of living and
certain components related to the ecological environment, social well-being, political
climate, psychological comfort, etc. That is, "quality of life" takes into account not
only the objective component, which is determined by certain indicators, but also
the subjective component (emotional well-being and emotional experiences,
satisfaction with life, happiness, freedom of lifestyle choice, etc.). To measure
the quality-of-life indicator, only individual statistical data, even a very wide range
of detailed and reliable ones, are not enough, but subjective assessments
of the correspondence of these parameters to people's needs are needed. At the same
time, subjective assessments are both an integral and a determining part of a person's
feeling and perception of the level of quality of life. Taking into account the fact that
in the process of programming human development and developing social policy,
the assessment of the level of quality of life must be taken into account, taking into
account the influence of the subjective component of this indicator (measuring
the meaningful expression of human desires) significantly complicates this process.

At the same time, the very criteria that determine a high quality of life ensure
the achievement of a high level of human development, because its basis is a person's

perception of freedom of choice, the removal of restrictions and barriers to his
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participation and social involvement in all spheres of activity, guaranteeing
the realization of his widest possibilities, etc. On the other hand, a high quality of life
of the population is impossible without improving the state of health and increasing
the level of safety, creating a favorable environment and achieving a certain level
of material well-being, ensuring the integration of individual individuals into
society, etc.

Thus, assessments of the quality of life of both the population of the country
(region) as a whole, and individual collectives of business structures, in particular,
are an important analytical / monitoring tool of both state administration and local
self-government, as well as the management of economic entities, which allows:
to establish benchmarks strategic development for the medium-term perspective,
to develop a socio-economic policy, taking into account the impact of its
implementation on the quality of life of the population, first of all, the most
vulnerable groups; carry out an analysis of the current level of socio-economic
development of the country; to evaluate social progress. Monitoring
the implementation of tasks to improve the quality of life of the population can be
ensured by using the already formed system of evaluation indicators, developing
methodical approaches to measuring the quality of life of the population.
The integration of various sets of indicators to assess the quality of life is carried out
on the basis of various structural components, among which education, health,
income, infrastructure are used more often, the state of the environment, political and
social stability, culture and social relations, unemployment are used less often [4].

The aggravation and complication of problems related to human development
in general and assessment of the quality of life, in particular, occurs under
the condition of the occurrence and/or presence of crisis phenomena affecting social
life. The very concept of "crisis", which in translation from ancient Greek means
"turning point", characterizes such a state of society as a whole, or of its individual
segments (economy, energy, ecology, politics, social relations, etc.), in which
the existing means of achieving goals become inadequate, as a result of which

unpredictable situations arise [7]. An integrated state of crisis can be used
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to characterize the situation in Ukraine during 2022, which reflects the state of crisis
in the country's economy and energy in combination with the international military
and political crisis. The simultaneous combination of the impact on Ukrainian society
of the world economic and energy crisis with the conduct of military operations
on the territory of the country, related to the opposition to the occupation of its
territory by Russia, certainly has a negative impact on both human development
in general and the quality of life in particular. The economic crisis is characterized,
in particular, by such indicators as a drop in the volume of production and
consumption by individual farms, an increase in unemployment and a massive
reduction in jobs, a drop in stock indices, etc. Such crises as financial, currency,
energy, environmental, etc. are closely related to this concept against the background
of significant destruction of economic entities and objects of transport and energy
infrastructure. As a result, there are certain signs of a political crisis in the form
of suspension of law-making and rule-making processes in the country, weakening
of the effectiveness of state administration and control of the activities of its subjects,
etc. As a result of the crisis state of society, the social component deteriorates and
the quality-of-life decreases.

In solving these problems and overcoming their consequences, Ukraine
is significantly helped by many countries of the world, primarily the USA, Great
Britain, the countries of the European Union and others. At the same time,
characteristic features of the economic and energy crisis can be seen in the countries
of the "United West". At the same time, for Ukraine and our Western partners,
overcoming the consequences of the crisis will have certain differences, namely due
to the fact that: a) the restoration of the activities of individual enterprises and even
entire industries in Ukraine requires not only the overcoming of significant
destruction and new construction, but also the restoration of the energy and transport
infrastructure of the country, at the same time as the provision of military assistance
from the partner countries, without which there could be no speech on the existence
of Ukraine, for these countries, on the other hand, provides an opportunity

to significantly increase production in the military-industrial complex and industries
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related to it; b) the existence of a currency and financial crisis in Ukraine is restrained
by receiving significant financial assistance from partner countries and international
organizations (more than 45% of state budget expenditures for 2023), which
at the same time is combined with the growth of Ukraine's debt obligations and leads
to its financial system to full dependence on “donor countries™; c) growth as a result
of the reduction of jobs of the large "reserve army" of able-bodied citizens in Ukraine
Is combined with both military losses (killed and wounded) and population migration,
which significantly narrows the circle of future employees and exacerbates
the problems of the labor market in Ukraine; d)as a result of limited financial
opportunities and the need to direct significant defense costs in Ukraine, it becomes
difficult and even problematic to implement existing and deploy new social programs
and projects to support the population in times of crisis, which are widespread
in economically developed countries of the world.

Against this background, the problem of solving the problem of finding ways,
methods and tools to ensure further human development, implementing measures
to support the standard of living and preserve its quality is becoming more acute and
actualized. Among the ways to ensure a certain standard of living, which should
ensure a minimum quality of life, one can include the further improvement of social
policy both at the levels of the state as a whole and individual region in particular,
and at the level of individual economic entities. The very creation of conditions
for the formation of a safe social environment for human existence and ensuring its
social protection is the goal of the implementation of social policy, which provides
for a set of measures aimed at creating a system of social shock absorbers of public,
in particular market, risks and the formation of social standards that must ensure
optimal functioning and development human and social relations in society.
An important condition for the effective implementation of social policy
Is the creation of an appropriate set of both objective and subjective conditions
favorable for this in society.

World practice recognizes the two most influential directions of the formation

of social policy, its functioning and development, namely: a) liberal — providing
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opportunities for solving individual problems to the citizen himself by creating
the necessary conditions for this, keeping for the authorities only those functions that
an individual or cannot fulfill her family on her own; b) social-democratic
(paternalist model) — reduction of inequality in the distribution of social and
economic resources regardless of personal labor contribution to achieve social peace
on the basis of social justice in society by absolutely reducing the difference in both
the incomes of citizens and their social position (status) [5].

Based on a comparison of the specified models of social policy from the point
of view of ensuring the standard of living and its quality in relation to the conditions
in which the Ukrainian state will be in the foreseeable future, it should be noted
that the model of its social policy should represent, in our opinion, symbiosis
of liberalism and paternalistic orientation. The first factor of such an "integrated”
model will make it possible to create conditions for self-realization and self-
sufficiency of economic subjects in the absence of sufficient financial resources
of the state. The second component of the mentioned approach will provide
for the formation of an extensive rational system of social protection, especially
for vulnerable segments of the population. It is this approach, in our opinion, that
should form the post-crisis state of the social sphere of Ukraine, which exerts a great
influence on the formation of parameters of the quality of life of the population and
covers, in particular, such branch systems as: a) health care, physical culture and
sports; b) housing and communal economy; c) education and culture; d) social
service and social security; e) social insurance and pension provision.

No less important is the definition of the tools for maintaining the standard
of living and maintaining its quality at the level of economic entities from the point
of view of ensuring sustainable development, as a paradigm of existence and
development of society, which was formed at the end of the last century as a result
of the search for a way out of the "crisis of civilization". The concept of "crisis
of civilization" was defined as the fact that people, in their activities to meet new and
new needs, violate natural proportions, make dangerous, even irreversible changes in

the natural order of existence of the human community, the animal and plant world,
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creating new global threats, and adequate mechanisms for removal of these threats
donot have time to create. The concept of sustainable development involves
the development of society as a whole and business activities, in particular, in such
a way that ensuring the satisfaction of the needs of the current generation is carried
out without harming the existence of opportunities for future generations to satisfy
their own needs for well-being and a better quality of life. For the implementation
of the mentioned concept in the period 2016-2030, the UN General Assembly
determined the achievement of 17 goals and the solution of 169 tasks in the field
of ensuring sustainable development by means, the implementation of which should
allow maintaining the political balance, complex character and purposefulness
of the development of world society as a whole and individual region,
in particular [9].

A comprehensive and balanced approach to the coordination of all components,
which is the basis of the concept of sustainable development, was reflected
in the formation and spread of the so-called 3 "P" model (an acronym for the English
words Profit, Planet, People). The specified model, which determines the sustainable
nature of development, provides for a combination of three components that ensure it,
namely: a) economic component (Profit) — strengthening financial indicators
of activity and creating opportunities for further existence and ensuring development
prospects in the future; b) ecological component (Planet) — a direction traditionally
associated with the preservation of the natural environment, resources, waste
disposal, emission reduction, etc.; c) social component (People) — includes equal
rights of gender, social and national groups, social justice, effective management
of social processes, social policy and social relations, raising the standard of living
and improving its quality, etc. [1].

The philosophy of modern management has already developed certain
"classical" aspects that ensure the sustainable development of the business of any
organization, among which it should be noted, in particular, such as: a) compliance
of the results and consequences of business activities both with the requirements

of interested parties and with the applicable legislative and industry requirements;
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b) integration of all business processes into a single consolidated and integrated
system, which represents a holistic mechanism of organization management; c) risk
management of the organization when implementing its strategy and achieving set
goals, etc. However, regardless of this, the paradigm of sustainable development from
the point of view of economic entities contains additional requirements
for development both from the point of view of ensuring the stability of economic
growth and from the point of view of environmental protection, and from the point
of view of business activities aimed at ensuring social factors the existence
of a business and the results and consequences of its activities. As a management tool
that ensures the sustainability of business development, the concept of implementing
the triple criterion of activity, which has received the name — triple bottom line
or "TBL" (acronym from the English words Triple bottom line), is used. According
to this concept of management, every business entity should focus attention
in activities and responsibility for its results and consequences on:

« maximization of total income, provided that the total capital, which provides
this income, is preserved, through the optimal use of limited resources and the use
of advanced technologies;

« improvement of environmental conditions for the implementation of business
processes, prevention of environmental pollution and damage to ecology in general,
degradation and depletion of natural resources, loss of biological diversity, etc.;

« ensuring the satisfaction and loyalty of employees, their involvement
In business, as well as the loyalty of people who are connected with business and / or
live in the region where the business operates, maintaining the stability of social and
cultural systems, including reducing the number of destructive conflicts
as in business environment, as well as in society as a whole [2].

The issue of control of business activities and its responsibility to a wide range
of its stakeholders (business owners, employees, customers and counterparties,
suppliers and buyers, residents of the region where the business operates, etc.)
is carried out in market conditions, and especially carefully in periods of crisis,

according to such directions as:
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+ implementation of the marketing strategy and policy of the enterprise, which
will provide for business activities both in the domestic and foreign markets, aimed
at meeting the needs of the consumer both from the point of view of quality
characteristics and consumer properties of the goods, and from the side of their safety
in use and consumption;

 the application of a set of measures and the use of certain mechanisms
for building relations between the enterprise and its customers, state and local
government bodies, as well as public organizations and society as a whole;

« compliance with safety and environmental standards, as well as labor
protection and sanitary and hygienic standards during production processes;

« carrying out a certain policy of building relations with personnel involved
in production, which should take into account the market level of wages,
the availability of a certain social package, a strategy for personnel development and
overcoming the negative consequences of restructuring, downsizing, etc.;

« implementation of certain measures to create favorable and safe working
conditions, environmental protection, etc. [6].

Based on the above, certain conclusions can be drawn, in particular:

1. Taking into account the prevailing circumstances and existing challenges
during the period of overcoming the consequences of the crisis, both to ensure
the effective existence of business and to create conditions for the further sustainable
development of society as a whole and individual business entities, in particular, and
to improve the quality of life, it is necessary, in our opinion, the establishment
of close ties between all participants of socio-economic relations. The basis
for strengthening these ties should be the development of a national system
for protecting the interests of participants in socio-economic relations, which should
not only be guaranteed by state and local self-government bodies, but also accepted
by public associations, political parties and society as a whole. In our opinion, among
the tools for the development of the mentioned system of coordination of connections
and relations between the participants of market-social relations and guaranteeing

their rights can be, in particular, such measures as:
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 formation and intensification of activity (filling this activity with real affairs)
of associations of participants in socio-economic relations in the form of parties
of these relations by interests, the coordination of which should take place both
at the national and regional levels, and at the branch and local levels;

» clear and unambiguous definition of areas of responsibility of each
of the parties involved in socio-economic relations;

« agreement by all parties of the participants of socio-economic relations,
the circles of their interests must be agreed, as well as the mechanism of providing
each other with objective and up-to-date information about their intentions, methods
of their implementation and the possibility of implementing measures that affect
these interests;

« proof of each of the parties involved in socio-economic relations,
the motivation of their positions, arguments and expectations to all participants
in economic relations.

It is the creation of a comprehensive system of taking into account and
protecting the interests of the participants of the specified relations that, in our
opinion, will allow to form, in certain defined conditions, the most acceptable
interpretation for them of their own approach to the implementation of this or that
concept of the development of the state and regions, the existence of territorial
communities and public organizations (associations), the implementation
of economic activity as a socially responsible business.

2. Using the tools of the concept of sustainable development in the conditions
of overcoming the consequences of the crisis, especially after the destruction
caused by the war), it would be advisable at the level of business structures to pay
attention to:

- introduction and use of such management concepts that would
comprehensively contribute to ensuring the competitiveness of the enterprise without
significant capital investments and optimization of current costs based
on the economical use of resources based on the creation of effective relationships

both between the contractors of the works and between the enterprise's counterparties
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(for example, the use of tools production and management system “lean
production”, etc.);

- formation of a socially responsible attitude both to the organization
of business activities in general and to the social policy of business, in particular.
First of all, paying attention to issues related to a number of contradictions and even
certain conflicts of interests, which are exacerbated in periods of crisis and
overcoming its consequences.

At the same time, it would be appropriate to pay special attention
to the definition of approaches to the implementation of this or that concept
of the implementation of business activities as a socially responsible business, and
to the formation of a balanced relationship between the internal social policy
of the business (in the conditions of crisis phenomena, special attention should
be directed to ensuring interest and loyalty of employees in business activities.) and
its external component (making by the business structure of certain costs aimed
at supporting both civil society in the territory of business presence and in relations

with the authorities and society as a whole).
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2.3. Interdisciplinarity as an innovative dominant of the philological research

The scientific picture of the world is not only a form of systematization
of the knowledge but also a separate research program. This program is focused
on outlining the tasks of empirical and theoretical analysis, as well as the choice
of means of solving them. In the process of the development of the science and
the implementation of its results in the practical activity, the scientific picture
of the world will undergo specific transformations, corrections, and improvements.
However, this picture, as we see it, will never acquire an axiomatic status [14, p. 33].

The world globalization challenges promote the increasing importance of both
scientific knowledge and fundamental science with its ability to produce this
knowledge to explain the nature of the language phenomena and processes that
cannot be mastered based on the logic of the classical thinking. That's why
philological science should enrich the methodology of the research by filling it with
interdisciplinary tools.

Modern scientists emphasize that in the context of the integration
of the Ukrainian research space into the European one, the dominant components
of the scientific innovation are multidisciplinarity, interdisciplinarity, and
transdisciplinarity [1, p. 34]. In addition, the main focus is on the need to increase
the efficiency of scientific research through the use of different approaches, which
are reflected in the national and European legal acts. Thus, Regulation (EU) 2021/695
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 28 April 2021 establishing Horizon
Europe — the Framework Programme for Research and Innovation, laying down
its rules for participation and dissemination, and repealing Regulations (EU)
Ne 1290/2013 and (EU) Ne 1291/2013 focused special attention on multidisciplinary,
interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary approaches as key elements of a great
scientific progress. Also, research activities should be determined according
to the needs and opportunities of the science and should contribute to scientific
excellence. The research agenda should be developed in close contact with

the scientific community and include an emphasis on attracting new talents, young
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scientists in the field in order to strengthen the European Research Area and
to prevent brain drain and to promote their circulation [13].

According to the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of February
23, 2022, Ne 286-p “The adoption of the Strategy for the Development of Higher
Education in Ukraine for 2022-2023”, one highlights the strategic and operational
goals and targets for the next decade with corresponding indicators of achievement
or implementation, mechanism, expected results, measures to monitor
the implementation of this strategy at each stage and resource needs, as well
as the development of interdisciplinary education and research programs [10].

We will consider in more details the basic approaches to the formation
of the interdisciplinary researches in the scientific and research context.
The historical exposition certifies that interdisciplinary research in the field
of humanitarianism (language, law, philosophy, religion, ethics, etc.) was initiated
in the Enlightenment era of the 18th century by French encyclopedists. R. Frodeman
also mentions the period between 1870 and 1910, during which 20-25 new disciplines
emerged, and interdisciplinary interaction took place. Some authors identify this
period as the second global scientific revolution [5, p. 7].

The methodology of the latest cross-disciplinary studies is based on three main
approaches: multidisciplinary, interdisciplinary, and transdisciplinary.
Multidisciplinary approach — the viewpoints on a common problem of two disciplines
are considered simultaneously, but not integrated. The relationship between
disciplines is situational, there is no commonly defined matrix, subjects are not
changed or improved.

Interdisciplinary approach — points of view on a common problem of two
disciplines are combined to obtain a more generalized understanding. In a broad
sense, interdisciplinarity involves the mutual integration of organizational concepts,
methodological procedures, epistemology, terminology, data, and the organization
of research and teaching.

Transdisciplinary approach — the study of the modern world based on the unity

of knowledge and the solution of mega- and complex problems. It is based
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on the conceptual principles of different disciplines and interested parties
of non-academic profiles (also known as stakeholders) and takes one priority theory
as a basis. Unlike integration, there is a synthesis of various knowledge
with a potential possibility of transitioning to a new quality, the origin of a new
scientific direction, or scientific discipline [5, p. 8-9].

It is believed that the term “transdisciplinarity” was first introduced into
the scientific arsenal in 1970 by the Swiss philosopher and psychologist Jean Piaget,
founder of the International Center of Genetic Epistemology. He understood
the principle of the scientific research under a transdisciplinary. This principle
describes the prospects of a new stage of scientific research, which is a system
of open interaction of scientists, unlimited conventional (from Latin — agreement)
established by academic boundaries [12, p. 144].

The term "transdisciplinarity™ was used for the first time by the specialists
of the E. Morin Center for Contemporary Anthropology in Paris. According
to E. Morin [8, p. 136], the differences between interdisciplinary and
transdisciplinary  research are based on the following considerations:
“Interdisciplinarity can simply mean that different disciplines sit down at a common
table, just as different nations gather at the United Nations solely to declare their
national rights and their sovereignty concerning the encroachments of their
neighbors. But interdisciplinarity can also strive for exchange and cooperation, and
asa result, interdisciplinarity can become something organic... As far
as transdisciplinary matters are concerned, it is often a question of cooperative
schemes, which can move from one discipline to another, sometimes so sharply that
the disciplines plunge into the state of transmission. In fact, it is the inter, poly-, and
transdisciplinary complexes of knowledge that work and play a great role
in the history of science. It is worth remembering the key concepts involved here,
namely, cooperation, to put it more precisely, unification or interrelation, or, speaking
even more precisely, the joint project”.

The International Center for transdisciplinary studies was established in 1987.

was adopted at the first congress. One of its authors, the Romanian physicist Bazarab
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Nicolescu, formulated three important methodological postulates. According
to the first one, the reality is multilevel and each discipline studies only one of its
levels. Transdisciplinary aims to understand the dynamics of the process at several
levels simultaneously, combining the fragments of reality, studied by specific
disciplines into a whole picture. The second postulate of transdisciplinarity comes
from the logic of the included third one. Transdisciplinarity unites according
to the principle  of  complementarity = which  was  considered  opposite
from the standpoint of individual disciplines. And, finally, the third postulate
Is complexity. Transdisciplinarity tries to understand the reality of its
complexity [9, p. 147-152].

It should be mentioned that is worth adding that in the modern research space
there is no generally accepted point of view on the issue of the relationship between
multidisciplinarity, interdisciplinarity, and transdisciplinarity as research approaches.
However, scientists who discuss the terminology differences between these
approaches combine the conviction that disciplinary limitations do not allow to make
an integral idea of complex multilevel objects of research, including a human
language.

We should also note that the general scientific picture of the world
of the modern stage of the human development is based on the universal evolution
as an alternative solution to the problem of overcoming the reductionism between
natural and humanitarian spheres of science by synthesis of ideas of the system,
evolutionary and synergistic approaches. Such a synthesis of scientific knowledge
contributes to the development of a synergistic paradigm through transdisciplinary
unification, which causes fundamental changes in both self-knowledge and
the worldview of the individuals [14, p. 30-35].

A modern language science is characterized by the heterogeneity of research
paradigms, represented by a number of methodological trends and scientific schools,
which is due to the complexity of the subject of the research and the variety
of the approaches to it. At the current stage of the development of linguistics,

all of them remain relevant, and therefore, as S. P. Denisova [2, p.35] notes
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in the article "Linguistics at the Break of Scientific Paradigms: from Ferdinand
de Saussure  to  Noam  Chomsky",  “modern linguistics is  defined
as a polyparadigmatic and multidisciplinary science .

Human language is a complex, multifaceted object of the research, which cannot
be understood by the means of one discipline, because through the use of analysis
methods of other sciences, new knowledge can be obtained about the real essence
of the linguistic object. The ability to self-develop is one of the categorical principles
of the language. In order to form a modern understanding of the ideas
of structuralism, it is essential to recognize the immanence of interpretation
of linguistic phenomena and processes, the need for their comprehensive study within
the parameters of complex systems [15, p. 52-56].

The first significant attempts to involve the conceptual apparatus and
the methodological approach of synergetics to the study of language facts have
already been made in the works of such Ukrainian scientists as L. S. Pikhtovnikova,
S. M. Yenikeeva, T. I. Dombrovan and a few other researchers, whose fundamental
works became the basis for a new integrative interdisciplinary direction in the science
of language — linguistic synergetics or linguosynergetics. Linguistics as a type
of interdisciplinary (and more broadly, transdisciplinary) research unites scientists
who are interested in manifestations of general patterns of the development
in the language. The main areas of the research are the mechanisms of language
self-regulation and self-organization, for the explanation of which knowledge of both
the linguistic level itself and relevant information from other disciplines (physics,
mathematics, biology, psychology, sociology, etc.) are involved. The synthesis
of disparate information is provided by a synergistic metalanguage. Hence, linguistic
synergetics is a transdisciplinary fractal scale-free network structure of the science,
where linguistic knowledge varies depending on a specific scientific perspective,
besides, other relevant knowledge is integrated on the basis of the principles
of universal evolutionism [14, p. 40-46].

Let's outline some research linguosynergistic vectors available in themodern

Ukrainian Germanic linguistics:
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- the linguosynergistic approach in genre studies seeks to reveal
the mechanisms of the development of various language genres [11];

- synergetic derivativeology — a new approach to the study of verb-creative
processes through the theory of self-organization of complex open non-equilibrium
systems [20];

- diachronic linguosynergetics studies language in the aspect of its historical
development and focuses on situations of qualitative changes in the language system
in general and its subsystems [3];

- homonymous synergy [6];

- synergy of the German noun [4];

- synergy / fractality in informational media genres (comparative aspect
of German and Ukrainian texts) [7].

- cognitive-synergistic approach, which enables the study of the concept
as a synergistic fractal formation, which constitutes the unity of cognitive, affective,
perceptive and volitional aspects and is analyzed in a speech act [19];

- fractal scale-free network approach, the focus of which is the study
of the language system as a nonlinear hierarchically clustered scale-free network with
fractal properties, capable of reconfiguration and expansion [16; 17].

It is worth noting that synergistic knowledge contributes to the perception
of the world, opens new horizons in its understanding. That is why there is a need
to study language phenomena and processes in the linguistic synergistic dimension,
which contributes both to the expansion of the interaction of traditional scientific
linguistic methods in the research process, and to the development
of interdisciplinary approaches. Therefore, the application of the ideas and principles
of the synergistic paradigm appears to us to be quite effective for studying such
a complex in its origin and similar to the processes of self-organization of a system
as a language in general, as well as its subsystems in particular.

If we consider that the condition for the formation of a specialist of the new
generation is the specific development of the foundations of the synthesis of such

spheres of culture as natural and humanitarian, then such a merger can be carried out
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with the help of mutual enrichment of these spheres, taking into account new
realities, new possibilities of man-made civilization. In our opinion, it is possible
to implement the fusion of the mentioned cultures in a general aspect thanks
to the inclusion of natural sciences in humanities education and humanities in science
and technology. This will serve the idea of forming a fundamental, integral, elite
education of specialists in Ukraine.

The emergence of "Linguosynergetics™ not only as a new direction of scientific
research, but also as a new educational discipline can serve as a practical
implementation of an interdisciplinary approach in the field of Ilinguistics.
It is gratifying that such an educational discipline has been introduced into
the educational process at the Department of Germanic Philology of Sumy State
University. The main goal of "Linguosynergetics" as an educational discipline
is the achievement by students of the latest constructive, fundamental thinking and
asystem of special knowledge in the field of linguistic synergetics
as an interdisciplinary direction of philological studies and the ability to use them
when writing research projects [18].

Conclusion. Interdisciplinarity (and more broadly, transdisciplinarity)
as a manifestation of the methodological principle of expansionism consists
in expanding the subject field of the research, in reviewing traditional problems from
a new angle.

In the context of the integration of the Ukrainian research space into
the European research space, it is worth paying special attention to multidisciplinary,
interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary research as the dominant dimensions
of the scientific innovation. Such integration processes are implemented most
effectively during the implementation of scientific projects. We agree
with O. V. Ahapova [1, p. 34] that “the Ukrainian research space functions
in the conditions of rapid changes in the society, military intervention and crisis
conditions, it is important for a modern scientist to quickly adapt, learn, think

critically and systemically, since usually interdisciplinary research arises
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at the moment of "crisis" and require concerted efforts of scientists, representatives
of various branches of science to achieve balance”.

In addition, the harmonious combination of natural and humanitarian knowledge
in the university educational space is consistent with the formation of a "new
dimension of knowledge", i.e. "synergistic knowledge", which opens wide prospects
for interdisciplinary (and more broadly, transdisciplinary) research.

It is worth emphasizing that synergistic knowledge contributes to the perception
of the world as a whole, opens new horizons in its understanding. Hence, there
is a need to study language phenomena and processes in a synergistic dimension,
which contributes both to the expansion of the interaction of traditional scientific
linguistic methods in the research process, and to the development of new

interdisciplinary (and more broadly, transdisciplinary) approaches.

I dlugofalowych skutkéw. Ubdstwo, a raczej sytuacja spowodowana, ze w tym
ubdstwie si¢ znajdujemy to bardzo czesto proces roztozony w czasie, przed ktorym
moga nas uchroni¢ odpowiednio wcze$nie wprowadzone mechanizmy zaradcze.

Pojawienie
si¢ rowniez takich poje¢ jak system i1 zarzadzanie to kolejny element wskazujacy
ztozono$¢ problemu 1 jednoczes$nie jego skale, a takze to, ze bedzie on czerpat
z wielu nauk. Warto rowniez podkresli¢, analizujac kolejny fragment definicji
bezpieczenstwa — ,,odznacza si¢ brakiem ryzyka utraty czego§ dla czlowieka
szczegolnie cennego — zycia, zdrowia, pracy, szacunku, uczu¢, dobr materialnych
| dobr niematerialnych” [3], ze z psychologicznego punktu widzenia powinnis$my
dokonywa¢ tych analiz w perspektywie czasu. Samo wystgpienie ubdstwa
energetycznego nie jest bowiem wyznacznikiem znacznych konsekwencji
ekonomicznych 1 spotecznych, ale dhlugofalowos¢ wystepowania bedzie je
wywotywaé, a w ich wyniku pojawig si¢ negatywne aspekty psychologiczne. Wazne
w tym jest réwniez to, w jaki sposéb cztowiek przezywajacy konkretng sytuacje ja
spostrzega.

Jes$li dana jednostka spoteczna na skutek czynnikow ekonomicznych
doswiadczy ubdstwa energetycznego, to z czasem stanie si¢ uboga w kontekscie
ekonomicznym, wykluczona w kontek$cie spolecznym 1 potrzebujaca wsparcia
zarbwno w ujeciu ekonomicznym i psychologicznym. Zatem koszty zwigzane
Z ubdstwem ekonomicznym sg znacznie szersze niz te dotyczace tylko aspektow
technicznych, bowiem te spoleczne 1 psychologiczne oprdcz straty wyrazonej

w pienigdzu beda niosty za sobg np. wspomniane ryzyko wykluczenia. Istotne jest to,

migdzyludzkie 1 alienuje nas od spoteczenstwa. Konsekwencji takich dzialan moze
by¢ o wiele wiecej, lacznie z takimi, ktore poprzez nieodpowiednie zarzgdzanie
cieplem beda miaty wplyw na nasze zdrowie, czy nawet zycie. Nieutrzymywanie
pomieszczen w nalezytym stanie (ogrzewanie) moze wilasnie do takich skutkow
prowadzi¢.

3. Nieefektywnego wykorzystania energii — przyczyng sa najczesciej nawyki
I niewiedza, ktora objawia si¢ np. zbytnim wyzebianiem (wietrzeniem) pomieszczen
przy jednoczesnym ich ogrzewaniu.

Analizujac powyzsze czynniki warto zauwazy¢, szczegolnie w kontekscie

czynnikow ekonomicznych, ze zle gospodarowanie nie jest bezposrednio
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skorelowane ze wskaznikami ubostwa, ale straty, ktore z takiego zarzadzania
wynikaja beda z pewnoscia do niego prowadzi¢. Przy czym sytuacja powigzana jest
z czynnikami psychologicznymi. Dodatkowo wskazuje si¢ rowniez na nawyki, a te
wynikaja czesto wlasnie ze spotecznych przyzwyczajen. Jesli dodatkowo oprzemy sie
o badania statystyczne, to chociazby z danych Instytutu Badan Strukturalnych
wynika, ze problem ubostwa energetycznego dotyczy 4,6 min osd6b w Polsce,
glownie mieszkancow wsi 1 matych miast. Co 6smy mieszkaniec Polski ma problem
z ogrzaniem mieszkania w zimie [2]. Nie wskazuje si¢ natomiast, jakie mogg by¢
tego konsekwencje, a formulowane S$rodki zaradcze niejako zdejmuja
odpowiedzialno$¢ za taki stan rzeczy z indywidualnych odbiorcow. Przykladem
moze by¢ ponizsza ocena sytuacji, w ktorej ,,analitycy oceniajg, ze obecnie skala
zjawiska moze by¢ jeszcze wigksza. Rekomendujg m.in. "wprowadzenie programéw
socjalnych majacych poprawi¢ warunki finansowe gospodarstw domowych, a takze
programow zwigzanych z efektywnoscig i rozwojem OZE, co z kolei powinno
zmniejszy¢ zapotrzebowanie na energie i zwigzane z tym koszty" [14]. Zatem
propozycja rozwigzania jest systemowa 1 skonstruowana w oparciu o polityke
socjalng. Prowadzi do sytuacji, w ktorej osoba uboga energetycznie zostanie wsparta
finansowo z budzetu panstwa, co jednak nie rozwiaze dhlugofalowo problemu
ubostwa. W tym samym czasie rOwniez nie jest wyposazana w wiedze 1 narzgdzia,
ktore pozwola jej zrozumie¢ sytuacje, nie tylko w sferze ekonomicznej, ale réwniez
konsekwencji psychologicznych. Taka sytuacje potwierdzaja nagtowki i1 artykuly
prasowe wytwarzajagce w czytajacym czesto zludne poczucie bezpieczenstwa.
Przykladem moze by¢ ponizszy fragment z portalu Money.pl: ,,rzad zapowiedzial
doptaty do rachunkéw za prad dla Polakow zagrozonych ubdstwem energetycznym.
Jak wynika z danych z 2019 r. w niektorych wojewddztwach dotyka ono kilkunastu
procent gospodarstw domowych, a wedlug innych kryteriow — nawet 20 proc.
Natomiast w ubieglym roku sytuacja pogorszyla si¢ ze wzglgdu na pandemig, a teraz
z kolei czekaja nas kolejne podwyzki cen energii” [13]. Co ciekawe, spadajaca
dotychczas 1los¢ o0so6b zagrozonych wykluczeniem spolecznym przez pandemig

zaczgta z powrotem wzrastaé. O ile roOwniez wczesniej wskazniki faktycznego
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ubdstwa nie pokrywaly si¢ z ubOstwem energetycznym, to obecnie obserwujemy
odwrotny trend. Ponizsza tabela przedstawia przecietne roczne dochody per capita
w gospodarstwach domowych w Polsce i odsetek gospodarstw niezdolnych
do odpowiedniego ogrzania mieszkania. Opracowana zostala podczas badan
obejmujacych  ,Niezdolnos¢ do  odpowiedniego  ogrzania  mieszkania
w gospodarstwach domowych w Unii Europejskiej i krajach stowarzyszonych”.
W badanym okresie wida¢ staly wzrost przecigtnego dochodu gospodarstwa
domowego oraz spadek odsetka gospodarstw niezdolnych do odpowiedniego
ogrzania mieszkania. Potwierdza to obliczony dla danych z tabeli wspdlczynnik
korelacji liniowej r-Pearsona, ktory wynosi 0,9733. Wynik ten wskazuje na prawie
petng yjemng zalezno$¢ liniowa miedzy przecigtnym dochodem rocznym per capita
w gospodarstwie domowym a wskaznikiem niezdolnosci do odpowiedniego ogrzania

mieszkania [11].

Nie zmienia to rowniez faktu, ze osoby wchodzace
W ubdstwo beda borykaé¢ sie z innymi elementami zwigzanymi ze skutkami
psychologicznymi, takimi jak wspominane wczesniej wykluczenie spoleczne,
wyuczona bezradno$¢, chroniczne napigcie 1 stres, obnizenie poczucia zadowolenia
z zycia, frustracja, ktora moze przerodzi¢ si¢ w agresj¢, co w dluzej perspektywie
czesto przeradza si¢ w rozwdj patologii. Moze pojawi¢ si¢ rOwniez obnizenie

Podsumowanie. Bezpieczenstwo energetyczne i wyzwania z nim zwigzane sg
jednymi z najwazniejszych probleméw wspotczesnego Swiata. Niniejszy artykut
pokazuje, ze trzeba je analizowac poprzez interdyscyplinarne podejscie, a ubostwo
energetyczne bedzie w najblizszym czasie jednym z najwazniejszych wyzwan dla
Europy. Zatem potrzebne jest nie tylko wprowadzenie konkretnych mechanizméw
zaradczych, ale przede wszystkim edukacja na wszystkich szczeblach nauczania
I podnoszenie $wiadomosSci spolecznej na temat energii, jej wykorzystywania

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Part 3. THE INFLUENCE OF MEANS AND CHANNELS
OF COMMUNICATION ON THE LIFE QUALITY
IN TURBULENT CONDITIONS

3.1 Peculiarities of intercultural communication: value-cognitive basics

Culture, the general context for any communication, undoubtedly influences
people and institutions. However, unfortunately, specific difficulties arise
in communication between people, even those united by a common cultural context,
because the context of intercultural communication is potentially a source of mutual
misunderstanding and, as a result, conflicts.

Speech communication is complex in its structure. Linguists, psychologists,
sociologists, and philosophers seek to know its essence, the nature of human
communication. There are such areas as psycholinguistics, paralinguistics,
sociolinguistics, and ethnolinguistics at the intersection of sciences. Undoubtedly,
the basis of all of them is the theory of communication.

The essence of the concept of communication is that it is a specific form
of interaction between people in the process of their cognitive and labor activity.
Speech communication is the communication of people and interaction to exchange
and transmit certain information. The mechanical and activity-based approaches
to solving the problem of "what is communication” coincide in their fundamental
principles. Within the mechanical approach, communication is understood
as a unidirectional process of encoding and transmitting information from the source
and receiving information by the message's recipient. The mechanical approach
Is characterized by considering a person as a mechanism whose actions can be
described by specific rules; the external environment is considered as noise,
a hindrance. In the activity approach, communication is understood as a joint activity

of communication participants (communicators), during which a common view
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of things and actions with them is developed. This approach is characterized
by processuality and contextuality.

Many works of Ukrainian and foreign linguists are devoted to studying
linguistic and socioethical aspects of intercultural interaction between representatives
of different language societies. They consider the increased interest
in communication problems in the modern world and the importance of sociocultural
information. It has a unique practical significance for communication. The works
of such British publicists and linguists as A. Goodrum [4], K. Fox [3], and
E. Pennycook [8] should be noted among particularly significant studies
of the problems of intercultural interaction.

Among the variety of foreign works devoted to the problems of cultural
communication, we would especially like to note the research of Milton Bennett, who
developed a model of learning a foreign culture, which involves six stages, including:

- denial of intercultural differences;

- rejection of intercultural differences;

- minimization of intercultural differences;

- recognition of intercultural differences;

- adaptation to intercultural differences;

- integration of intercultural differences.

Intercultural interaction issues are closely related to the problems
of sociolinguistics as it exists "at the junction of linguistics, sociology, social
psychology and ethnography. Sociolinguistics studies a wide range of problems
related to the social nature of language, its social functions, the mechanism
of influence of social factors on language, and the role played by language in society.
The linguistic implementation of intercultural communication is based on recognizing
the existence of so-called cultural universals, behavioral and other models common
to all cultures. All people in the world have common biological parameters and
needs. Therefore the existing "cultural differences" in the world are nothing more
than different ways of achieving the same whole, presented, for example, as the top

of the "pyramid" [6].
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Thanks to cultural universals common to all cultures, it is possible to standardize
the parameters related to the basis of human nature. In the act of communication,
presented both orally, in the form of discourse, and in the form of a micro text,
the same main task is set: to ensure understanding, that is, to use strategies aimed
at reducing barriers that make it challenging to implement a kind of "deal" —
to achieve adequate understanding, which leads to successful communication with
a communication partner.

In each case of intercultural interaction, representatives of different ethnic
societies face specific difficulties in rejecting or accepting one or another behavioral
norm adopted in one ethnic society and approved or condemned in another ethnic
society. The linguistic content of the informational message is a direct source
of knowledge transfer about the cultural and ethical norms that exist in a foreign-
language society. That is why it is vital to consider the socio-cultural behavior
patterns of representatives of foreign-speaking ethnic groups in the form
of a linguistic analysis of their statements and take into account the specifics
of the communication situation, age, and ethnic and social characteristics
of the individual.

Traditional attention to the study of modern intercultural communication was
caused by the need to solve practical problems, which particularly faced commercial
companies with a network of international offices. Intercultural communication has
become one of the key approaches to understanding and ultimately adapting to people
whose lives have been accompanied by more active movements worldwide.

Overcoming communication barriers was associated with identifying and
overcoming stereotypes, prejudices, and discrimination. Culturally determined
perception of authority, attitude to social and gender roles — all this turned out to be
the focus of attention for achieving practical results — management of international
teams, negotiations, conflict resolution. Thus, intercultural communication became
indispensable in solving practical tasks and achieving results.

The approach and the toolkit of intercultural communication are widely

discussed concerning international — voluntary, and population-forced migration.
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The movement of a large number of people characterizes the global world.
According to the UN, the number of international migrants totaled 281 million
worldwide [9], equating to 3.6 percent of the global population. It should be noted
that not only the fact of living in a new country can cause specific changes
in a person's lifestyle. The phenomenon is determined by legislation, infrastructure
development, and the visitor's status. Thus, the moving process can significantly
affect the health of the migrant and his or her health status condition.

Undoubtedly, injuries or illnesses can accompany moving, a high level of stress,
as well as living or working conditions in a new country — this is a partial list
of factors that involve interaction with the institutions of the health care system.
However, it is far from always carried out or occurs with a long delay, which affects
the quality of a person’'s life, safety, working capacity, and life expectancy.

Studies devoted to intercultural communication traditionally distinguish
the following categories of migrating people based on the reasons, goals, and length
of stay in the host country: tourists, students, representatives of the business
community, immigrants, and refugees [11]. The rules of interaction with the health
care system are regulated by the visitor's status: from the insurance coverage
mechanism of providing medical care to obtaining access to the health care system
on an equal basis with residents.

Among the problems that arise in the intercultural interaction of representatives
of different ethnic cultures, a special place is occupied by the problems of adequate
perception and acceptability of norms adopted among one or another cultural society.
These cultural-ethical and socio-cultural paradigms are determined by the degree
of acceptance or non-acceptance of certain cultural behavior norms. They
are accepted among the people living in the territory of the language-speaker country
and representatives of ethnic groups for whom the foreign language culture is alien,
contrasting with the norms of cultural-ethical perception accepted in his society.

In turn, the socioethical problems of intercultural interaction are closely related
to the linguistic content of information communication. It happens with the help

of the interaction of multilingual societies representatives. The linguistic content
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of the text and the cultural-ethical message is a single whole from which direct
communication takes place, and an assessment of the norm of the behavior
of a representative of one or another society arises. A further conclusion is made
about the acceptability or unacceptability of a particular act of intercultural
interaction.

Thus, people are constantly exchanging this or that information with each other.
A similar process is a communication, which is divided into different types, that is,
methods used by people when interacting with each other. Furthermore, as a result,
facts (thoughts) are transmitted at the level of exchange of attitudes and feelings,
ideas and opinions, and views and ideas by non-verbal and verbal means.

Types of communication include:

« organizational, external and internal, informal and formal, and horizontal.

* interpersonal, which are suggestive and persuasive, cognitive and expressive,
and ritual.

All these types of communication differ in what information people exchange,
what goals they pursue, and who chooses roles.

It is not easy to become a good conversationalist in today's society. After all,
each person has his worldview and opinion. Each personality sets its own rules of life
and expresses different expectations from others. That is why we often face views
that do not coincide with those observed in the people around us. Also, sometimes
one has to overcome the aggression of the interlocutor, which he expresses in defense
of his opinion.

Therefore, it is crucial to understand the basic concepts of communicative
studies as a scientific direction. Moreover, this essential basic concept is the concept
of context. From the point of view of personal communication, the focus
Is on relationships, beliefs, values, and evaluations regarding concepts, texts, and
messages related to various spheres of life.

Interpersonal communication is logically represented by communication in any

field where certain (specific) concepts become essential, such as communication
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with representatives of social services, communication between patients and
organizers of medical care, family members, colleagues, and friends, etc.

Organizational communication focuses on hierarchies, information flows, and
relations between employees and employers.

The intercultural aspect of communication highlights and studies the unique role
of culture. This phenomenon imprints on what people understand in a given context.
It also studies intercultural characteristics that affect relationships. This aspect
of communication plays a unique role in solving the problems of the globalized world
with numerous movements of people.

The following context of communication is the social one, which involves
special attention to the social impact of communication within the framework
of understanding how messages are formed, understanding the relationships between
people, with social institutions and organizations, spread through communication
campaigns that can positively influence and improve behavior and mutual
understanding of the largest possible population groups.

Another essential context for studying communication is the mass media's role
in forming a specific world picture. In the conditions of the development of new
information dissemination technologies, and what is essential, its speed, the context
of communication also involves identifying the role and degree of their influence
onthe dissemination of information in a particular area of society and
the development of relationships between communication participants.

Different communicative levels represent the context of communication between
speakers of different cultures.

First, the interaction occurs between a particular institution and the client.
This level is characterized by various culturally determined forms of participation,
for example, the requirement to know the local language or have access
to the Internet, where all the necessary information and documents are available.

Technical equipment and computer literacy are significant barriers
to communication by migrants from less developed countries or with a lower level

of education.
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It is noteworthy that the host country language knowledge that is obvious
to the newcomer in new conditions is a significant complication due to changes
in migration patterns. A migrant rarely plans to stay in the host country for a very
long time and, with a high probability, will move when more favorable conditions
arise.

Cultural competence is understood as the ability of a particular institution,
organization, and professionals employed in this field to identify culturally mediated
views, values, attitudes, traditions, language preferences, and established practices,
as well as the ability to direct this amount of knowledge to improve results [7].

Cultural competence should include such culturally determined parameters
as ethnicity (characterized by beliefs, values, relationships, and traditions); level
of education; socioeconomic and gender characteristics; age; practitioners in the field
of health care.

Secondly, it is necessary to distinguish the level of direct interaction between
the specialist and the client. This multifaceted phenomenon includes many areas,
including the type of communication accepted in the professional standard, a basic
understanding of the main terms, language or cultural barriers, explanations
of specific processes, etc.

Traditional models of interaction include the following ones:

« informative (dispassionate specialist, completely independent client),

* interpretive (persuasive specialist),

+ advisory (trust and mutual agreement),

« paternalistic (guardian specialist).

Thirdly, the level of culturally determined assessment of one's condition and
understanding of the situation is a significant indicator, taking into account such
determinants as the level of education and gender, which in turn contribute
to the assessment of the quality and satisfaction with the functioning of a particular
system in general.

Fourth, the level of client communication in the client community.
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It is also essential to understand that values are important when it comes
to communication. Speaking about values as a regulator of verbal communication
in this term, it is appropriate to note that values are always a standard of what
Is proper, an ideal, a source of motivation for individual behavior, assessments
of reality, and orientation.

Studies of values show that values are included in the deep cognitive layer
of the linguistic personality of the communicator, unfolding and unfolding
at the moment of linguistic activity. The value factor plays a significant role
in the construction of language communication: the values characteristic
of communicators determine the semantics of dialogue replicas, the choice of speech
strategy and tactics, the peculiarities of the use of vocabulary, and syntax.

Based on dialogue interactivity, we believe norms and values are essential
elements of languages. Their significance includes the addressee factor (speech
behavior is determined by the norms and values of the speaker, but it is also
determined by the norms and values provided by the interlocutor).

Valuable determination of dialogue replicas is provided at the cognitive level
of the linguistic personality by appropriate mental resources — value-motivated
cognitive units. Such units get the form of a concept, prototype, scheme, script,
or scenario.

In all cultural phenomena, as G. Rickert [10] notes in his book
"Kulturwissenschaft und Naturwissenschaft”, we will always find the embodiment
of some value recognized by man, for the sake of which these phenomena were either
created or, if they already existed before, nurtured by man; and vice versa, everything
that arose and grew by itself can be considered outside of any relation to values.

In the perspective of understanding the cognitive dimension of language
communication in the light of the problem of values, we note that the concept, since
itis also a unit of culture, must necessarily include a value component, which
Is possible and qualitatively distinguishes the concept from other mental units (frame,
scenario, conceptual category, because the concept is a value-motivated cognitive

unit.
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In addition to the value component, the structure of a value-motivated cognitive
unit includes conceptual and figurative elements. A concept results from
the knowledge of an object or a phenomenon. Furthermore, unlike other elements
of the cognitive unit, the conceptual component is always reflected by the carrier
of culture.

The figurative component of the cognitive unit is related to the way of knowing
reality, historically preceding the conceptual one. Unlike the conceptual one,
it is always fully subject to reflection. Visual cognition creates a visual sensory
representation (thought, sound, image). The figurative element of a cognitive unit
includes all naive ideas fixed in language, internal forms of words that serve
to realize this unit, and stable mental images.

From the point of view of the study of the communication process, cognitive
units in the collective consciousness are of great interest because they form what
is referred to in modern linguistics as common knowledge, mutual knowledge,
or common ground.

A common basis is indispensable for any joint human activity. Common
grounds include specific values relevant to this communicative act, all knowledge,
beliefs, images, assumptions, and expectations shared by the participants
of communication, i.e., their standard cognitive units, which are the "value context"
in this communication.

Communal common grounds are related to the cultural community to which
the communicators belong; common personal grounds are based on the personal
acquaintance of the participants of communication and their personal shared
experience [2].

In addition to value, conceptual and figurative components, the structure
of a cognitive unit also includes attitudes and stereotyped skills of practical use
of cognitive units in the communication process. Etiquette, a socially established
order of behavior, regulates communication between people in typical situations and

prevents conflicts.

It should be noted that the success of communication depends on the shared
values of the communication participants. To be a full-fledged member of any culture
means to learn a sense of information (a sense of information) shared by the carriers
of this culture. The participants of the communication of the communicative act need
to know the partner's non-verbal association systems to identify the communicator's
values.

The key to successful communication is the communicator's ability
to consciously or unconsciously choose adequate verbal means to activate cognitive
units in the addressee’s mind, which will provide the desired beneficial
effect [5, p. 59, 68].

The process of communication in axiological cognition can be considered a set
of appeals to collective cultural cognitive units. However, the fundamental difference
between the cultural concept and other conventional mental units used in modern
science is that the concept, despite all its multidimensionality, is characterized
by the primacy of the value attitude to the displayed object. Therefore, the study
of the concept enables the synthesis of the sciences of culture, consciousness, and
language.

A set of values and preferences in the consciousness of a particular
communicator is a cognitive layer, and it is appropriate to say that the knowledge
recorded in value-motivated cognitive units has the nature of archetypes
of the "collective unconscious”. The study of these archetypes' influence on language
communication organization allows for establishing the forms in which the influence

of value-cognitive units on language resources is carried out.
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3.2. PR and advertising in marketing communications of tourism business

enterprises

The success of the tourism business, like any other business, largely depends
on the effectiveness of communication between the producer of tourism services and
the consumer. Therefore, in modern conditions it is impossible to imagine the work
of any travel agency without well-established communication: advertising and
company promotion system. At the same time, modern realities make it possible
to introduce innovative methods into marketing that make promotion not only more
effective, but also less costly.

Today, according to the marketing company Forrester Research, customers
make from 66 to 90% of the consumer choice of a tourist product on their own, using
the resources of the global network. According to Google, users look at an average
of 10.4 publications before making a purchase. And only after the end of this process,
they turn to a travel company for clarification of the details. Thus, work on attracting
a client should begin much earlier than the client calls the firm by phone or comes
to the office for a meeting.

According to the Global Web Index, the average consumer has 5,8 social media
accounts and actively uses 2,8 accounts. Therefore, it is necessary to offer
the audience quality content on social networks in order to help potential customers
make the right consumer decisions. The presence in the global network
of information about the organization's tourism products, active blogging with useful
information for the consumer increases the chances of the organization to choose
the consumer [2].

The use of social networks is becoming more and more popular every year.
To date, users of various social networks are about one hundred million people only
aged 20 to 50 years. It is this age that is characterized by active purchasing power,
including in the field of tourism services. In this connection, the target audience
for the sale of tourism products completely coincides with the target audience

for product promotion in social networks. That allows us to talk about the high
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potential for the effectiveness of promotion in social networks of travel agencies and
tourism products.

Advertising is information disseminated in any way, in any form and using any
means, addressed to an indefinite circle of people and aimed at drawing attention
to the object of advertising, generating or maintaining interest in it and promoting
it on the market. First of all, advertising carries information that is usually presented
in a concise, artistically expressed form, emotionally colored and brings
to the consciousness and attention of potential buyers the most important facts and
information about goods and services. Advertising, on the one hand, brings
to consumers the information necessary for the purchase and use of goods,
on the other hand, combining its information content with persuasiveness and
suggestion, it has an emotional and mental impact on a person.

Promotional materials serve different purposes, depending on the point of view
from which the subject is viewed [1, p. 75]. In practice, advertising rarely pursues
only one goal, as a rule, goals intersect in one promotional event: to attract
the attention of a potential buyer; provide the buyer with benefits for him from
the acquisition of goods (services); provide the buyer with opportunities
for additional study of the goods; form the consumer a certain level of knowledge
about the product or service itself; create a favorable image (image)
of the manufacturer or seller, as well as a trade or industrial brand among consumers
and business partners; to form needs for this product, service; encourage a potential
buyer to purchase this particular product from this company, and not from
competitors; remind the consumer about the company and its products.

The choice of the type of advertising directly depends on the objectives
of advertising: advertising new goods and services for the client; advertising of goods
and services already known to the client — “supporting” advertising; advertising
of acertain hero — “image” advertising; demonstration of advertising skills.
Advertising has an impact on certain people and society as a whole [7, p. 24].
All the variety of its functions and factors of influence can be summarized in five

groups: marketing, communication, educational, economic and social.
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Marketing function of advertising. The marketing combination includes a set
of elements commonly known as the four “P” (product (product), price (price), place
(place), promotion (promotion)).

Advertising falls into the promotion category. The communicative function
of advertising. In any form of advertising, a message is transmitted to a group
of people, that is, communication is carried out.

Educational function of advertising. Through advertising, consumers learn about
the products offered to them and discover new opportunities and ways to meet their
needs. Advertising, in its educational aspect, accelerates the adaptation of the new
and untested, thereby promoting technological progress at an accelerated pace.

The economic function of advertising. From an economic point of view,
advertising is a set of means of non-price promotion of sales of products and
the formation of demand for it.

The social function of advertising. With the help of advertising, public opinion
is formed, non-profit organizations use advertising to disseminate information about
socially significant events, receiving income from financing advertising projects,
the media gain independence from state support, receiving an additional incentive
for freedom of speech.

When organizing the advertising activities of the media, one should take into
account the basic principles of advertising, without which the effectiveness
of advertising is sharply reduced in a short time.

Truthfulness. This principle obliges the organizer of the promotional event
to provide information about the goods, their quality, merits and benefits that
correspond to reality. The golden rule of business — “do not promise what you cannot
deliver” — is violated by many advertising services, as a result of which the company
often loses the trust of its customers and, as a result, revenue [5].

Concreteness. This principle is expressed in convincing arguments and digital
data used in the text of the advertising medium; in advertising graphics,
the observance of this principle eliminates unjustified formalism and techniques that

are incomprehensible to a wide audience.
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Purposefulness. The main subjects of advertising are the advertised goods and
market conditions, its object is the consumer.

Targeting. When choosing the form and constructing the content
of an advertising message, it is important to know exactly who the advertisement
Is intended for, what habits and the most likely level of training of the addressee,
what radio and television programs he watches. Advertising targeting involves
choosing the exact addressee of advertising and choosing the best medium and time
of circulation, which guarantees a reduction in advertising costs and an increase in its
effectiveness.

Reasoning and originality. Convincing arguments increase the sale of goods and
services by 12-50%, and originality stops attention three times more often.
The choice of an idea for advertising can be made on the basis of an analysis
of competitor materials, visits to exhibitions, expertise, and comparative analysis. But
the rule must be observed: never copy completely someone else's ideas and design
techniques. Other people's ideas can only be used to feed their own.

Competence. Advertising should be based on the latest achievements of various
sciences and technical progress (art, sociology, psychology, medicine, design, etc.).

Humanity. Commercial advertising should contribute to the harmonious
development of the individual, the spiritual growth of a person, the promotion
of health, and the improvement of the aesthetics of everyday life and production.

Thus, an organization's use of advertising is subject to several prerequisites that
contribute to a more efficient advertising process [3, p. 9]. So, an advertising
campaign is relevant if: a new company appears; a product is offered that is not yet
known to the buyer; the market is saturated with the same type of goods, and
the purpose of advertising is to draw attention to your product; the volume of sales
falls, and the purpose of advertising is to stimulate demand; the goal is to increase
sales, conquer new market territories, attract new customers. In other cases, the use
of advertising is not the most effective way to promote goods and services.

After determining the basic data of the promotion and taking into account

the general principles of product advertising, it becomes necessary to select the type
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of advertising to be used and the method of advertising. Advertising in the press
Is one of the most commonly used ways to convey advertising messages. According
to experts, 90% of travel agencies place their advertisements in the print media:
advertisements and review publications [6, p. 189].

Radio advertising. Radio is the second most used radio by various advertisers.
The value of this type of communication lies in the fact that it can accompany
a person constantly, without requiring his entire attention. Television advertising
Is the most massive and expensive form of advertising. It is one of the most
spectacular and memorable advertising media. TV advertisements may show goods
and services that propose to make the viewer a “participant” in a tourist trip.
For a full-fledged advertising effect, advertising is usually shown simultaneously
on many channels. In addition to television commercials, many travel agencies use
specially prepared promotional videos or short promotional films lasting
10-15 minutes to demonstrate to office and exhibition visitors, in trading floors,
through street showcases, before the start of films in cinemas.

Outdoor advertising. This type of advertising is a fairly effective tool
for disseminating information about tourism enterprises and their services, since
it is designed to cover the general population. Outdoor advertising includes various
advertising banners, illuminated signs, electronic displays and screens, roof
installations, pillars, etc. Outdoor advertising is placed in crowded places.

Transport advertising. Advertising on transport includes the placement
of advertising tablets inside the passenger compartments of buses, subway trains, etc.,
as well as inscriptions on means of transport. The main requirement for advertising
on transport is that advertising must be visible and recognizable in traffic conditions,
this condition must be met both in outdoor and indoor transport advertising.

Fantasy advertisement. This is a wide range of appeals that are created
by attracting non-traditional advertising media. It includes advertising on balloons,
balloons during carnival processions, through game appeals, etc.

Direct mail advertising (direct mail). Among travel agencies, it is a popular and

effective channel for the dissemination of advertising information. Today, direct mail
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includes not only traditional mail, but also the transmission of information by fax,
telephone and e-mail. When using direct mail tools, it is important to maintain
a balance of distribution and not descend to the level of spam. Direct mail is often
an extension of the main company.

Internet advertising. In recent years, computer advertising has significantly
replaced traditional advertising media. Its main advantages are: huge coverage
of the target audience, interactivity, availability at any time of the day, relatively low
cost of placement, high information content.

Own Internet resource. Currently, one of the most common types of advertising
is the creation of an organization's own Web-representation (pages on social
networks, website, business card, corporate website, online store). At the same time,
the information placed on the pages of the site becomes available to every Internet
user. The content posted on the site (subject to a sufficient level of its uniqueness)
contributes to the popularization of sites not only among users of the global network,
but also among robots that organize the issuance of links when a user enters a search
query.

Banner advertising is another way to use the Internet to promote a travel agency
and its product. A banner is a graphic static or animated image that can be placed
directly on any site, through banner exchange networks or specialized advertising
agencies. The banner contains a click-activated link to the advertised resource.

Promotion of an Internet resource on the network. The presence of its own
Internet representation in the global network allows you to expand the advertising
campaign by disseminating information on the Internet not only about the tour
operator, but also about its website [4, p. 128]. This technique is carried out
by publishing data about the site (registration) on larger resources:

- in the tourist sections of resource directories;

- on thematic portals and sites for a wide range of users. Portals can be
considered as online advertising platforms designed to promote the sales of services
of advertisers — tour operators and travel agencies. On the platform of these

resources, both banner advertising and paid placement of information about travel
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agencies and their offers, as well as real orders from consumers from the server,
are possible;

- on-line conferences (forums) of tourist sites and portals. In them, any web
user can express their opinion about the work of a particular travel agency, advise
others where it is better to relax, ask the audience how best to act in a given situation
when choosing a tour, resort, travel agency, etc.;

- review portals. Similar to the previous point, an organization aimed
at a customer-oriented business should apply for recall portals. Reviews on such
resources both form feedback with the consumer and participate in the process
of creating an image and advertising a travel agency, but this method must be used
with caution: since according to Austrian travel agencies, positive tourist information
Is distributed with an efficiency coefficient of 7, and negative — with by a factor
of 22. Thus, any customer complaints are distributed three times faster than positive
reviews;

- on portals for travel business professionals. This type of portals is designed
to increase the professional level of participants and create a kind of communication
environment for tourism workers;

- posting ads on internet boards. This method is not effective, but is often used
when promoting low-budget startups. Any statement about a resource in the global
network has its own audience, while the possibility of paid (but at the same time quite
budgetary) and free placement makes this method a democratic promotion option.
When using this method, it is necessary to remove obsolete information about
services in a timely manner so as not to worsen the reputation of the travel agency.

Thus, each of the presented methods of advertising goods and services
of a travel agency has its own target audience with a certain age, social status and
earnings. All this affects the individual choice of the type of advertising for each
travel agency.

Advertising in tourism is one of the most important means of communication

between the producer and consumer of travel services. The optimal features
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of advertising in the tourism industry are determined by the specifics of the industry
and its product — tourism services.

The main features of tourism services are:

- intangible nature: a service, unlike a product, cannot be touched, its properties
cannot be fully studied before the end of receipt. The intangible nature of tourism
services determines the mandatory formation of a trusting relationship between
the buyer and the seller. Therefore, advertising in the tourism business bears a great
responsibility for the truth and accuracy of the promoted information. There is a need
to use visual, visual means, as a result — cinema and photographic materials are often
used in advertising;

- complexity: the impression of the consumer formed after receiving the service
depends on many factors. It is important to make as many transitions as possible
between advertising and the direct provision of services (the ability to switch from
advertising text to an order, branded maps, memos and guides included
in the package of tour documents, distribution of travel agency souvenirs as part
of the ordered tour, corporate style of company representatives, premises and
transport);

- inconsistency and inconsistency. Tourism services, which, unlike traditional
goods, do not have a constant quality, taste and usefulness, need the priority
development of such advertising functions as information and propaganda.

Thus, the tourist product is a pronounced combination of all tangible and
intangible elements. It cannot be pre-prepared for the client, perceived and evaluated
for him [8, p. 305]. Consequently, tourism enterprises have the informal task
of selling “hospitality”. This makes it difficult to sell his services to potential clients
and at the same time increases the role of advertising.

Many firms with sufficient funds prefer complex advertising, believing that
it is most effective on the eve of the tourist seasons [9]. The sphere of Internet
advertising of tourist services is a new and not yet fully mastered way of PR and
promotion. Despite the possible benefits, not many travel agencies are willing

to abandon traditional advertising methods in favor of innovative ones. In this
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connection, it is necessary to make the transition as less painful as possible and

as efficient as possible.
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3.3. Projects in the field of 5G network construction

autora, pracy magisterskiej [15]. Narodowy Plan Szerokopasmowy, przyjety przez
polski rzad w 2020 r., dostosowuje polskie plany rozwoju sieci lacznos$ci
elektronicznej do celow wyznaczonych przez Komisje Europejska, w zakresie
zapewnienia dostepu do nowoczesnych ustug tacznosci elektronicznej. Zgodnie z tym
planem, do 2025 roku Polacy beda mieli powszechny dostep do Internetu
0 przepustowosci minimum 100 Mb/s Iub wyzszej. Ponadto Internet
0 przepustowosci minimum 1 Gb/s bedzie dostepny w wybranych obszarach,
postrzeganych jako sila napedowa rozwoju spoteczno-gospodarczego, takich jak
szkoty 1 uczelnie, w¢zly komunikacyjne, obszary o duzym popycie na e-ustugi
publiczne, a takze firmy intensywnie wykorzystujace Internet w swojej dzialalnosci.
Program przewiduje réwniez objecie sieciami generacji 5G wszystkich gtéwnych
drog 1 linii kolejowych oraz gléwnych miast w naszym kraju.

Polska planuje oprze¢ sieci generacji 5G na wylicytowane] czestotliwosci
3,4-3,8 GHz, czgstotliwosci 26 GHz, a takze na pasmie 700 Mhz. We wrzesniu
2019 r. wiceprezydent Pence i premier Morawiecki podpisali wspdlng amerykansko-
polska deklaracje o bezpieczenstwie 5G 1 przyszlej wspolpracy w tym obszarze.
Polska podaza za EU 5G Security Toolbox opublikowanym 29 stycznia 2020 r. Nie
planujac wykluczania zadnych dostawcow i deklarujac dywersyfikacje sprzetu Polska
stol na stanowisku, Ze ograniczy zagrozenie bezpieczenstwa poprzez zastosowanie

surowszych kryteriow do podstawowych elementow przyszitej sieci 5G. W ciagu
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ostatnich kilku lat Polska poczynita znaczne postgpy w zapewnianiu dostepu
do Internetu. Znajduje to odzwierciedlenie w ponadprzecigtnym dla UE zapewnieniu
bardzo szybkiego dostgpu do Internetu (co najmniej 100 Mb/s) oraz dostepu
do szerokopasmowego Internetu  mobilnego. W  niniejszym  opracowaniu
przedstawiono pokrotce aktualng sytuacje zwigzang z wdrozeniem 5G w Polsce.

Spoteczenstwo to wielowymiarowy twor,
sktada si¢ bowiem z wiele grup, spotecznosci, kregdéw oraz wspolnot, kategorii
spotecznych mieszczac si¢ jednoczesnie si¢ w pewnej catosci narodowej, panstwowe;j
czy chociazby terytorialnej [9, s.

To wiasnie informacja
jest jednym z istotnych skladnikow otaczajacej rzeczywisto$ci, a rozwinigte
cywilizacje majg na nig coraz wigksze zapotrzebowanie. Obecnie informacja — ale
takze szerzej — wiedza staty si¢ zrodlem strategii rozwoju spoteczenstw i panstw.

Szacuje si¢, ze okoto 20% uzytkownikéw komputera uzaleznia si¢ od sieci,
dlatego tez kwestig czasu jest oficjalne zaklasyfikowanie uzaleznienia od Internetu
jako jednostki chorobowej. Jednoczesnie trzeba pamigtaé, ze oprocz o0sob
uzaleznionych istnieje bardzo duza grupa uzytkownikow korzystajacych z Internetu
badz z samego komputera w sposéb szkodliwy dla zdrowia zarowno w sensie
fizycznym, spotecznym czy psychicznym. Mimo zagrozen wynikajacych z rozwoju
nowoczesnych rozwigzan technicznych, nie ma jednak watpliwosci, ze staty si¢ one
nieodlaczng czgscig zycia kazdego czlowieka 1 to niezaleznie od jego wieku oraz
kazdego spoteczenstwa, modyfikujac szeroko rozumiane dziedziny naszego
funkcjonowania.

Do TIK
zalicza si¢ zaré6wno narzg¢dzia zwigzane z poszukiwaniem, zbieraniem, zapisywaniem
1 przechowywaniem informacji, jak réwniez te sluzace ich przetwarzaniu,
przesytaniu, odtwarzaniu, prezentacji 1 likwidacji. Roéwnolegly rozwoj dwoch
technologii — informatycznych (IT) i telekomunikacyjnych — doprowadzit do efektu
synergii. Odpowiednio zaprojektowany system stron internetowych, czyli sieci
WWW, pozwala na Kkorzystanie z multimedialnych zasobow informaciji,
udostepnianych przez wszystkich uzytkownikow sieci, w tym instytucje i osoby
prywatne. Internet, z ktoérego dzisiaj korzystamy, czyli sie¢ sieci komputerowych
oparta na zestawie protokotow Transmission Control Protocol (TCP) / Internet
Protocol (IP) jest obecnie stosunkowo starg technologia. Komunikacja

bezprzewodowa opiera si¢ na ograniczonym zasobie — a mianowicie stanie widma
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radiowego. Wykorzystanie widma do komunikacji bezprzewodowe] wymagato
opracowania kluczowych technologii, ktére pozwolily na bardziej efektywne
wykorzystanie wyzszych czgstotliwosci. Wreszcie, ze wzgledu na jego szczeg6lny
charakter, efektywne wykorzystanie widma wymagato skoordynowanego
opracowywania odpowiednich norm. Interesujaca analiz¢ w tym zakresie spotykamy
w raporcie ,,5G. Szanse, zagrozenmia, wezwania” opracowanym przez Instytut
Kosciuszki [22].

W 1980 roku rozpoczgta sie era telefonii komorkowej 1 od tego czasu
komunikacja komoérkowa przeszta znaczgce zmiany i1 do$wiadczyla ogromnego
rozwoju [7]. Systemy mobilne pierwszej generacji (1G) wykorzystywaty transmisje
analogowa dla ustug glosowych. W 1979 roku, w Tokio w Japonii, powstat pierwszy
system komodrkowy na $Swiecie — Nippon Telephone and Telegraph (NTT). Dwa lata
pozniej epoka komodrkowa dotarta do Europy. Dwa najpopularniejsze systemy
analogowe to Nordic MobileTelephones (NMT) i Total Access Communication
Systems (TACS). Oprocz NMT i1 TACS, w latach 80. w catej Europie wprowadzono
takze inne systemy analogowe [8]. Wszystkie oferowaly mozliwosci przekazywania
I roamingu, ale sieci komoérkowe nie byly w stanie wspotpracowa¢ miedzy krajami.
Byta to jedna z nieuniknionych wad sieci komdrkowych pierwszej generacji. System

| wykorzystywal wiclokrotny dostep z podzialem czestotliwosci (FDMA)
0 przepustowosci kanatu 30 KHz i pasmie czgstotliwosci 824-894 MHz. Pogladowo
zakres funkcjonalno$ci sieci mobilnych generacji 1G-5G pokazuje Rysunek 1.

W oparciu o transmisje cyfrowa, pod koniec lat 80. XX w. wprowadzono sie¢
komérkowa 2G (Digital System), w ktérej do transmisji glosu wykorzystano sygnaty
cyfrowe.

Technologie 3G umozliwiajag operatorom sieci oferowanie uzytkownikom
szerszego zakresu bardziej zaawansowanych uslug przy jednoczesnym osigganiu
wigksze] przepustowosci sieci dzigki ulepszonemu widmu radiowemu. Ustugi
obejmuja rozleglta bezprzewodowq telefoni¢ glosowa, potaczenia wideo oraz
szerokopasmowe bezprzewodowe przesytanie danych, a wszystko to w $rodowisku
mobilnym. Dodatkowe funkcje obejmuja réwniez mozliwosci transmisji danych
HSPA (High Speed Packet Access), ktore zapewniaja duza predkosé. Wydajnosé
widmowa — radiowa odnosi si¢ do ilosci informacji, ktore mozna przesta¢c w danej
szerokosci pasma w okreSlonym systemie komunikacji cyfrowej.

Trzeba nadmieni¢, ze okreslenie 5G odnosi si¢ do pigtej generacji technologii
telekomunikacji bezprzewodowej, ktora bedzie miata zasadniczy wplyw na wiele
aspektow zycia. Ruch w sieci komoérkowej nadal ro$nie w bardzo szybkim tempie
dzieki nowym technologiom mobilnym, takim jak; aplikacje rzeczywistosci
wirtualnej, strumieniowanie wideo w wysokiej rozdzielczosci i gry w chmurze.
Za kilka lat uslugi 4G z pewno$cig nie sprostajg tempu wzrostu ruchu, a takze
oczekiwanym wymaganiom nowych technologii naukowych, takich jak bezzatogowe
statki powietrzne (UAV), rzeczywisto$¢ wirtualna i pojazdy autonomiczne [1].
Systemy 5G beda wykorzystywac rozwijajace si¢ popularne technologie, takie jak
wirtualizacja funkcji sieciowych (NFV) i sieci definiowane programowo (SDN).
5G znacznie przewyzszy obecng sie¢ pod wzgledem szybkosci transmisji, bowiem
zapewni transmisj¢ danych z szybkoscig do 10 Gbps, czyli od 10 do 100 razy wyzsza
niz 4G i 4G-LTE. Oczekuje si¢, ze ona przekroczy sieci ultraszerokopasmowe
I polaczy istniejace technologie, takie jak Internet rzeczy (IoT), chmura, big data,
sztuczna inteligencja i blockchain, aby wspiera¢ tworzenie innowacyjnych ushug.
Oprocz poprawy szybkosci, kolejng istotng cecha 5G jest jej mniejsze opdznienie.

Zatozenia funkcjonalno-sprzetowe sieci mobilnych. W centrum kazdej
generacji technologii mobilnej znajduje si¢ tak zwany ,,interfejs radiowy”, ktory
umozliwia urzadzeniu uzytkownika koncowego laczenie si¢ z reszta sieci
bezprzewodowo. W Europie i Stanach Zjednoczonych operatorzy komdérkowi
rozmie$cili setki tysiecy stacji bazowych — zwykle prostokatnych pudetek,
umieszczonych na wiezach komoérkowych lub na dachach budynkow. Te stacje
bazowe wykorzystuja fale radiowe do wysylania sygnatéw zakodowanych informacji
do smartfonow Ilub innych urzadzen bezprzewodowych.

Nowa, oparta na oprogramowaniu kontrola nad sieciami umozliwia
dzielenie sieci, co daje kontrole nad logicznie oddzielnymi przeptywami danych
I umozliwia sieci dostosowywanie okreslonych wymagan technicznych do réznych
przypadkow uzycia. Zamiast wyspecjalizowanego, zintegrowanego sprzgtu
pozyskiwanego 1 utrzymywanego od jednego dostawcy, system VRAN moze
obejmowac szerszg game firm specjalizujacych si¢ w oprogramowaniu obstugujacym
funkcje komdrek oraz ogolny sprzet podobny do wysokowydajnych serwerdw [17].
Dodam, ze dzigki przyspieszeniu rozwoju generacji sieci 5G, Chiny widza
mozliwos¢ stania si¢ wiodgcym innowatorem technologicznym po odejsciu

od globalnych norm sieciowych w technologiach mobilnych 3G i 4G. Rosnace
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wplywy w globalnej technologii 5G Chin, rozszerzaja ich wplyw na proces
ustanawiania standardow 5G. W grupie opracowujacej standardy uczestniczg
operatorzy i dostawcy technologii, zarowno chinscy jak i1 miedzynarodowi [5].
W Chinach opracowano wytyczne w zakresie rozwoju 5G, ktérego celem koncowym
jest uczynienie z tej generacji sieci waznej infrastruktury dla rozwoju gospodarczego
1 spotecznego Chin. Kraj ten jest jednym z pionieréw badan i rozwoju w zakresie 5G,
w ktorym rzad kieruje 1 planuje pierwszy na $wiecie test 5G. Kraj rozpoczat juz trzeci
etap badan i rozwoju technologii 5G, do ktorych do prob terenowych przystapity
zarowno firmy krajowe, jak 1 mig¢dzynarodowe, majace na celu przygotowanie
przedkomercyjnych produktéw 5G, gdyz pierwsza wersja standardow 5G pojawita
si¢ w potowie 2018. Omawiany kraj jest dobrze przygotowany do 5G, dzigki takim
czynnikom jak powszechna dostepnos¢ swiattowodow, wdrozenia matych komorek,
dojrzatos$¢ 4G 1 wspierajace dziatania rzadu.

Szerszy zestaw ustug technologii informacyjno-komunikacyjnej (ICT) bedzie
oferowany za pomocg nowych terminali w postaci inteligentnych maszyn
obstugujacych 5G, robotow oraz dronow. Tak wigc wraz z rozwojem sieci 1 nowych
ustug, upowszechnienie 5G bedzie si¢ coraz szersze. Przeksztalcenie zamierzonej
koncepcyjnie, szeroko rozumianej sieci generacji 5G o duzej wydajnosci,
W rzeczywisty wdrozony sprzet i1 infrastrukturg bedzie ogromnym przedsigwzieciem.
Poprzednie generacje technologii mobilnej wymagaly kosztow przejscia,
ale w wigkszosci zmiany byly minimalne. Sprzget wymagat wymiany w stacjach
bazowych i centrali, ale niewiele wigcej zostalo zrobione. Natomiast wirtualizacja
funkcji sieci bedzie wymagala duzych aktualizacji serwerow podstawowych w celu
kontrolowania sieci. Zmiany beda musialy zosta¢ wprowadzone na kazdej stacji
bazowej w celu dostosowania do przetwarzania w chmurze i sterowania wiezami.
By¢ moze najbardziej kosztowne bedg dodatkowe wdrozenia matych komorek. Jesli
te sieci bedg musialy obstugiwa¢ 4G, 3G 1 mozliwe wczesniejsze generacje, wplynie
to na sposob, w jaki system 5G zostanie zaprojektowany tak, aby nadal mogt
komunikowac¢ si¢ ze starszymi technologiami, a jednoczesnie nadal speinia¢ cele

nowej generacji 5G.
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Stan istniejacy wdrozenia instalacji sieci. Niniejsze opracowanie bazuje na:
https://thelawreviews.co.uk/title/the-technology-media-and-telecommunications-
review/poland. Zgodnie ze strategiag Prezesa Urzedu Komunikacji Elektronicznej
(UKE) na lata 2017-2021, jednym z kluczowych obszarow dziatalnosci bylo
udostgpnianie czestotliwosci z pasma 700 MHz dla systeméw szerokopasmowych.
UKE pracuje dalej nad wsparciem rozwigzan prawnych, poprawiajacych efektywnos¢
gospodarowania widmem radiowym. W tym zakresie, na Swiatowej Konferencji
Radiokomunikacyjnej, wprowadzono dzialania takie jak: usprawnienie procedury
wyboru, okre$lenie sposobu przydziatu pasma i przygotowanie procedury wyboru
oraz aktualizacja Krajowej Tabeli Przeznaczen Czestotliwosci pod katem zmian.
Podjeto réwniez dzialania majace na celu wdrozenie technologii 5G w Polsce.
Oprécz nowelizacji ustawy wspierajacej rozwoj ustug 1 sieci telekomunikacyjnych,
prezes UKE podejmuje takze inne dziatania, majace na celu zwigkszenie
efektywnos$ci  wykorzystania czestotliwosci  poprzez opracowanie koncepcji
wdrozeniowych, refarmacje¢ 1 optymalizacje zasobow czestotliwosci.

Warto zaznaczy¢, ze w 2020 roku trwaly juz zaawansowane prace nad aukcjami
pasm 5G, ktore zostaty przerwane z powodu wybuchu epidemii Covid-19 i zmian
legislacyjnych wprowadzonych w celu zwalczania pandemii. W czerwcu 2020 r.
zakonczyl si¢ proces przelaczania cyfrowych kanatow naziemnej telewizji,
co uwolnito czestotliwosci niezbedne do rozwoju technologii 5G w Polsce. UKE
wybrat juz sposob dystrybucji pierwszych czestotliwosci dla sieci 5G. Pod koniec
2018 roku uchwalono Europejski Kodeks Komunikacji Elektronicznej (EECC).
Dyrektywa ma swoje odbicie w Polsce w postaci ustawy Prawo o {gcznosci
elektronicznej (PPE).

Perspektywa korzystania z technologii 5G. Nadchodzaca technologia sieci
bezprzewodowej 5G zapowiada si¢ szybko i1 wydajnie. Firmy w wigkszos$ci
przypadkow zostaty zmuszone do modernizacji swoich sieci, aby zachowaé
konkurencyjnos¢, mimo ze nadal nie wszystkie sg przekonane co do korzystania z tej
nowoczesnej technologii. Jak juz wspomniano, w ramach 5G bedzie mozliwos¢

upowszechnienia urzadzen tzw. Internetu Rzeczy (loT), rozumianych jako prosta
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technologia z mala jednostka komputerowa, pamigcig oraz opcja odczytu /
wyswietlania komunikacji i zasilania. Stosowany na duza skale Internet Rzeczy moze
uprosci¢ operacje, poprawi¢ bezpieczenstwo ludzi, umozliwi¢ bardziej efektywne
wykorzystanie energii, a nawet $ledzi¢ ich stan zdrowia. Fabryki od dziesigcioleci
wykorzystuja czujniki temperatury, liczenia 1 monitorowania produkcji oraz
zapewniania jako$ci. Dopiero od niedawna czujniki sg podtaczone do przewodow,
aby zapewni¢ wigkszg elastyczno$¢ we wdrazaniu, monitorowaniu i proaktywne]
konserwacji. Operatorzy podkres$lajg wage tacznosci telefonow, tabletow i innych
urzadzen, ale taczenie i zarzadzanie coraz wigkszg liczbg samochodow, licznikéw,
czujnikdw maszyn 1 elektroniki uzytkowej bedzie z czasem wymagac¢ innowacyjnych
modeli biznesowych [3].

Ericsson wspolpracuje juz z ponad 27 wiodgcymi operatorami komorkowymi
na calym $wiecie w zakresie sieci 5G 1 zastosowan, w tym testow terenowych tej
sieci. Deutsche Telecom stworzyla 10T Solution Optimizer, skalowalne narzedzie
online, ktore zapewnia ustugi doradztwa technicznego. Umozliwia to firmom na
calym $wiecie modelowanie 1 optymalizowanie wydajnos$ci aplikacji IoT w takich
branzach jak inteligentne uslugi miejskie, bezpieczenstwo czy $ledzenie zasobow.
Optymalizator rozwigzan Internetu Rzeczy jest obecnie dost¢pny dla aplikacji
opartych na technologii mobilnej NB-1oT (NarutoBand 10T). Te rozwigzania moga
by¢ analizowane i optymalizowane dla o$miu rynkow z sieciami Deutsche Telekom,
a mianowicie w Austrii, Chorwacji, Czechach, Niemczech, Holandii, Polsce,
Stowacji i na Wegrzech [11].

Podobnie jak komunikacja miedzy urzadzeniami (D2D) oczekuje sig,
ze komunikacja maszyna-maszyna (M2M) bedzie obslugiwana przez sie¢
bezprzewodowa 5G. Glowne cechy komunikacji M2M obejmujg automatyczne
generowanie, przetwarzanie, przesytanie i wymiang danych miedzy inteligentnymi
maszynami, przy minimalnej interwencji czlowieka [26, s. 11]. Internet Rzeczy dla
operatoroOw 1 branz to podatny grunt dla innowacji i nowych sposobow angazowania
klientow koncowych. Kluczowymi czynnikami sukcesu bedzie mozliwos¢

wprowadzenia na rynek nowych uslug krotkoterminowych od pomystu do oferty
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komercyjnej w potaczeniu z odpowiednimi modelami biznesowymi oraz dostepem
do bogatej oferty komplementarnych propozycji partneréw ekosystemu [6]. Oprécz
IOT istnieje nieuniknione funkcjonalne potaczenie z Big Data, Cloud i SDN
w 5G Mobile Broadband Services (5G MBS).

W opublikowanym na poczatku roku 2022 roku specjalnym raporcie, Europejski
Trybunat Obrachunkowy (ETO) wzywa do nadania nowego impulsu
do przyspieszenia rozwoju 5G, nowego globalnego standardu bezprzewodowego dla
sieci komdrkowych w UE [27]. Migdzy innymi z powodu pandemii Covid-19
panstwa czlonkowskie doswiadczyly znacznych opdznien we wdrazaniu swoich sieci
5@, Zagraza to osiagni¢ciu zaplanowanych celow UE w zakresie dostepu 1 zasiggu.
Réwnolegle potrzebne sg dalsze wysitki w celu rozwigzania problemow
bezpieczenstwa we wdrazaniu tej generacji sieci w spojny 1 skoordynowany sposéb.
Jednak ustugi 5G sg konieczne dla szerokiej gamy zastosowan, ktdre przyniosg
korzysci wielu sektorom gospodarki krajéow UE. W swoim planie dziatania
na rok 2016 Komisja Europejska wyznaczyta do 2025 roku termin wdrozenia 5G
na wszystkich obszarach miejskich 1 wszystkich glownych szlakach transportowych.
W marcu 2021 roku wyznaczyla kolejny cel, jakim jest osiggniecie zasiggu 5G
w calej UE do roku 2030. Komisja wspierata panstwa cztonkowskie w osigganiu tych
celow poprzez rézne inicjatywy, wytyczne i finansowanie. Trzeba dodaé, ze w calej
UE do 2025 roku na rozwdj sieci 5G zostanie wydanych do 400 miliardow euro,
aby wspiera¢ przyszty wzrost gospodarczy i konkurencyjnosé.

Wskazane dalsze obszary komunikacji online. Pandemia COVID-19
spowodowata gwattowny wzrost zapotrzebowania na nowe sposoby umozliwiajace
ludziom przestrzeganie zasad dystansu spofecznego. Wzrosto rowniez
zainteresowanie technologiami cyfrowymi i ich efektywniejszym wykorzystaniem.
Przyktadowo, w 2019 roku z Profilu Zaufanego korzystalo 4 min osob, a do konca
2020 roku konta posiadato ponad 8 mln uzytkownikéw. Serwisowi tego profilu zajeto
tylko 7 kolejnych miesigcy, aby dotrze¢ do 12 milionéw uzytkownikow. Wedlug
raportu GUS ,,Spoleczenstwo informacyjne w Polsce 2020, udzial kupujacych

w Internecie wzrost o 7% w latach 2019-2020 (https://stat.gov.pl/obszary-
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tematyczne/nauka-i-technika-spoleczenstwo-informacyjne/spoleczenstwo-
informacyjne/spoleczenstwo-informacyjne-w-polsce-w-2020-roku,1,14.htm).

Raport Europejskiego Banku Inwestycyjnego (EBI) pt. Cyfryzacja w Europie

2020-2021 sytuuje Polske ponizej $redniej unijnej pod wzgledem cyfryzacji
W czterech  obszarach: produkcja, budownictwo, wustugi 1 infrastruktura
(https://www.eib.org/en/publications/digitalisation-in-europe-2020-2021).
W szczegdlnosci w infrastrukturze Polska wdraza znacznie mniej narzedzi cyfrowych
w poroéwnaniu z innymi cztonkami UE. Analiza poszczegdlnych gatezi technologii
zawartych we wspomnianym raporcie EBI pokazuje, ze jedynym obszarem,
w ktorym Polska zbliza si¢ do $redniej unijnej, jest robotyka. Inne branze np. druk
3D, IoT, BigData/Al, wirtualna rzeczywisto$¢, platformy 1 drony, pozostaja ponizej
poziomu wyzej rozwini¢tych krajow Unii Europejskiej. Sitg gospodarki Polski jest
przemyst, stad tez wiele przedsiebiorstw z tego sektora zaczg¢to podejmowac
dziatania na rzecz cyfrowej transformacji. Kolejng kwestig, na ktérej nasz kraj
powinien si¢ skoncentrowac, jest zdolno$¢ do tworzenia innowacyjnych rozwigzan.
W raportach Instytutu Sobieskiego ,,Polska (prawdziwie) cyfrowa po-Covid-19” oraz
,I0T 1 Al w Polsce” proponuje sie kilka wskaznikOw oceny innowacyjnosci.
Poréwnujac ich warto$ci z najnowszymi danymi innych krajéw, mozna uzyskac
poglad odno$nie poziomu cyfryzacji. Natomiast w odniesieniu do wskaznika
gotowosci sieci (NRI), wsérod krajow o wysokich dochodach Polska przesuneta sie¢
z 36. na 33. miejsce w rankingu PIB.

Identyfikacja przeszkod uniemozliwiajacych wprowadzanie nowych technologii
w  przedsigbiorstwie jest wcigz przedmiotem badan. Wedlug Instytutu
Humanistycznego barierami transformacji cyfrowej sag wysokie koszty 1 koniecznos$¢
szkolenia pracownikéw. Dane Eurostatu sugeruja, ze juz w 2020 roku 18% polskich
firm zapewnito swoim pracownikom szkolenia z zakresu technologii informacyjno-
komunikacyjnych (ICT), podczas gdy $rednia unijna wynosi 20%. Ten odsetek
wymaga poprawy gdyz szkolenia z tego zakresu sga wazne nie tylko dla
przeciwdziatania wykluczeniu cyfrowemu na rynku pracy, ale takze dla rozwoju

polskich przedsigbiorstw. Transformacj¢ cyfrowa utrudnia roéwniez stabo
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zdigitalizowana infrastruktura. Z raportu Europejskiego Banku Inwestycyjnego
wynika, ze prawie 50% polskich firm boryka si¢ z tym problemem. Nadziejg jest
jednak istniejaca infrastruktura teleinformatyczna, a takze dobrze wyszkoleni
inzynierowie 1 programisci.

Wdrozenie technologii 5G to zlozony proces ekonomiczny, spoleczny
I technologiczny. Po raz pierwszy oczekuje si¢, ze nowy standard telekomunikacyjny
bedzie mial wigksze znaczenie dla zastosowan przemystowych i komunikacji M2M
niz dla komunikacji miedzy samymi ludzmi. Wczes$niejsze, a nawet dzisiejsze
technologie mobilne, sprowadzaly si¢ przede wszystkim do Iaczenia o0so6b
korzystajacych z telefonow komorkowych 1 smartfonéw. Technologia 5G bedzie
wykorzystywana przede wszystkim w obszarze w 10T, czyli Internetu rzeczy, a takze
w zautomatyzowanych systemach, ktdre wymagaja matych opo6znien danych.
W Polsce dominujag dwa nurty w dyskusji na temat modelu wdrazania nowej
generacji sieci 5G, a mianowicie model publiczny i model komercyjny. Komercyjny
model budowy niezaleznych sieci zostal sprawdzony podczas wdrazania sieci
komorkowych GSM, UMTS, HSPA, LTE/LTE Advanced. Takie podejscie lepiej
odpowiada na potrzeby uzytkownikéw koncowych okre§lonych branz. Zaleta jest
rowniez mozliwo$¢ wykorzystania juz istniejgcej infrastruktury, ktéra jest obecnie
wykorzystywana do §wiadczenia ustug w poprzednich generacjach sieci, a wiec 3G
I 4G (https://lwww.opensignal.com/reports/2021/11/poland/mobile-network-
experience-5qg). Jest jeszcze idea budowy publicznej jednej sieci handlowej,
ze wzgledu na konieczno$¢ wspotpracy migdzy réoznymi podmiotami ustugowymi.
Jednak zrealizowanie takiej wielopoziomowe] sieci, biorac pod uwage
dotychczasowe doswiadczenia na polskim rynku telefonii komorkowej jest raczej, jak
na razie, niemozliwy do wdrozenia. Ugruntowalo si¢ przekonanie, ze wspoldzielenie
sieci nalezy pozostawi¢ w gestii operatorow komercyjnych i nie powinno by¢ takiej
ingerencji na szczeblu administracji centralnej.

Trzeba zaznaczy¢, ze wszyscy polscy operatorzy komorkowi uruchomili swoje
komercyjne sieci 5G w ciggu pierwszych kilku miesiecy 2020 roku. Orange, Play

I T-Mobile wykorzystali pasmo 2100 MHz do wprowadzenia 5G, a Plus zdecydowatl
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si¢ na pasmo 2,6 GHz. Wybdr tych pasm na wdrozenie 5G jest podyktowany
koniecznos$cig, poniewaz polscy operatorzy nie mogli w tym okresie korzystac
jeszcze z pasm 700 MHz lub 3,5 GHz do wdrazania 5G. T-Mobile uruchomit prawie
3000 stacji bazowych 5G 1 objat zasiggiem 5G 25% populacji Polski we wrzesniu
2021 roku. Tymczasem Plus zwigkszyt zasieg 5G do ponad 40% populacji w sierpniu
2021 r. W ciagu najblizszych 10 lat firma Cellnex planuje uruchomi¢ 1500 nowych
lokalizacji, gléwnie dla ustlug 5G, w ramach transakcji sprzedazy infrastruktury
wiezowe].

5G umozliwi takze matym i $rednim przedsigbiorstwom (MSP) bardziej
aktywne uczestnictwo w ekosystemie komunikacyjnym, poniewaz komunikacja
W przysztosci 5G bedzie oznacza¢ coraz wazniejsza role oprogramowania
W porownaniu ze sprzetem. Funkcjonalno$ci sieciowe, ktore tradycyjnie byly
wdrazane za pomocg dedykowanego sprzetu, bedg w przysztosci wdrazane poprzez
modyfikacje oprogramowania. Umozliwi to czeste aktualizacje 1 natychmiastowe
wdrazanie okreslonych funkcjonalnosci w tych czgsciach sieci, w ktérych sg one
potrzebne. Nizsze naklady inwestycyjne zwigzane z wdrazaniem funkcjonalnos$ci za
pomoca oprogramowania, a nie sprzetu, zwigkszaja szanse MSP na opracowywanie
nowych rozwigzan. Zapisywanie danych w chmurze umozliwi operatorom sieci
ograniczenie ilo$ci danych przesytanych przez sie¢ komorkowa, przy czym dane beda
przesytane z z tzw. chmury bezposrednio do urzadzen. Przewiduje si¢, ze ozywienie
gospodarcze, ktoére spowoduje 5G przelozy si¢ na roézne branze, stanowigc
do 3,0% dodatkowej sprzedazy.

ze wzgledu na krétszy zasieg wyzszych pasm fal radiowych.
