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1.9. Land use in UKkraine on the basis of sustainable development and
rational use

The land is the basis of human existence, which determines its important role
in the socio-economic development of any society. As the basis of the ecosystem, tool
and object of production, the object of property rights, it is the basis of sustainable
development, a condition of social progress and human well-being. Modern
development of the agrarian economy, regardless of the socio-economic orientation
of the country and the method of production it is becoming more environmentally
friendly and requires the preservation and reproduction of natural resources and
their rational use. Land resources play an important role in the development of the
country’s productive forces. Therefore, rational land use is a mandatory component
of a comprehensive system of exploitation and protection of natural resources and it
is the focus of many scientists and requires further research.

The modern system of land use is considered as a complex object,
characterized by a variety of forms of ownership, intended use, dynamic development
(change in the composition of land, facilities), as well as obtaining maximum
economic profit in the process of use. This, in turn, deepens the problems of
anthropogenic pressure on land resources, irrational land use, land structure.

The problem of rational use and protection of land is the subject of research
by many scientists. Various aspects of land relations in modern economic conditions
are considered, in particular, in the works of Andriychuk VG Gorlachuk VV, Zubtsya
MV, Danilenko AS, Dobryaka DS, Mesel-Veselyaka VY Novakovsky L.Ya., Sabluka PT,
Tretyaka AM, Fedorova AM, Fedorova MM and a number of other economists.
However, many issues remain unresolved.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the current problems of sustainable land
use and substantiate the strategy of rational land use in agricultural formations,
which will increase the efficient use and protection of land resources.

The basis of sustainable development of the country is the land, which is
considered as a physical object, with its topography and spatial characteristics. In a
broader sense, the concept of land resources is used, i.e. the basis of natural and social
(social) life.

Considering land resources as an integral part of the ecosystem, it should be
assumed that the ecosystem is the only natural complex formed by living organisms
and their habitat, where living and non-living elements are interconnected by
metabolism and energy.

For land to be a constant source of human wealth, it must be used rationally.
This requires the concept of sustainable land use.
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Sustainable land use is a system of social development relations in which the
optimal ratio between economic growth, normalization of the quality of land
resources, meeting the material and spiritual needs of present and future generations
is achieved. In substantiating the need for sustainable land use, its importance for the
conservation of land resources, it is necessary to rely on basic social, economic and
environmental laws and principles.

Land is the most important component of natural resources; the basis of flora
and fauna; reservoir of natural resources; operational base of industry, settlements
and roads; the main means of production in agriculture. Therefore, rational land use
is a mandatory component of a comprehensive system of exploitation and protection
of natural resources.

The lack of proper legal and economic mechanisms in Ukraine to stimulate
rational land use has led to a significant deterioration in the quality of the fund, in
particular to the deterioration of the ecological condition of soils, whose fertility is
declining.

In the soils of Ukraine there is a negative trend of a sharp decrease in the level
of humus (annual decrease of 0.5-0.6 tons per hectare). Annual losses of humus due
to mineralization and soil erosion amount to 32-33 million tons, bringing more than
10 billion UAH in losses. To this negative trend were added the processes of soil
depletion due to intensive use of arable land in the absence of crop rotations (less
than 25% of farms adhere to crop rotations) [1].

The problem of rational use of land resources, which is almost the main
prerequisite for improving the efficiency of both agricultural and social production in
general, is determined mainly by the structure of land use, optimization of the ratios
of its main components. Statistics shows that in Ukraine: more than 800 thousand
hectares of degraded, unproductive and man-made contaminated lands are subject to
conservation; 141 thousand hectares of disturbed lands need reclamation and 253
thousand hectares of unproductive lands need improvement; 13.3 million hectares,
including 10.6 million hectares of arable land, are eroded lands; ravines occupy 140.4
thousand hectares; more than 6 million hectares of land are systematically exposed
to wind erosion, and up to 20 million hectares per year with dust storms. The quality
of land resources is also significantly affected by hydrometeorological and dangerous
exogenous geological processes and phenomena (villages, landslides, Kkarsts,
subsidence, abrasion, destruction of reservoir shores, etc.), which are common in
more than 50% of the territory. The processes of soil degradation due to man-made
pollution have intensified: soil contamination by radionuclides, heavy metals and
pathogens [2].

It is also important to note that in Ukraine there is a fairly high agricultural
land development - 68.9%, and forest cover is 17.6% [ 3], which is the minimum forest
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cover among European countries (Romania - 29%, Bulgaria - 30%, the Czech Republic
- 33 %, Slovakia - 41%, Germany - 30%, Norway - 27%, Sweden - 60%), Italy - 33%,
Spain - 27%, France - 28%, Poland - 29%, Greece - 44%) [4].

In the context of sustainable development, a distinction should be made
between the concept of land use as a material (physical) object and a set of social,
economic, urban, agricultural, environmental, legal and other relations that provide a
special order of use, ownership and, in some cases, disposal land and special stability
of rights. According to AM Tretyak, “land use” should be understood as the process of
human (society) use of the integrated potential of the territory, which includes all
resources in the relevant area of geospace, is a part of the socio-territorial complex of
the regional level and complicates its structure. in the process of regulating land
relations ”[5]. Considering land use as an integral part of the ecosystem, it should be
assumed that the ecosystem is the only natural complex formed by living organisms
and their habitat, in which living and non-living elements are interconnected by
metabolism and energy [6]. In a broader sense, land use is considered not only as a
natural and organizational formation, but also as the basis of human life. That is why,
land use is an environment of real natural and social life, which belongs to a universal
category that expresses a certain set of natural and social objects and their properties.

Rational land use means maximum involvement in the economic circulation of all
lands and their effective use for the main purpose, creating the most favorable
conditions for high productivity of agricultural land and obtaining per unit area of
maximum production at the lowest cost and labor costs [7].

Rational use and protection of land are two interrelated processes aimed at
increasing the productive forces of the land. They include:

- optimization of the distribution of the land fund between the branches of the
national economy and its use in each should be as efficient as possible;

- optimization of the structure of certain types of land (arable land, perennial
plantations, hayfields, pastures, forests, underwater lands, etc.) in accordance with
natural and economic zones and areas;

- development and implementation of a rational system of agriculture, which
includes tillage, fertilizers;

- liming of acidic and gypsum saline and saline soils, technology of growing
crops, crop rotation system, etc .;

- drainage of wetlands and wetlands and irrigation and flooding of arid lands.
The strategic task of state policy in the field of agricultural land use is to ensure the
rational use and protection of productive lands, preservation, reproduction and
increase of their fertility.

Studying the experience of countries with market economies [8], the tools of
environmental impact on the economic interests of the land user are:
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« tax benefits for the implementation of environmentally friendly activities
(production of environmentally friendly agricultural products, anti-erosion
organization of land use, maintenance of biodiversity);

e soft loans at interest rates for environmental investments;

* subsidies for the implementation of environmental programs of national
importance (rational use, conservation and expanded reproduction of land resources,
landscaping, conservation of natural objects);

» subsidies for agriculture in a particularly limited mode, growing products
without pesticides;

e compensation on a non-repayable basis for the withdrawal from intensive
use and allocation for conservation of degraded and unproductive lands in order to
restore and preserve their natural properties.

All levers of influence on land users and landowners in Ukraine can be divided
into incentive and punitive. The stimulating economic levers in the study area include
[9]:

» providing tax and credit benefits to citizens and legal entities that carry out
at their own expense the measures provided for by national and regional land use and
protection programs;

» allocation of state or local budget funds to citizens and legal entities to
restore the previous state of lands violated through no fault of their own;

» exemption from payment for land plots that are at the stage of agricultural
development or improvement of their condition in accordance with state and regional
programs;

e compensation from the budget for the reduction of income of landowners
and land users due to the temporary conservation of degraded and unproductive
lands that have become so through no fault of their own.

Punitive economic levers in the study area include civil, administrative or
criminal liability of citizens and legal entities that have violated land legislation [9].
The most common type of punishment is a fine as a fine imposed by the court in the
cases and amounts established in the Special Part of the Code of Administrative
Offenses [10]. We believe that fines in Ukraine are very low and often violators of land
legislation in the field of land protection are willing to pay a fine, as environmental
measures are tens or even hundreds of times more expensive.

In today’s socio-economic environment, there is a need to further develop
effective forms of land tenure management and rational land use, correct mistakes
and solve existing problems based on the experience of land management through
the functions of land as a natural resource - the main national wealth.

The ecological approach to the rational use of agricultural land resources
involves the protection and preservation of soils as the main component of nature,
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the restoration of the beneficial properties of soil cover [8]. In this case, it would be
justified to reduce the maximum period for which long-term land lease can be
provided. In this case, if the tenant used the land in good faith, did not impair the
quality of the soil, he may have a preemptive right to re-lease. Thus, it can help
maintain soil quality.

The purpose of the strategy of rational land use in agricultural formations
should be to identify and implement the main directions of state land policy aimed at
improving lease land relations, creating favorable conditions for sustainable
development through planning and land management, formation of national land
tenure and land use planning, land tenure and land use, ensuring the transition and
development of domestic agricultural land use on the basis of sustainable
development.

The strategy of rational land use in agricultural formations should be based on
the following principles:

- complexity, which involves a combination of natural, economic, social and
other factors, provided an integrated balanced combination of state and democratic
institutions;

- systematic character as a basis for revealing the relationships and
interdependencies between all the leading structural factors of the managed system
"man - land resources - production” accepted for analysis;

- functionality as a factor that ensures the interconnectedness of management
measures in the system of land relations;

- controllability, the defining condition of which is purposeful regulation of
land tenure and land use processes;

- stages, which ensure the implementation of the program principles of
sustainable development of land relations.

The components of the strategy of rational land use in agricultural formations are:

e Improving the legislative, regulatory and institutional framework and tools
for further regulation of leased land relations, creating favorable conditions for
planned and sustainable development of all territories of Ukraine.

e Strengthening the system of guarantees of land ownership, creating
conditions for efficient management of land.

e Introduction of an integrated approach to land management, increasing its
coordination and efficiency.

« Increasing the role of land management and other tools for regulating land
lease relations in the processes of spatial development of the country.

e Improving land valuation and land use payment systems, increasing land
rent revenues to local budgets.

e Involving the public in the land use planning process.
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» Strengthening land protection and ensuring environmentally sound use of
land resources. [11]

To ensure sustainable development, it is necessary to form such a land
ownership right, which clearly defines the competence of land use entities, establishes
the authority to own, use and dispose of land. Environmental and economic
components of land use, social ties and processes must be fully embodied in land
ownership relations. Ensuring this principle will contribute to the sustainable
development of society [5].

One of the regulatory tools for sustainable land use is a management system
based on the recognition of land as a source of wealth. We believe that land
management should cover all processes of land relations, land use and land tenure, in
particular: land management, the formation of a rational distribution of land between
sectors of the economic complex, measures for efficient use and protection of land.

The most complete assessment of the natural and economic condition of land
resources is provided by the system of state land cadastre, on the basis of which the
issues of rational land use organization must be scientifically substantiated. Recently,
there is a need to introduce a new component - registration of land tenure, land use
and real estate, which reflects the legal status and economic status of land use for its
intended purpose.

The study found that land registration helps to solve both economic and social
problems. A well-designed registration system ensures the development of the land
market and increases the efficiency of land use, as well as the protection of real estate
rights, which greatly normalizes the economic life of the country. Management of
rational land use is carried out by means of constant monitoring of land resources by
the state.

Land resources are not just a factor of production, but the good that provides
the spatial and territorial prerequisites for the use of the resource base of economic
and social development, as well as its reproduction. In view of this, the issue of
rational use and protection of land resources should become a priority of not only
economic but also social and environmental policy.

Due to the inconsistency of certain stages of land reform in Ukraine and a
simplified approach to solving a number of problematic issues, changes were made of
a purely external nature, both in relation to land tenure and the nature of land use.
Qualitative changes in strengthening the social and environmental orientation of the
involvement of land resources in economic turnover, improving the institutional
support of property relations and organizational and legal forms of organization of
agricultural production has not happened. Therefore, there is a need to create an
effective mechanism for improving land policy in the context of sustainable
development, which will contribute to the investment of agro-technical and
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environmental works, which will increase the socio-economic and environmental
efficiency of land use in Ukraine.

Rational land use largely depends on the methods used and the ability of
agricultural enterprises to provide it with means to increase fertility, and accordingly
on the level of competent management of these processes. Ecological and economic
tools for management and regulation of land use in the direction of its rationalization
involves the use of both market and state regulators.

The mechanism of economic incentives for the rational use and protection of
land in Ukraine exists, but its effectiveness depends on a balanced combination of
coercive and restrictive regulators with regulators of incentive and compensatory
nature, which, in turn, provide favorable conditions for land conservation and
environmentally safe technologies and methods of activity.

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1.15. The role of the climate global change mitigation in tactical and
strategic planning in the post-Soviet region

Since the end of the twentieth century, when global warming has become
apparent, politicians around the world have begun to make agreements on measures
to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and reduce climate impact.As a result, the world
climate policy began to take shape, which was reflected at the national and local levels
of countries and regions of the world. The biggest event in the last 4 years was the
adoption of the Paris Climate Agreement in 2015.This international framework
document provides for joint action to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. The
agreement sets + 2 ° C as the upper limit of global temperature rise and calls on all
countries to make significant efforts not to exceed global temperature rise above +1.5
° C.Ukraine ratified the Paris Agreement in 2016, which drew attention to the problem
of climate change at the national level.

Climate change is a huge and pervasive problem that has long crossed the
borders of one country or a problem area. This problem is global and affects the whole
world. Climate change already has practical dimensions and practical manifestations.
And they, unfortunately, drag on huge socio-economic risks, such as the risks of civil
rights,even such a phenomenon as "climate apartheid" in the world. It is that only
wealthy people in prosperous countries with sustainable economies will have access
to clean natural resources, better living conditions and, accordingly, to protection and
health care.Climatic, social and economic injustice can manifest itself in the loss of
access to drinking water, sanitation, and decent living conditions. It can lead to climate
migration, loss of sources of income, place of residence and property, the need for
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funds for the process of adaptation to climate change, increasing poverty. In addition,
it is also a shortage of food, the decline of agriculture in its traditional form, the
damage from frequent natural disasters.

The attitude of the population of Ukraine and Russia to global climate change

Today, the possibility of including commitments to further reduce greenhouse gas
emissions in the European Climate Agreement is being considered. This is facilitated by
a public statement by the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) [1]:

1. The increase in CO2in 2018 concentration reached new highsin 2018 0f 407.8
ppm, or 147% of pre-industrial level in 1750.

2. Methane (CH4) (the second most important greenhouse gas) reached a new
high of about 1869 parts per billion (ppb) in 2018 and is now 259% of the pre-
industrial level.

3. Nitrous oxide (N20)atmospheric concentration in 2018 was 331.1 parts per
billion. This is 123% of pre-industrial levels, etc.

Socis (Center for Public Opinion Research) social surveys [2, 3] show that very
often people confuse the concepts of ecology and climate change. These problems are
related to some extent and affect each other, but there some nuances. «Pollution» -
environmental pollution, these are often local problems such as car exhausts or
emissions from metallurgical plants.<Emission» - a term used primarily for
"greenhouse gas emissions"”, in particularCO2.

Do Ukrainians distinguish between environmental and climate issues? Ukraine
recently conducted a large-scale study on the environmental awareness of citizens,
which was conducted with the support of the Global Environment Facility in the
framework of the UN Development Program "Integration of the Rio Convention into
Ukraine's national policy." This was the third study, the first two were conducted in
2014 and 2017.

This study was being prepared for the Kyiv International Economic Forum, and
it was called «Are Ukrainians Ready for Climate Change?» It showed that

Ukrainians are clearly aware of environmental problems and ways to solve
them, but they have a fairly rough idea of the problems of climate change, their causes
and options for reducing negative impacts.

According to Oleksandr Stegni, head of the Socis Center for Public Opinion
Research [2, 3], it is difficult to determine the level of environmental awareness in
Ukraine because there is a correlation: in poor countries or countries in transition,
environmental problems are secondary to the population. In the first place is put
making a living, even survival of local population.

A survey in Ukraine confirmed this thesis. Landfills and problems with waste
recycling were named In the first place - 57.5%.
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Ukrainians put the main responsibility for environmental pollution on the
government - 51.2%. Our citizens do not want to admit their responsibility: this figure
has dropped from 61.4 to 34.2% in five years.

However, more than 90% of Ukrainians are ready to make their own

contribution to improving the environment: 41.8% are already doing so, and another
49.1% say they are ready. The vast majority of these measures are related to
economic factors - resource-saving practices and modernization of their own homes.

The table. 1 shows the data of a statistical study presented at the Kyiv
International Economic Forum, published in [2]. The authors of the article made
graphs to facilitate visual analysis of the information given in this table. They are
shown in Fig. 1.
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Fig. 1.Hypothetical (respondents are confident in the need for action) and
practical (respondents are actually taking action) willingness to act for saving
the environment, %
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Fig. 1 shows a comparative analysis of the readiness of Ukrainian people to take
practical action to preserve the environment (dark column) and (according to
respondents) their real actions (lightcolumn). We see that these figures have changed
from year to year, and the subjective practical contribution of the population is
gradually increasing. This primarily applies to measures to save water and electricity.
The willingness to clean the house by themselseves may also be explained by the
reluctance to pay money to the employee.

The decline in the use of environmentally friendly detergents may be due to
declining incomes in the last few years, as the promotion of environmentally friendly
detergents has not declined and the number of companies trying to sell their
detergents as environmentally friendly is increasing every day. While answering this
question, many respondents probably did not know that relatively cheap laundry soap
without synthetic additives is less harmful to the environment than a number of
synthetic washing gels.

[t is worth noting the tendency to increase the practical readiness of citizens to
cover environmental issues in the media, write complaints and conduct a direct
dialogue with violators of environmental regulations. If this trend continues, we can
talk about the formation of civil society, which will be able to control the compliance
of its members with legal and informal environmental standards.

How do Ukrainians feel about climate change? As for climate change, Ukrainians
see it only in terms of "Threats to future generations at the global level." Moreover,
the survey was conducted so as to take into account the answers to two questions
simultaneously [2, 3]. Thus, in 2019, "environmental pollution" came in first place -
57.9% of Ukrainian respondents, and "depletion of natural resources" in third place -
32.2%. Analysts [2] consider this a negative phenomenon, because such results
demonstrate the lack of global thinking in Ukrainians, the lack of habit to think
strategically outside the fate of their own children. The need to work on the
development of ecological culture is undeniable, but we will further show that giving
priority to climate threats leads to the dangerous disregard of other environmental
problems. In fact, for each individual, the environmental problems that harm him or
her here and now may not always be considered less significant than global warming
50 years from now.

As for the discrepancies between the willingness to take specific actions and the
theoretical understanding that these actions are necessary, the results of the
Ukrainian survey coincide with the results of the survey of Russian schoolchildren
given in [4]. According to the results of this study, most schoolchildren are ready to
take part in environmental actions (78.8% agree in whole or in part), but 51.1% of
students are not yet ready to initiate actions and projects. Currently, only 9.2% of
schoolchildren participating in the survey are members of public youth organizations,
but 37.4% would like to try themselves as a volunteer.
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The authors of [4] believe that special attention should be paid to the tasks
aimed at forming the ecological culture of adolescents:

- development of the activity component, both in the educational process and in
social practice;

- formation of understanding the close interrelation of global and local
problems, personal responsibility and involvement in the decision of ecological
problems;

- expansion of ideas about current regional problems and ways to solve them.

The role of the climate global change mitigation in comparison with the other
environmental problems at Norilsk Nickel and sustainable development, case study

Considering the accident that occurred at the Norilsk Nickel plant in 2020[5],
we decided to analyze2019 Sustainable Development Report of Norilsk Nickel.Here
are some quotes from this report (which is in the public domain [6]):

Page 191-230 provides reporting on environmental measures, which will not
cause the reader to doubt that the corporation is carrying out many of these measures,
although having the accidents hints an insufficient detailed study of risks on certain
issues. The report is a mirror of the plans that the company is working on, so it is
interesting to see what priorities are set in the rest of its sections and how this affects
the management of enterprises in general.

Mission of Norilsk Nickel: «By effectively using natural resources and equity
capital, we provide humanity with non-ferrous metals that make the world safer and
help to embody people's hopes for development and technological progress».As we
can see, there is no phrase like «and taking care of the environment» here.

Nevertheless, ecology is mentioned more than once in the corporate strategy:
«In 2018, the Company confirmed the vector for the development of
environmentally friendly production, presenting strategic priorities for sustainable
development and unlocking the potential of Norilsk Nickel in the medium and long
term.In 2019 ... expanded the horizon of the sustainable growth strategy until 2030,
identifying key trends for the next decade, including ... by ... supporting the global
transition to environmentally friendly transport, ambitious goals for the
environmental modernization of factories in Taimyr and the Kola Peninsula».

«The main strategic directions: the main component of the new stage of
development is the largest environmental initiative aimed at a step-by-step
movement towards the best world experience in the utilization of SO2 emissions and
the formation of cleaner production. Norilsk Nickel is developing a Climate Change
Accounting Program that provides for the selection of climate scenarios .. The
company will continue to work on the transition to international standards on
reporting about sustainable development with an increase in the quality of disclosure
on climate change issues».

«Approaches to sustainable development: as part of its strategy, Norilsk Nickel
is guided by the following approaches...: « unconditional respect for human rights;e
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Implementation of systemic measures to support the indigenous small-numbered
peoples of the North; ¢ reduction of climatic impact; ¢ support for low-carbon energy».

Among the key projects of Norilsk Nickel related to the achievement of the SDGs
(sustainable development goals) in 2019 are mentioned «e implementation of
investment projects to improve water use (optimization of water circulation, waste
treatment, etc.) and water supply to consumers;e projects (activities) provided for by
the environmental protection plan and aimed at the protection and rational use of
water resources».Also, environmental activities are mentioned in connection with the
implementation of other sustainable development goals[7], such as 11 and 12. Thus,
we again see that significant attention is paid to environmental protection, but on
pages 32-33 the relative number of projects dedicated to the implementation each
goal, and the finances aimed at them.It is clearly seen there that the goals related to
ecology make up a relatively small percentage.

«The main goals of the risk management system are: ¢ increasing the likelihood
of achieving the set goals; ¢ improving the efficiency of resource allocation; e
increasing the investment attractiveness and shareholder value of the Company». It
does not explicitly indicate the risks associated with environmental disasters as the
consequences of accidents at facilities. On p. 60 risks associated with the environment
sound like «Stricter environmental requirements», and with water - «Lack of water
resources». A slightly different emphasis is placed again.

[t must be admitted that on p. 90-94 an impressive list of environmental events
is presented, a significant part of which are legislative activities, conferences, round
tables and events on environmental education of the population.

«Based on the results of the analysis, 6 SDGs were identified as the most
significant: 3, 8, 9, 11, 12, 13». The enviromental issues here include Goal 13 Take
urgent action to combat climate change and its consequences. Its specificity is that the
emphasis is on reducing the greenhouse effect, not on protecting the environment as
a whole. According to the report, the firm did not highlight as priority goals 14 and 15
dedicated to the preservation of ecosystems, but it remains a mystery whether this
would have helped to prevent accidents or ratherincrease the number of activities
aimed primarily at shaping the company's image.

On p.66 provides an analysis of the compliance risk, which consists in «the
occurrence of legal liability and / or legal sanctions ... or loss of reputation, the
occurrence of other adverse consequences as a result of the Company's failure to
comply with applicable regulatory legal acts, instructions, rules, standards or codes of
conduct». So the corporation is prepared for the financial consequences associated
with reputational losses, and it is likely cheaper than consistent and regular
implementation of all necessary environmental measures.

Conclusions: 1. The need to report annually on sustainability issues somewhat
disciplines business, and large corporations are no exception. Nevertheless, due to the
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need to make the Sustainable Development Report public, it is designed to a large
extent as an advertising booklet, which can hardly be equated with objective coverage
of events.

2. It can be assumed that focusing on specific goals increases (rather than leaves
at a neutral level) the risks of non-compliance with the restof goals. It should be noted
here that the allocation of priority goals is a common occurrence, and Norilsk Nickel
is no exception. Goal 13 Taking urgent measures to combat climate change and its
consequences today is primarily associated with the transition to a carbon-free
economy, which cannot be equated with a comprehensive solution to environmental
problems. Unfortunately, focusing on strategy here increases the tactical risks of
environmental disasters.

3. Various studies show that the conviction of people in adopting
environmentally friendly activities and their willingness to participate in these
activities themselves do not coincide: people do not realize that many actions cannot
be made effective without their own participation. This topic, as well as the ways of
influencing people's attitudes towards it, is of considerable interest and requires
further research.
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1.16. Application of modern technologies in personnel management of
the organization

The biggest challenge for a company is creating an organizational culture. It is
easy to lose culture, mutual trust and respect, but it takes years to find worthy
employees who are able to object without showing dislike [2].

It so happens that a company works in a labor-intensive, not capital-intensive
sphere and the wages of employees are in fact the main item of its expenses, but at the
same time employees are talented and effective professionals, and the problem is a
drop in demand for its products in the market.

In such cases, it would be better to recommend transferring everyone to a
shorter working day instead of layoffs. Let the company go into hibernation, and let
the hassle of reduced workload and lower earnings become a “common problem” for
the entire organization, including senior management, to save workforce. When a
Japanese company is in dire straits, the first person to be cut is its president. If the
situation gets even more serious, it is he who is the first to resign. In Japan, they do
not start by firing ordinary employees - the Japanese believe that there are no bad
soldiers, there are only bad generals.

Creative thinking. Previously, when the demand for a product or service was
high, the company did not have enough time for a creative approach to business - to
think about what else to do or how to do their job better. Now that the pace of
economic growth has slowed and employees have free time, the time has come to
entrust them with the work that will ensure the flow of innovation. In this case, the
crisis will help make the company as cohesive, active and resourceful as ever.

In times of crisis, special attention should be paid to two critical issues:
controlling cash flows and maintaining a culture of mutual trust and respect.

From the book by D. Collins “From good to great. Why do some companies
make a breakthrough and others do not”.

One of the first steps of managers “on the way from good to great” is more
logical for a manager at first glance - it will be choosing a direction of development,
developing a vision for the future of the company, a strategy, and only then selecting
personnel capable of implementing this strategy. However, in the work of D. Collins,
we learn exactly the opposite opinion.

The leaders of great companies did not ask themselves the question of where
to direct the vector of company management in order to then select a team for the
chosen strategic direction. They "first made sure that all the "necessary people" are
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on board" (and all unnecessary ones are outside), and only then they decided where
to go "[3]. In fact, they thought differently, outside the box, namely: “.. I really don't
know where to go. And all | know is that if there are the right people on the ship and
they are in the right places, and the unnecessary people remain on the shore, then we
will somehow figure out where to sail in order to get to where we will be fine " [3].

[t follows that the leaders of great companies know three simple truths:

First, if you start with the question "who?" And not "what?", Then it will be
easier to adapt to the world around you. “If people boarded your ship just to sail
somewhere, what would happen if, after sailing ten miles, you suddenly realize that
you need to change course? You're in trouble. But if people are on your ship because
they want to be with others, then it is much easier to change direction ”[3]. Therefore,
in order to be an even more successful company, the whole team needs to change the
direction of development.

The second truth [3]: if the head of the company has assembled a team of “the
right people”, then the problem of motivation and management, in principle,
disappears by itself. This team does not need direct guidance or incentives; he has
enough self-motivation, due to the inner desire to achieve exceptional results.

The third truth [3]: if a team consists of people who do not see the development
of the organization or, even worse, do not want to see and do something, then it does
not matter whether the manager can choose the right direction and tactics for
organizing a successful business - all the same, the leader will not be able to create a
competitive and creative company. “A great strategy without great people is useless”
[3]. With a lot of focus on senior management pay today, all of this must play a
significant role in achieving outstanding results. How else can a leader "get" people to
do what will lead the company to success? And this is a deep error, according to many
years of research by the author himself in his assumptions.

It turns out that in order to be a successful company, the salary of employees
is not at all a key factor: it is paradoxical at first glance, but the answer is still simple,
the salary should be at the same level as that of competitors.

What is the secret of success then? The answer follows from the principle "who
first": it is important not as a leader to pay for the work of his employees, the most
important thing is "who is your top management" [3]. If managers are deep-minded,
strategically seeing the ultimate goal of the production or any other process in their
company, the so-called "correct”, then they use all innovative and productive ways to
achieve ultimate success so that the company achieves excellent results, and will not
do it for the sake of personal enrichment, but because of professional leadership.

Successful or “great” companies have always adhered to one simple truth: the
“right” people will do the “right” and achieve the best results they can, whatever the
system of reward or motivation [4].
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In recent years, crises of all kinds have become commonplace. However, even
in such extreme conditions, managers need to see the positive moments, the very
troubles and difficulties that a leader can commit when choosing a company's
development strategy - these are poorly built business processes, lack of skills and
knowledge in managing an organization, and this reason is more dangerous for the
reason the formation of its bankruptcy than many external macroeconomic factors.
The factors of the decline in the growth of income and employee productivity are
caused by “internal crises” and its problems, therefore the main task facing company
managers is an urgent need to solve, and sometimes even risky, internal
organizational negative foci and problems.

Positive factors in the emergence of external crises consist in the fact that, as a
result, in the companies, in addition to building effective business processes, the
microclimate is improving.

First, the most “ineffective” employees, who cannot or do not want to work,
will leave themselves or will be fired.

Secondly, at this time, many creative people appear on the market, which are
just more necessary for managers when choosing the right strategy, which contributes
to the final result, more creative and successful even in times of crisis.

The most difficult thing for managers in a crisis is the measures that have to be
taken within the enterprise. The previous efforts of both employees, departments, and
the enterprise as a whole are no longer enough to achieve the previous results. To
maintain a minimum sales volume, companies desperately need new, innovative
ideas, and subsequently, the use of actions to implement them, and at the same time,
employees must see that the manager knows what he will do, even with the maximum
risks, the most important thing is that the staff sees awareness in making management
decisions, and the specificity of the jointly-accepted tasks of the whole team.

The uncertainty of the external environment will only increase during a crisis,
so the points of support and stability will be felt less and less, but only due to the fact
that employees will see that the manager is not afraid to make decisions, will trust him
more, and thus, the feeling is removed imbalance within the organizational and
corporate culture and the so-called "team spirit of the team" increases.

How do some managers become more successful and stand out from the rest, less
competent?

The authors proposed the most successful methods and techniques, based on the
content analysis of scientific works of researchers and practitioners.

1. a successful strategist always looks to the future, not limited to solving
immediate problems.
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2. the strategist will not play all-in, ie recklessly and strategically not building a
plan of specific actions, which should be based not on guesswork, but on an objective
analysis and synthesis of possible risks.

3. thought very broadly; their goal was not only to manufacture a product, but
also to create cross-platform platforms for developing a product or service in a
multidimensional and versatile and innovative way.

4. acts at the tactical level. Nowadays it is creative to use business tactics from
different spheres, especially from sports. For example, many company leaders use "judo
tactics”, where agility and speed matter more than strength, namely, they allow them
not to catch the eye of a competitor, or vice versa, even to work fruitfully and jointly as
partners until a strategically good moment for "Throw" [5].

5. Determination of the strategically correct vector for the entire company, which
is one of the foundations of the corporate culture itself, but the most important point in
this case is not to use dictatorial and totalitarian methods of management later and not
to be a “hybrid manager”.

Interesting, in our opinion, are managerial ideas and techniques in personnel
management in the book "Branson's Rules" by the author Daniel McLemore [6], who
formulated the following methods and ways for their successful implementation by
the team:

1. "Department of People".

The author has a negative attitude to the use of the expression “personnel
department .. in the communication vocabulary .. I call these units“ human
departments "[6].

2. Listen and ask questions.

In managerial practice, a leader must be able to listen, "asking the simplest
questions are the most important conditions for success in business, which are often
criminally underestimated.”

3. Ability to delegate authority in the company. To create a successful business,
itis not enough to be a strong person. “... You also need to be able to delegate authority.
Having created a business, you need to step aside. Help people run independent
companies. "

One of the most important tasks of an entrepreneur-leader is to empower
employees to make their own decisions.
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1.17. Innovative approaches in personnel management of the
organization: a competency approach

Personnel management technologies provide solutions to personnel issues facing
each organization. With their help, high efficiency of employee management is ensured.
The formation of professional competence is the result of the successful establishment
of new methods of development in the context of a specific situation, values, health
and knowledge [1].

Personnel management problems are encountered in many enterprises. However,
as practice shows, the solution of many personnel issues depends on the management of
the enterprise, but a preliminary analysis of the situation is required.

There is another problem related to personnel management, which is often
encountered in domestic companies. We are talking about the absence of a unified
system of work with personnel. Such a system involves the study of the abilities of
specialists working in the organization.

Considering the main technological methods of management, the most important
ones can be distinguished, when:
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e recruiting personnel, increased attention is paid to the business and personal
qualities of applicants;

 HR specialists carry out work using various technologies of personnel selection;

» new employees are assisted in effective adaptation.

In the future, the technological process of management consists in the
development of a full-fledged motivation system aimed at increasing labor
productivity. Personnel management technologies are a tool of influence that helps to
achieve certain goals.

HR management technology assumes:

 conducting a business assessment of applicants;

e career guidance;

 adaptation of personnel;

e business career development;

e career advancement and management;

* motivation of activity;

 providing informational, legal and regulatory and methodological aspects of
management.

To ensure the sustainable development and survival of an enterprise in a
changing market economy, efficiency criteria will help, in which in the first place is:

e simplicity of management, which consists in the presence of intermediate
stages in the progress towards the main goal, the absence of unnecessarily
complicated actions;

e reliability, when the strength of such technology has been worked out, there
are duplicate techniques in case of failure of the initially applied technologies;

« efficiency;

e ease of use;

« practicality.

Efficiency depends on how skillfully the HR manager, the highest and the middle
main link of the company, uses these methods.

Modern management is determined to implement technologies that help
develop management plans for staff work.

Social technologies of personnel management work effectively if the work of the
organization is stable, the financial condition is measured. The personnel service is
assigned the main role at the turn of the implementation and implementation of public
management technologies.

Atthe heart of the application of the social technology of personnel management
of the organization is a system of direct and indirect material motivation of labor
activity, which allows:

e increase labor productivity;
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e ensure the profitability of the products;

« stabilize the performance of all personnel;

e ensure interest in the end result;

e create a cohesive team.

As a result, it turns out to achieve the effectiveness of strategic planning,
financial strength and make a competitive entity that will work safely, including in the
stage of an unstable market economy [2].

The formation of a portrait of the ideal leader should take into account the
specifics of the organization, in particular, organizational culture. Introduction of the
"Scrum"” method in the organization multiplies the productivity of the team.

The author Jeff Sutherland in his work "Scrum: How to work half as much, doing
twice as much, summary", as well as researcher Ken Schwaber, as the founders of this
method, studied the best world best practices of successful companies [3].

Its founders came to the conclusion that the “waterfall model”, which was
previously used to build work on IT projects, is hopelessly outdated.

Scrum emerged about twenty years ago as an effective method of increasing
productivity in software development.

The main idea of this method is that long-term planning is useless, and you
should not wait for the end of the project in order to evaluate the product. On the
contrary, you need to regularly check whether people need what you are doing and
quickly rebuild if necessary.

Scrum is an efficient way to organize work. This method is based on the idea of
creating exactly the kind of product that the client wants, therefore it involves a
constant change of concept and denies long-term planning.

Key principles of the method:

* People are more important than processes.

e The product is more important than documents.

 Cooperation with the client is more important than negotiations.

« The ability to change is more important than following plans.

» Positions and titles are not important - what you do is important.

Scrum differs from traditional management systems primarily in the lack of
detailed long-term planning. Detailed multi-year plans are usually unrealistic. A good
plan provides opportunities for research, change, and new ideas.

What makes successful teams different?

First of all, they all have [3]:

e Cross-functional (the team consists of people who accumulate all the skills
necessary for the project);

e Autonomy (management sets strategic goals, and teams have the authority to
independently decide how they work to achieve them);
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e self-confidence (team members set high goals for themselves and know how
to achieve them).

Scrum can significantly reduce the likelihood of failure, namely:

e market risk: the team constantly receives feedback and knows how much the
product is in demand;

e technical risk: to understand what kind of product the client needs and what
resources may be needed, prototypes of the product should be created;

e financial risk: thanks to releases and feedback, you can quickly change a
product during the development phase until it is released to the market.

Scrum is an integral part of today's business culture.

Scrum is built on three pillars: openness, teamwork, and close collaboration
with clients.

Low productivity is often the result of a lack of communication and a constant
search for blame. In Scrum, there is no concept of individual responsibility, there is
team responsibility. The daily meetings are workshops on expanding vision and
thinking, and their impact is felt throughout the company. When we make it safe to
discuss and find solutions, participants begin to learn from each other and be inspired
by the examples of their peers. All activities become productive.

In the book «Business Mission», author Konosuke Matsushita argued that "the
best type of management is when all employees are involved in the activities of the
company, as a result of which each of them can contribute, within their abilities, to the
realization of a common goal". A leader alone cannot manage an organization better
than the “combined wisdom” of the entire team to whom he pays a salary. Konosuke
Matsushita argued that "a voluntaristic or savage style of management that is locked
into only one person cannot be durable." Gradually, the concept of “participatory
governance” was adopted at all levels. management based on "collective wisdom" is
the defining element of any enterprise today.

Is there any effective formula for successfully running an organization? One
innovative method is the leader-team model, which is to collaboratively exchange
views during meetings. Without a doubt, a conference can be a very effective
communication channel, but too often such meetings become overly formalized and
bureaucratic.

In Japan, they use a "proactive approach" that lies in the quick recognition of
shortcomings, their correction. This approach turns failure into success. "Success is
the flip side of failure." The team of an organization becomes much more effective if it
"begins to see the ultimate goal of the company's success." Only by using this kind of
management as "delegation of leadership" rather than "delegation of execution", the
whole team is focused on results, and not on methods, i.e. the right to choose this
method is given to people who are entrusted with responsibility for the results,
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namely, within the team, the vector of the work process is accompanied on the
principles of cooperation, and not rivalry between team members. It includes mutual
learning, mutual influence and mutual benefit.

Another important feature for the competence of a leader is the ability to learn
to listen in order to deeply understand another person and look at things from his
point of view.

A common mistake of company leaders is the desire to be understood, first of
all, the leader himself. Empathic listening means much more than understanding the
words being spoken, and it is much more important when the manager listens with
both eyes and heart (feelings). It is a powerful skill of effective interdependence and
deep understanding of each other among all team members, which gives them the
opportunity for creative solutions and alternatives. At this stage, they become like a
single team, which is aimed at "synergy", which is to appreciate the differences
between people - differences in mentality, in the emotional sphere and psychological
differences [4].

These innovative methods are important in a management system based on the
participation of all stakeholders - this is what allows the system to work effectively
[5].

It can be concluded that the technology of personnel management is a system of
goals, means and methods of exercising control over personnel.

Also, knowledge of the basics of motivation and the ability to apply them in
various situations enables the leaders of organizations to make the right strategic
decisions regarding the technology of personnel management.

Competent, professionally organized work with personnel is the most important
basis for the economic efficiency of the company as a whole.

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2.3. Evaluations of efficiency of use of tourist potential

Solving problems and substantiating the prospects for the functioning of tourist
and recreational potential at the present stage of development of society is becoming
increasingly important for scientists, managers and practitioners. After all, this type
of activity is strategic for many countries and regions, is in the field of priority
development of territories, including Ukraine.

Until recently, the use of tourist and recreational potential was considered one
of the most profitable. Therefore, it is important to identify the components of the
tourist and recreational potential of their territories and the relationships between
them, as well as the degree of their impact on the effectiveness of recreational
activities.

When analyzing the effectiveness of the use of tourist and recreational potential,
as arule, not all important structural components and features of their manifestation
and reproduction are taken into account. This leads to incomplete and inaccurate
quantitative and qualitative diagnostics, analysis and modeling and requires in-depth
development.

According to M. Ignatenko, economic methods for determining the effectiveness
of tourist and recreational potential are effective, through which it is possible to study,
summarize and predict the features of available natural and man-made resources of a
particular area to ensure effective operation of the region [1, p. 254]. They also allow
to determine the level of infrastructure development, as well as their interaction with
other systems, such as political, legal, economic and social.

A fundamental point in the study of the composition of the total tourist and
recreational potential is its analysis as a system with a certain structure or orderly
structure. I. Romanyuk believes that the tourist and recreational system is formed at
the junction of three separate subsystems - nature, population, production and
provision of services and includes components of these subsystems: natural tourist
and recreational resources; tourists and vacationers (formal temporary social group)
and labor resources needed to service the tourist and recreational system); tourist
and recreational material and technical, energy and information means [2, p. 26].

According to the results of the study, we can say that the activities of tourist and
recreational potential of the regions can be considered in two areas: "tourists" and
"provision". The group of "support" consists, in turn, of a set of subsystems [3, p. 338].
Thus, the subsystem of attractive provision acts as a basis for the development of the
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system and is a determination of the properties of natural and cultural complexes,
accommodation facilities, service enterprises and leisure organizations; maintenance
subsystem - is the facilities and technologies, infrastructure of their location. The
control subsystem optimizes the relationship of subsystems and manages the
development of potential as a system in general, using material, financial and
investment, motivational levers of organizational and economic mechanisms of
research. In general, the presence of this subsystem indicates their ability to self-
regulate and self-develop. It consists of internal and external mechanisms, bodies and
institutions. This subsystem provides integration of all components of tourist and
recreational potential, their coordinated use and expanded reproduction. The
subsystem of labor resources and personnel provides efficiency and quality of health
and recreation at a professional level.

In turn, O. Marchenko proposes to identify two main components to study the
effectiveness of the use of tourist and recreational potential: 1) natural, ecological and
cultural landscapes; 2) means and conditions of tourist and recreational activities [4,
p. 179]. However, this method does not fully disclose the resource of tourist and
recreational potential, as it does not take into account the state and level of
infrastructure development of tourism and recreation, features of economic
development, staffing of tourist and recreational activities, its social component and
orientation.

According to scientific research of M. Ignatenko, L. Marmul, O. Sarapina,
according to which the determination of the effectiveness of tourist and recreational
potential of the territory should be carried out on four main components - natural
resources, historical, cultural, economic and social, which are interconnected and
interact between itself [5, p. 35]. To assess the tourist and recreational potential of the
territory it is necessary to determine the list of indicators that characterize its
components, taking into account the following parameters:

- quantitative assessment;

- assessment of the capacity structure, the degree of use of private potential;

- assessment of the possibilities of using potential resources;

- systematic accounting of the state of tourist and recreational resources and
determining their importance for the development of tourism in the region, which is
possible only with the introduction of a system of tourist and recreational registers.

According to the method of assessing the degree and effectiveness of tourist
potential in determining the size and effectiveness of the tourist potential of the area,
it is necessary to highlight (Fig. 1.) the following indicators:

a) the total number of potential tourist resources;

b) the importance of tourist potential;

¢) indicator of realization of tourist potential.
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The total number of resources of the tourist potential of the territories
characterizes the maximum possible number of tourist resources that the territory
currently has, expressed in one dimension. It should be noted that the tourist
potential, as variable, depends on the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of
tourist resources that the territory has. The volume of tourist resources refers to
extensive factors of increasing tourist potential, while the productivity of tourist
resources as a determining qualitative characteristic refers to intensive factors.
Factors that guarantee the reproduction of the tourist potential of the district include
those that increase the number and improve the quality of tourist resources.

The value of tourist potential is the maximum possible volume of production
and sales of tourist services for a certain quantity and quality of available tourist
resources in conditions that guarantee their fullest use. This indicator characterizes
the maximum possible profitability of tourist potential.

The indicator of realization of tourist potential reflects the achieved level of its
use and characterizes the effective return of tourist resources. In determining the
tourist potential of the territory, its total cost or the cost of the active part (all elements
of the tourist complex of the region) are actually involved in economic activities and
determine the results of its use.

The analysis of theoretical approaches of definition of efficiency of tourist
potential of region, allows to specify parameters of an estimation of efficiency of its
use. Thus, the criterion for the effective use of the tourist potential of the territory of
Ke can be represented as the following expression:

Ke = - (1)

where Er - the effect of the realization of territorial tourism potential;

Zv - the cost required to achieve Er.

In turn, Air can be represented as the sum of two components, one of which
characterizes the contribution of tourism in solving regional and national problems,
and the other - the reaction effect or the difference between the state of tourism at the
beginning and end of the tourist cycle. As for the required costs, they depend on the
specifications of specific capacity-building measures and can be determined by
methods for calculating the effectiveness of large investment projects known in
practice.

According to research Drozdov AV [6] the method of assessing the tourist
potential of areas, which is focused on use in specially protected natural areas -
national parks, can be applied to other areas, as there are no methodological
differences in its application, which involves determining the main components of
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tourist potential to be assessed. However, it is advisable to divide these components
into groups:

a) natural and cultural landscapes, including the following components:

e proper territory and water areas, as well as natural monuments,
botanical and zoological gardens, aquariums and other ecological
objects;

e natural history museums (especially local lore), etc., as well as objects of
cultural heritage;

e territory with historical and cultural value.

b) means and conditions of excursions (programs, excursions) include the
following components:

e eco-technical modes of transport, tourist accommodation, camping
equipment;

e qualified environmental manuals, as well as didactic and information
materials;

e ecologically clean soil in terms of pollution, health and epidemiological
situation, the risk of natural disasters;

e suitability of the territory for tourist purposes (botanical, zoological,
speleological, phytotherapy, etc.) and its availability;

e allowed recreational activities, volumes of water, energy and other
resources, dates of visit.

Criteria for assessing the components of natural and cultural landscapes should
be mainly their origin and history, uniqueness, preservation (disturbance),
attractiveness and various characteristics.

c) for a group of vehicles the criteria are indicators of environmental
technologies:

- fuel consumption (energy)

- emissions of harmful substances,

- noise level

- hygienic safety standards designed for both humans and the biotic components
of landscapes in general.

d) the group of conditions of the tour should be evaluated primarily on the basis
of existing standards:

- environmental safety;

- permitted tourist loads;

- norms of resource use.

Thus, after the selection of the components of the groups, a quantitative
assessment is made, so to obtain a final and summary assessment, it is advisable to
translate all quantitative assessments into qualitative ones. Usual gradations of the
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quality scale: "very low, low, medium, high, very high". The quality scale may contain
further gradations, such as "very low" and "very high".

Therefore, one or another quality scale should be converted into a five- or seven-
point scale. In determining the effectiveness use of tourist potential of any territory it
is necessary:

- evaluate a fixed set of potential components;

- use quality scales in their score form to calculate the final score;

- involve the required number of objects of evaluation in the comparative
evaluation;

- clearly indicate the territorial framework of comparison.

In turn, proposed by E.Yu. Kolbovsky [7] method of determining the
effectiveness of tourist potential, proposes to assess the tourist potential of the
territory for the presence of:

1) interesting objects of historical heritage: monasteries; village temples;
archeological monuments; places of historical battles; memorable places associated
with interesting historical events; preserved architectural centers of villages;

2) unique natural objects and objects related to the cultural landscape: noble
properties and rural parks; monastery parks; old mills and dams on rivers; ancient
waterways and ditches; old alleys and single trees; attractive lakes; areas of valleys;
unique boulders; springs, holy springs, etc .;

3) places chosen by the population only for free time: sections of rivers with
summer beaches, places for camps under the name; areas of the lake shores; forest
areas where berries are harvested; swamps used for picking berries; forest parks for
recreation and walks; rivers designed for rafting on kayaks, rafts, etc.

According to the research of Khudenkikh YA, who proposed [8] a method for
determining the effectiveness of the tourist and recreational potential of the territory,
formed on the basis of analysis of existing methods of assessing the tourist potential
of territories, and proposes to score it using correction factors. not only a quantitative
assessment of the component potential, but also the share of a specific area in each
component of the territory.

According to this method, based on the structure of tourism potential, first of all,
such components as natural, historical, cultural and socio-economic are evaluated, the
other components are taken into account when adjusting the results. Tourist potential
is assessed in relation to the most common types of tourism (health, cognitive, sports,
business, medical). An abstract tourist living outside the region is evaluated as a
subject. The value of natural, historical and cultural components of the tourist
potential is proposed to be estimated on the basis of the value of the heritage of the
territory. Summarizing this theory, we can say that not all natural and historical and
cultural components are relevant to tourist resources and few of them may become

so in the near future, ie the tourist potential is proportional to the value of the
territory.

We consider the author's opinion to be correct, giving examples of calculated
points for each of the components. When calculating the natural component, objects
of local significance were given 1 point, regional - 2 points, regional - 3 points,
protected areas - 1 point. In addition, coefficients were introduced for the following
factors:

a) distribution of the area of heritage sites (the ratio between the area of
specially protected natural areas and the total area);

b) climatic well-being;

c) landscape attractiveness;

d) the level of focal diseases;

e) recognizability (statement) of geographical objects in the territory
(calculated on the basis of the frequency of references in the encyclopedic source).

When calculating (in points) the historical and cultural component takes into
account not only the value of objects (monuments of national importance - 3, local -
1), but also the functional diversity of immovable objects, which is estimated using
coefficients based on the degree of attractiveness ( archeological and monumental -
0.6, historical - 0.8, urban planning, architectural and complex - 1). The method of
calculating correction factors also deserves attention. Therefore, it is recommended
to use one of the most complete encyclopedic publications in the country or region to
calculate the recognition rate of geographical features in the territory (which
characterizes not only the heritage). Each encyclopedic article is evaluated in 5 points,
the mention of it - 1 point. If an object is mentioned, a scale of variation is added.
Therefore, the total number of points is taken into account when determining the
correction factor.

The level of development of tourist infrastructure is calculated by adding two
numbers: the ratio between the number of collective accommodation facilities (hotels,
resorts, sanatoriums) to a thousand locals and the ratio between the number of
restaurants to ten thousand local population. The end result is not the number of
points, but the share of each specific area in the natural, historical, cultural and socio-
economic components of the potential.

Conclusions. According to the study, important factors influencing the
effectiveness of tourist and recreational potential are historical, cultural and
infrastructural potential, the potential of natural conditions and protected natural
areas. The given analysis of the methods of definition of efficiency of use of tourist and
recreational potential offered by known scientists, allows to assert, that any of them
separately does not open in full a resource of tourist and recreational potential as does
not consider a condition and level of development of infrastructure of tourism and
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recreation, features of economic development. territory, staffing of tourist and
recreational activities, its social component and orientation. Therefore, there is a need
to conduct a comprehensive assessment of tourism and recreational potential, which
requires substantiation of methodological approaches to generalize the results of the
assessment and develop appropriate solutions.

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2.5. The role of innovative marketing strategies in the hospitality
industry

Issues of implementation of innovative marketing strategies in the hospitality
industry are covered in the scientific achievements of many scientists, researchers,
practitioners, experts, business leaders, namely: Peter Drucker, one of the
management theorists, Martine Paters, Olaf Slater, Roger Doe, Ellsworth Statler, Ralph
Hitz, ]J. Willard Marriott, Baldwin, Wilberforce and Kapoor suggest principles of
building a successful business strategy, which should focus on the customer, rather
than production and product costs. In his work, Michael Porter, a professor at Harvard
Business School, gives advice on how to master the management system of business
strategies, how to adjust workflows so that all employees perform their work as well
as possible. Jang Kim and Renee Mauborgne challenge the requirements for strategic
success, Seth Godin - 21st Century Internet Marketing Guru - inspires on a
revolutionary approach to marketing, sales and advertising, bestselling author Jack D.
Schwager summarizes the answers in a set of guidelines, Daniel H. Pink shows the
mismatch between what science knows and what business does [6].

Modern Marketing is a customer-focused way of doing business, customer-
focusis an indispensable component of every employee of the organization. marketing
is not just a function of a business, the task of which is to create such a combination of
goods and services that is of true value for the customer, creates motivation to buy
and satisfies his needs [3].

Today, the hospitality industry needs to form a new portrait of the guest, assess
his needs and understand what services he needs. Technologies come to the rescue
here, especially platform solutions, and providers of complex products for effective
management of different types of content.

Olaf Slater, a recognized expert in the hospitality industry, stressed that the
COVID-19 pandemic is accelerating the pace of digitalization in business and society,
as well as changing the attitude of consumers and organizations towards technology.
In his opinion, this creates an opportunity for the hospitality industry to rethink
approaches to e-commerce and working with clients, taking into account current
trends in the field of retail.

It becomes especially important for executives and marketers in the
hospitality market to work in different segments and learn from cross-industry
experiences. This approach will help deliver end-to-end services to customers and
reinforce brand value through operational change. Companies that focus on
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innovative technologies and updating strategies in response to changes in consumer
behavior will be successful.

Martine Paters, PwC Strategy and Operations Partner, and Olaf Slater
emphasized that the COVID-19 pandemic is accelerating the pace of digitalization in
business and society, and is changing the way consumers and organizations feel about
technology. In their view, this creates an opportunity for the hospitality industry to
rethink approaches to e-commerce and customer service, taking into account current
trends in the field of retail.

«Expectations related to customer engagement have changed not only because
of technology. In reality, technology can help the hospitality industry make the
consumer experience even more personal and more personal», said Olaf Slater.
«Today we need to rethink the product itself and its future, as well as identify new
needs in the creation, distribution and implementation of content» [1].

«A hotel product is no longer just a room rate. It must inspire confidence and
security like never before. It is important to review the old processes, consumer
demand and define new categories of customers and new services. For example, it can
be ordering and delivering picnic food to the park next to the hotel. Let's say people
cannot go on a trip now, but they want to spend time with their family and will be
happy to use the hotel's services to enjoy excellent service» [1], the expert noted.

Olaf Slater emphasized that dynamic customer engagement and service
personalization will require new systems capable of providing a full customer
journey. In this vein, the importance of CRM and a system for working with loyalty will
grow, because today it is especially important for hotels to build trust and develop
communication with customers. The requirements for these technologies will grow
[2]:

- firstly, when new client data appears (Travel ID numbers or health
passports);

- secondly, due to the market need to have orderly information about the
sanitary protocols followed by various hotels. These changes will be especially
relevant for corporate programs from the hospitality industry [2]. The data provided
was the impetus for rethinking and creating new consumer experiences and business
models during the COVID-19 period.

The numbers tell a compelling story about how we remember traveling
disrupted:

* global loss of 75 million jobs and $ 2.1 trillion in revenue;

¢ 10% of world GDP;

e The travel, tourism and hospitality industry can take 10 months or more to
return to normal.
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Therefore, the goal of innovative marketing today is to create working models,
prototypes and products for the hospitality industry and help the industry to shape a
new vision and implement innovative, safe and sustainable IT solutions for both
managers and their client.

Good managers understand that real income is the result of good business
organization, not an end in itself. It's kind of a philosophy, a way of thinking and
structuring a business. This is not just another company and not a means of
stimulating demand at this moment. The task of marketing is to take a fresh look at
business marketing strategies, thereby building an innovative hotel marketing
complex and, based on innovative solutions, rely on a new type of marketing - sensory
marketing - “appeal to the senses”.

Marketers believe that sensory marketing helps people develop a clear
association of melody, sounds and smells with certain brands. The main goal of
sensory marketing is to improve consumer mood. This method of "sensory
suggestion" was used by the American researcher George Sklaur at the beginning of
the 20th century.

An innovative hotel marketing complex is considered on the basis of "sensory
perception” [Fig.1]:

1. "Vision" - architecture, painting, interiors.

2. "Rumor"” - music, radio, TV.

3. "Smell" - aromas.

4. "Taste" - cuisine, gastronomy.

5. "Feeling" - softness, gloss, warmth and comfort of texture.

6. "Intuition" - peace, safety, care.

7. "Impressions” - emotions, feelings, experience [1].

Vision. Focusing the client's attention on the original architectural solution of
the hotel building, a harmonious combination of interior design. The most fashionable
architects and designers are involved in the creation of hotel enterprises; they are the
ones who own the most advanced trends in the development of world hospitality.

A person's ability to hear a variety of sounds and melodies. Today, pleasant
background music sounds more and more often in cafes, restaurants, hotels. It, as
practical marketing shows, allows you to set up a consumer positively and be more
loyal to the offered goods and services. Functional music, like other sensory marketing
tools, is tailored to the type of hotel space: open space. All these elements of the hotel's
functional music are, as a rule, part of the advertising message and serve as marketing
communications.

Smell. Scent marketing is an important part of all sensory marketing, since
smells are stored in the emotional memory of people for a long time and can even
activate it, and can also be associated with brands [1].

Nowadays, scent marketing is an innovative way to attract new customers and
increase guest loyalty by distributing special fragrances in hotels.

Taste expressed through the cuisine and gastronomic traditions of the hotel.
Taste plays an important role in tuning a person's emotional state. In the hotel
business, cuisine is a key element of hospitality: it is the hotel's gastronomic line that
sometimes becomes a decisive factor in assessing the quality of hotel services.

Feeling. This makes it possible to feel the nature of the surface of different
objects. Perception of elements of the external environment with the help of touch
allows you to evaluate their shape, size, texture, consistency.

Intuition, called “sixth sense,” is important in any business, but especially in the
service sector. The role of intuition is strategically important for making
unprogrammed decisions and helps to find the shortest paths to the goal, based on the
results of past experience.

Impressions, emotions and experiences. The manager, carefully building his
marketing policy, must weigh the doses of all the sensory elements used. Music, smell,
taste, sensitivity of the staff, etc. - all of this in the final stage should add up to the
overall impression of the hotel, thereby creating a "branded feeling".

All the elements of an innovative hospitality marketing mix, including the
sensory marketing toolkit, are a must delicate and balanced.

Physical evidence, or so-called physical evidence, must be varied and well
thought out. These include interesting, from an architectural point of view, hotel
buildings, modern landscape design, attractive interiors, as well as a variety of
technological innovations of the already familiar Wi-Fi to a complex innovative
technology such as a “smart house”.
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Managers need to analyze their marketing business strategy and carefully
work out the following points [2]:

The target audience. The mistake of managers is that many of them limit
themselves only to the definitions of "corporate segment” or "retail". The manager
needs to draw up a portrait of his guest in more detail.

If renovation is underway, you urgently need to involve the audience in this process,
for example, publish "behind-the-scenes" photos. These steps should be used because
all existing guests are your potential followers. Hotels often try to lure “cold”
customers into the audience, forgetting that the best guest is the existing one.

Benchmarking is a tool that allows a hotel to take one of the leading positions
in the market, as it is the ideal way to understand the structure of income. For example,
STR is working in partnership with HRS to integrate data from the main software
systems Opera and Fidelio. For example, the Bandwith report provides extremely

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3.13. Professional education of management staff: world’s experience,
issues and perspectives

Today passed a certain path of development laid a solid foundation on which is
being formed management culture, there is the emergence and institutionalization of
the profession leader. Present stage of development of the profession can be described
as the head of the period agreement on basic principles and norms of professional
activity. Ultimately, the development of these ideas led to the understanding of the
need for professionalization of management and development of the concepts of
training in the field of management.

Today Ukraine is actively engaged in modernization and reform of education
management training. In particular from 2000 sold Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
according to the Decree of the President of Ukraine (July 3, 2000 p. N2 849), which has
approved the Program on training managerial staff in the spheres of business until
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2015. The strategic objective of this program is to organize large-scale training of
managerial staff in the spheres of business, forming a new generation of young
managers that can create quality market principles of economy of Ukraine, to enable
them to acquire modern economic knowledge and practical skills in a market
economy. Official tasks for every year means the retraining program in Ukraine and
abroad not less than 1,500 students who have higher education and work experience
in management positions and higher average (heads and deputy heads of enterprises,
institutions and organizations of Ukraine and their departments) [6].

Active individual entry in culture leads through professionalization the process
of skills development and identity formation as a specialist (A. Turchynov, V. Ignatov,
V. Byelolipetskiy). This concept is widely used to explain the qualitative changes
taking place in the social and personal levels in the skills development. Social level is
characterized by changes taking place in society as a result of employment,
professional development and the emergence of forms of elements of professional
culture, and a range of processes and mechanisms that are designed at the level of
society, organizations, enterprises manage the inclusion of the human species in
professional work, and rational use of professional opportunities. On a personal level
professionalization reflects qualitative changes in the individual skills development
and specialization, and hence its formation as a specialist [2, p.66].

Objective grounds for the Study of the professionalization of management are
associated with the following:

e emergence of a new socio-structural formation managers;

» professionalization of management training is one of the decisive factors in
the formation of the organization's performance, affecting the structural changes in
management and thereby contributing to the institutionalization management;

* professionalization of management training meets the needs of the social
structure and ensure the effective functioning of social institutions;

e studying the problems of the professionalization of management training
contributes to a better understanding of the features of formation of business
processes in the context of globalization.

Leadership training today has such directions: first education, further
education, the second education, training, retraining. The first education was leading,
as part of its development formed a fundamental approach to professionalization,
improved methods of management performance and problem analysis. Additional
education characterized the practical need for knowledge and a set of the most
pressing problems of governance. The concept of additional professional education
was realized in the development of the legal framework governing and regulating the
activities of training and retraining of managerial staff. Development of this process
contributed to the definition of the theoretical and methodological basis of the model
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of postgraduate continuing education and professional training allocation
management training as an object of special consideration [1].

To reorient the managerial staff is the formation of highly professional
managers practitioners with advanced knowledge and skills that will effectively guide
organizations or their separate entities.

In the former Soviet Union, the idea of improving the management, have
become relevant in the 60 years of the twentieth century. Ultimately, the development
of these ideas led to the understanding of the need for professionalization of
management and development of the concepts of training in the field of management.
The concept of management training and its practical significance began to unfold in
the 80s with the opening of «kManagement» with a variety of specializations: industry,
functional and problematic. Next came a whole range of specialties of management
education: marketing, personnel management, information management,
environmental management, and others.

Today passed a certain path of development laid a solid foundation on which is
being formed management culture, there is the emergence and institutionalization of
the profession leader. Present stage of development of the profession can be described
as the head of the period agreement on basic principles and norms of professional
activity.

Soviet experience in leadership training was due to planned directive economy,
therefore, training of specialists in the field of management to the 90s did not meet
the needs of a market economy. Although the experience of training managers formed
the basis for the formation of large-scale and fundamental thinking manager [1, p.67-
68].

This Ukrainian management culture absorbed at all Soviet conflict
management culture. Features of modern administrative staff is largely determined
by ideological boundaries command-planned economy harsh and militaristic type.
The main characteristics of the Soviet administrative culture are:

e nomenclature of system management: appointment to senior positions of
persons under the sanction of the party;

e canonization of supervisors;

¢ lack of technical management education that was offset by the acquisition of
management experience;

etraditional model of training managers was asked ideological boundaries,
respectively practical pedagogical goals, economic and management sciences
approaches defined political system;

« findings of administrative culture meet the real needs of society;

« surge of nature management activities as a result of ideological bias society;
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e high efficiency and effectiveness of management activities in extreme
conditions and relatively low in normal and customary;

e bureaucracy as a synonym management culture;

e a large number of discretionary management decisions that contradicted the
need for evidence-based management activities;

« substitution of ideological schemes pragmatic purposes;

e prioritize public issues over the needs of people.

e legal nihilism;

e double standard of morality management;

e poor knowledge of the laws of the European market;

e collective irresponsibility [5; 7].

Management of the domestic space as industry, its significance and specificity
never considered as a professional. Therefore, managers working narrow specialists
in various industries, who have not received special training in the field of socio-
economic processes that led to the actual level of non-management culture needs of
society. The origins of the inconsistency problems seen in the absence of professional
management education. Accordingly, the decisive factor is the professional
management culture management [8, p.21].

Thus, the educational situation for leadership training is still uncertain, as in
society social order for this profession is not formed, and the activities of educational
institutions for the training of managers is characterized by experimentation. Poor
integration of education and research production activities may lead to the final
separation of theory from practice. The content of management education and
educational technology still does not always meet modern demands and challenges of
education for competitiveness in the world market of educational services, which
adversely affects the readiness of the Ukrainian education system to integrate into the
global educational and economic space.

The features of training in high school developed countries at present are:

e providing general training graduates, which is dominated by knowledge of
theoretical disciplines and methods mastering their specialty;

e training students to work in teams, take joint decisions, to communicate
clearly express their views in order to gain the ability to work in integrated teams of
specialists and researchers in the workplace;

e increasing requirements for specialists and skills in management.

It is noted that at least 20% of the curricula of universities should pay social
sciences, and especially economics, ecology, sociology, psychology, you need to
prepare fully developed specialists who will be able to work with people and be
prepared in the future to hold executive positions [9].

PART 3. TRANSFORMATIONAL PROCESSES IN THE EDUCATIONAL SPACE:
PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL ASPECTS

From the beginning of the 90s implemented numerous projects, providing
assistance for the development of business education, financed by international
organizations (UN, World Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development,
etc.). In particular, one of the priorities of the TACIS program, operating since 1991.,
Is to support and improve management training. For comparison, the sector of
«Human Resources», including projects of business education, accounting for 12% of
all proceeds of this program (in scale it is second only to the «nuclear security» (17%)
and «Support the business» (14%).

Analysis of realized international projects in the field of business education
shows the success of international cooperation. According to the monitoring of TACIS
projects planned results achieved in 80% of projects and 75% of projects contributed
to substantial capacity building technical assistance recipients. Successful projects is
«Productive Initiative» - re-training managers in enterprises European companies, a
number of projects promoting business schools in Moscow, St. Petersburg and Kiev.
As a result, there were training centers that implement standards for business
education market.

At the same time the needs of end users of international projects developers
are not always taken into account. Expert opinion evidence of such disadvantages
implementation of educational projects in the field of management training:

* to be successful you must change the latent demand in the real satisfaction
and ensure its implementation using properly selected events where great
importance is the organization of effective marketing of new educational products.
Neglecting this feature has led to an underestimation of the importance of this area of
activity from the management of many schools as a result of which not all
management programs and courses managed to complete;

e measures to ensure the effectiveness of educational projects careful analysis
of the needs of the local business environment, management training local market, its
features and trends;

e inability to transfer mechanical successful educational models in some
circumstances to others without constant analysis features and trends in the local
market management training;

e the need to ensure understanding of the problems of prospective
beneficiaries;

« focus on the development of the ultimate goals and desired outcomes, rather
than on the detailed design of specific means to achieve them; excessive hard for
measures in project documents reduces its effectiveness at changing interests of end
users, that is to dynamically developing local markets business education;
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e consideration of the need for a particular situation, depending on the
commitment to reform experience of international contacts, internal readiness for
change, which requires the use of different types of management training;

e considering the real situation possession students of foreign languages,
leading to difficulties in forming groups of teachers that meet the criteria.

Successful international projects management training gave the following
positive results:

 familiarity with the structure of curricula and courses, teaching methods,
organization of independent work of students, teaching materials and technical
facilities in the West contributed to the progress of technology education in the CIS;

e training local teachers willing to develop and implement courses of
management disciplines at a high level; collaboration western and local teachers to
develop courses and modules;

e reduce the burden of teaching basic courses Western experts in international
educational projects and their shift to teaching specialized courses that give students
the opportunity to apply knowledge and skills in practice;

e increase domestic edition books and manuals, translation of Western books,
appearance adapted techniques that take into account national educational traditions
and international experience;

e increasing demands of listeners to the content and form of teaching, its
practical aspects, which involves the use of real situations of domestic business
practices;

e combining the teaching of foreign experts advising local managers efficiency
which is ensured by the real management consulting experience and understanding
of the conditions in which businesses operate in different countries;

e mobility between education (beneficiaries) and local businesses. It
encourages the development of projects of interest to both businesses and entities of
the educational process (for example, by the use of specific situations based on
material completed consulting projects) At the same time there are a number of
foreign programs, which today are popular, allowing domestic managers comply with
international standards and requirements. The most prestigious programs are DBA
(Doctor of Business Administration) and MBA (Master of Business Administration)
[4].

DBA - economic program of postgraduate education (duration of 1 year to 5
years), which provides additional knowledge of applied economic sciences.
Qualification to practice DBA provides managerial higher positions [10].

Qualification MBA provides the ability to do the job manager middle and senior
management. Training periods depending on the initial training and specific program
takes from two to five years. The first prototypes of the modern MBA 'appeared in the
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US in the late XIX century. In Europe there are - the middle of XX century - when the
company needed professionals who have a scientific approach to management.
Currently worldwide successfully operating educational organizations that provide
their graduates this degree. At the same time, despite widespread, there is still no
single standard MBA qualification. This leads to difficulties in assessing and
comparing the quality of different training programs [3].

Business schools that offer MBA degree, often created at universities, including
Harvard business school founded at Harvard University; Stanford Graduate School of
business - at Stanford University With all the variety of business schools is the most
famous of them are included in the ratings of the top business schools: London
Business School (London Business School), MIT Sloan School of Management (MIT
Sloan School of Management ) - known international business school at MIT in
Cambridge, US, Wharton Business School (Wharton School of Business) University of
Pennsylvania and others. Also, some universities in the CIS have partnership
agreements on mutual cooperation in the provision «dual diploma» and «dual
graduation» MBA - when along with training course for domestic technique,
particularly in «kManagement» students the opportunity to gain knowledge in a foreign
university thus removing the problem of recognition MBA degree if you want further
graduate work abroad.

Educational needs of students vary greatly depending on the age and position.
If young workers are oriented to the MBA program or other long-term management
training programs that provide fundamental knowledge and skills, managers with
experience chosen mainly short-term, as close to the practice courses. Demand based
on the analysis of the real problems of the program, consisting of 3-4-day intensive
training modules, separated by periods of 3 to 4 weeks. The structure of the course
makes it possible to combine study with work and promptly implement the
information [4].

Today in Ukraine successfully developing institutions of governance, which
adapted the experience of international programs to local conditions resulting
developed their own design MBA program, whose effectiveness is provided by the
following conditions:

« availability of space and create a discussion environment: the organization of
personal blogs where experts share their findings; open sessions of exchange of
experiences; scientific workshops and conferences; open access to scientific
information Western universities;.

e combining practical skills with an understanding of theoretical and
methodological bases management provided a commitment to research and global
generalization of knowledge on a scientific level;
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e large range of public programs and dynamic professional environment that
enables accumulation Ukrainian experience, which is reflected in actual case studies
of local context.
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3.14. Level of existing problem solving in area of ecological competence
formation of future agricultural higher education institutions
teachers

The study’ relevance is due to the growing need of modern enterprises for
competent workers who must own the qualities necessary for successful professional
activity.

One of the future specialists’ significant qualities is the formation of
environmental competence.

Environmental competence allows professionals to solve production problems
related to environmental and labor safety in the production processes without
harming the environment.

From the second half of XX century. environmental problem became one of
global problems, challenging in its scale and significance for all the planet.

As in the Neolithic era, humanity is again faced with the question of the
biological species Homo sapiens conservation due to self-inflicted ecological balance
violations, which are irreversible (M.I. Budiko, F.I. Girenok, E.V. Girusov, N.M.
Mammadov, N.N. Moiseev, R.S. Karpinskaya, V.A. Kutyrev, V.S. Stepin, I.T. Suravegina,
A.D. Ursul, G.S. Khozin, A.L. Yanshin and others).

Preservation and sustainable reproduction of life on Earth is now understood as
a specific biosphere function of mankind (V.S. Golubev).

As the experience of recent decades shows, attempts to stop the onset of the
global environmental crisis by economic measures are unsuccessful. One of the main
reasons of such situation is that the mass consciousness of mankind is based on a
consumer attitude to nature in general and to human nature in particular.

Only through education can humanity and society reach their full potential. It is
an indispensable factor in changing people’ attitudes so that they have the
opportunity to assess and address the challenges they face in order to develop values,
skills and encourage behaviors compatible with sustainable development [1].

The leading role in implementation of sustainable development, formation of
ecological culture is played by higher education. During higher education the
fundamental elements of future specialist” worldview are formed and outlined, the
value-semantic sphere of personality is actively formed, the methods of practical
implementation of ecological imperative are mastered.

Thus, the analysis of the level of existing problem solving in area of ecological
competence formation of future agrarian higher education institutions’ teachers is an
important component of a comprehensive issues’ study of obtaining quality
environmental education.
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The following research methods were used to solve the study" tasks:

« theoretical - conceptual and terminological analysis of literature, comparative
analysis, generalization and systematization of scientific areas and educational
programs;

e empirical: analysis of research results, statistical processing and
interpretation of data.

Acquisition of ecological competence in process of higher education is aimed at
completing the ecological culture formation of professionals in various specialties.

The starting point of higher environmental education is the continuation of basic
secondary education at the next, higher level in order to form higher environmental
culture, deep environmental knowledge and biosphere worldview, training bachelors
and masters in all areas of environmental, practical, management, educational and
scientific activities.

The formation of competencies became especially important at the stage of civil
society formation in Ukraine, accompanied by fundamental changes in the status of
individual: expanding the degree of personal freedom and hence - subjective
competence, which dictates the need to develop new internal mechanisms of self-
orientation, self-regulation and self-realization. These profound modifications reveal
the insufficiency of traditional mechanisms of cultural support of activity, necessitate
a change in the content and scope of socialization.

The international project "Definition and selection of competencies" (DeSeCo)
[2] documents recognize the need to define educational competencies based on a
common vision of world" future, which should be based on basic human rights
principles, democratic values and goals of sustainable development (that is an
integration of environmental protection, economic prosperity and social justice).

As noted by S.V. Alekseev, S.N. Glazachev, E.N. Dzyatkovskaya, A.N. Zakhlebny,
A.V. Ivashchenko, L.V. Moiseeva, L.V. Panfilova, G.A. Paputkova, I.V. Petrukhina, L.E.
Pistunova, [.N. Ponomareva, 0.G. Rogova, G.P. Sikorskaya, N.V. Skalon, E.A. Tomak, etc.,
in terms of the priority of preserving life, maintaining the stability of the biosphere as
a global ecosystems, this competence, of course, has a high socio-cultural necessity
and significance.

The essence of specialist” environmental competence concept is considered by
scientists from different points of view.

For example, the author Talizina N.F. [3] considers this concept as a higher level
of tasks that need to be able to be solved by a specialist, regardless of the training
profile both from the standpoint of reducing the negative impact on nature, and from
the standpoint of improving the environment.
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Scientist Skalon N.V. [4] explains the essence of environmental competence by
the abilitys of the individual, based on knowledge, values, inclinations and experience,
which determine a person's ability to solve environmental problems.

Novikov A.M. [5] considers environmental competence in terms of personal
characteristics above the professional level.

A review of the "environmental competence” definitions allows us to conclude
that this definition does not have a single point of view and is focused on students in
general.

Currently, the most specific definition, focused on graduates of agricultural
universities will be:

"Environmental competence” is the timely application of acquired
environmental knowledge, skills, experience in professional engineering, mastery of
methods for effective solution and prevention of environmental problems, the ability
to choose technologies and technical means taking into account the possible
environmental consequences.

Education on ecology, nature protection is an important element of future
professionals’ general environmental training, including teachers in agricultural
educational institutions. Such knowledge is mandatory and is a qualification of every
specialist, including teachers.

To increase the environmental awareness level, qualification of modern
teachers, engineers in the curricula of all higher education institutions of any profile

introduced courses: "Actual problems of environmental protection”, "Fundamentals
of ecology", "Ecology and environmental management" or others. These disciplines
study environmental problems in close connection with social, psychological and
pedagogical, general education disciplines based on knowledge of history, geography,
biology, chemistry, physics and other sciences. This ensures the principle of
interdisciplinarity in the formation of environmental competence.

The first ecologically-oriented course "Nature Protection" was taught in Ukraine
in the early 50's at Odessa University.

The need for such disciplines for all higher education institutions was discussed
in 1959, and in 1961 it was decided to study them optional not only in universities,
pedagogical, medical, technical universities, but also in agricultural, legal and
economic educational institutions.

Programs of compulsory course "Nature Protection" for pedagogical institutes
and faculties of "Biology and Chemistry”, "Preschool Pedagogy", "Pedagogy and
Methods of Primary Education" were approved in 1970.

Now, such environmentally-oriented courses are compulsory subjects in all
higher education institutions for all specialties.
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Since the mid-1980s environmental education has been a part of educational
practice, but without any positive effect. The main reason is that environmental
education of the 80's is focused on herbartic pedagogy, which operates on the
principle of educational training. Pupils accumulate ecological information, ecological
knowledge, but ecological culture is not formed. As a result, we have an ecologically
aware and ecologically uneducated person who, possessing ecological knowledge,
shows an asset of ecological vandalism.

The existing at the time educational process in Ukraine needed significant
improvement to increase efficiency and integration. Such improvement is possible
only on the basis of deep philosophical and psychological-pedagogical understanding
of the problem, taking into account socio-cultural functions of ecology in society,
holistic structure of environmental knowledge, current level of environmental
science, traditions, customs and history, experience of the Ukrainian people in this
area, as well as the peculiarities of ecological and economic situation in the country.
The key principle of human society and nature interaction in this context should not
be consumption and violence, but coexistence.

Therefore, the development of a strategy for environmental education was
urgent, as it was previously believed that it is carried out automatically in the
educational process.

The issue of environmental education and upbringing in the field of discussions
about the legitimacy of environmental education has shifted to the plane of its
practical implementation over the last 15 - 20 years. This fact significantly affects
pedagogy and modern education system.

Given that there is no single effective system of environmental education in the
world, which could be taken as a basis without significant changes, formation of
nvironmental education in Ukraine is based on the own experience of developers,
taking into account national characteristics.

Scientific and pedagogical personnel of Ukraine have high-quality works on
ecologically sustainable development, medical ecology, ecology of military activity,
methodology and content of ecological education and upbringing, ecological ethics
and psychology, education and management, etc. Using this experience and in
pursuance of the Decree of the President of Ukraine "On the main directions of
reforming higher education in Ukraine" a team of specialists in the field of
environmental education with the participation of specialists from the Ministry of
Environmental Protection developed the Concept of ecological education and
upbringing development in Ukraine.

According to the concept, environmental education and upbringing are aimed at
acquiring fundamental environmental knowledge and methodology, as well as at
professional environmental training, greening of special disciplines and
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environmental education. This will ensure the formation of holistic environmental
knowledge and thinking necessary for making sound management decisions at the
level of enterprises, industries, regions, the country as a whole.

Analyzing the state curricula in ecology, they found a focus on students
environmental awareness formation , the rational use of natural resources, the
quantity and quality of which is declining every year.

Successful education of specialists capable of implementing the country's
environmental policy is achieved through the use of the competence approach” basic
ideas.

Education plays a key role in formation of environmentally competent
professionals. Formation of environmental competence in university students is
based on well-thought-out principles and is provided by certain organizational and
pedagogical conditions [8].

The principles of ecological competence formation of agricultural higher
educational institution teacher combine all components of the educational process
together. In total these components provide a sufficient level of ecological
competence formation of future specialists [7].

The basic principles include:

e the principle of succession: with student’ transition to the next year of study,
content of the course takes into account all that has been previously learned. With
focus on the passed material, the composition and structure of new educational
material content is developed. It can be reflected in form of purposes of education
continuity, curricula, substantial continuity of disciplines working programs,
continuity of pedagogical technologies, forms of work.

« the principle of integrativity: involves the integration (merger) of education
process with other processes of learning and development. Due to this, there is a
holistic educational impact and integration of environmental disciplines with other
disciplines.

e the principle of interdisciplinarity: has the property of generality, being
implemented in each discipline. Adherence to this principle will allow graduates of
technical universities to easily adapt to the conditions of professional environment. It
can be done by greening the content of academic disciplines, introducing elective
environmental courses, etc. It involves the transformation of ecology into an
interdisciplinary discipline, helps to overcome disciplines disunity and formation of a
clearer and more complete picture of environmental reality [6].

« the principle of problem-solving: involves students in problem situations. Such
problem modeling helps future teachers to get used to different situations of future
activities.
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e the principle of cultural conformity: determined by students” system of values,
due to the socio-cultural background. Cultural conformity of education content
presupposes the formation of students' culture, the ability to act in accordance with
requirements of general culture, the formation of a harmonious attitude to oneself, to
nature, to society.

Adherence to the proposed principles allows to integrate the environmental
component into learning process and better prepare students for future professional
activities.

It should be noted that at present, despite the sufficient development of each
principle and its impact on the quality of environmental competence, there is no
sufficient level of research on their combination and distribution during the
educational process.

Thus, the creation of promising educational process models aimed at the
formation of students’ of technical universities environmental competence. These
models effectively combine different principles and methods of formation, as well as
take into account its conditions, is a priority area of research.

Creation of a multi-component unified system of continuous environmental
education and upbringing in Ukraine is an urgent need not only at the national but
also at the international level. After all, environmental problems are characterized by
a fairly high degree of cross-bordering, which leads to special and fairly high
requirements for filling this system with content.

The single system of continuous complex ecological education is an important
and integral part of the complex of ensuring the formation of ecologically safe
existence for population of Ukraine. The formation of an ecologically safe environment
depends on a huge number of different factors, conditions, etc.

Among the most important factors that can in one way or another affect the
formation of a safe ecological state of environmental components or a certain area or
even object, is ecological consciousness as an integral reflection of a set of necessary
special knowledge, beliefs, behavior and others. This set of characteristics is based on
sufficient information and adherence to the main principles of environmental
education and upbringing [6].

Current stage the human-nature relationship results in an urgent need of the
problem analysis of ecologically oriented consciousness formation. Such analysis in
potential will significantly optimize the process of formation of environmental
competence in students of agricultural higher education.

In the course of work such problems of ecologically oriented consciousness
formation are allocated:

1. The problem of the society-nature relationship.
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This implies that in the course of education (this applies to all levels of
education, and higher education in particular) are poorly instilled traditional norms
and moral principles in relation to nature.

It is necessary to optimize social and natural relations, for example, through
labor and socially useful activities, which contributes to gaining experience in
environmental activities, inculcating ecological lifestyles, ensuring the real
contribution of each student to the study and protection of local ecosystems,
promoting environmental ideas.

2. Not formed ecologically oriented consciousness.

A person who has not been instilled with a moral attitude to nature since
childhood, becoming a subject of production, will require efforts to instill in him the
norms of professional and environmental morality. Norms of moral attitude to nature,
becoming an internal need, can play a high role in solving environmental problems.

A proposal to improve the training quality can be further improvement of
gradual formation of environmental awareness models - starting with the pre-
professional activities of the graduate, including all intermediate levels of education
as a complex.

3. Ecophobic consciousness (actions of people leading to the natural
environment destruction).

This type of consciousness is formed in applicants for higher education in the
conditions of spontaneous socialization, modern development of machinery and
technology, increasing economic literacy of people.

4. Poor organization of environmental education in some educational
institutions.

Organization of environmental education should be carried out on the basis of
strictly thought-out methodological principles and conditions that have a balanced
impact on educational process, not reducing the effectiveness of training, but
increasing it.

Today, Ukraine is delaying the adoption of "On Environmental Education” law
(although the draft law has existed since 2002) as well as development and adoption
of the "Concept of Education for Sustainable Development".

It is obvious that environmental education is based primarily on environmental
knowledge, designed to form a future employee's system of ideas about
environmental problems of today and ways to solve them. Therefore, this problem is
the most significant, which requires in-depth and comprehensive study of it.

At the present stage of education reform, a new position should be established
regarding the formation of environmental competence as a tool for individual®
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socialization, adaptation to life in an urban environment in period of civil and
information society development.

This approach to understanding environmental education makes possible
presenting it as a new educational field with cross-curricular functions aimed at
forming value orientations to the environment: natural and artificial - transformed by
human activity, and the inner world of man, his health, spiritual and material needs.

The strategy of this task realization demands accumulation of positive scientific
and practical interaction experience between the person and nature, as well as the
statement of priority of all forms of life as conditions of existence of mankind. It is
obvious that without strengthening of vocational education system, attention to the
formation of a harmonious system of universal, civic and professional values, it is
impossible to achieve this goal [9].

Thus, the solution of environmental problems is impossible without changing
traditional norms and moral principles in relation to nature, the growth of each
person’ social responsibility for the consequences of their impact on nature.

Over the course of this researche the actual developments and tendencies
concerning the problems of acquiring ecological competence in the world in general
and in Ukraine in particular are studied and analyzed.

The educational process is considered and evaluated in the perspective of
student” environmental competence formation both in the process of higher
education and in general throughout life.

To date, formation of environmental competence as an indicator of the
graduates of agricultural universities quality is gaining momentum. There is a global
trend to intensify the development of environmental competence.

However, despite the presence of multifaceted research on this topic in Ukraine,
there is an insufficiently developed issue. That is the creation of promising educational
process models aimed at forming the environmental competence of students of
technical universities.

Methods and models developed by foreign scientists, although reaching a high
level of efficiency, are mainly aimed at preschool and school education. Acquisition of
ecological competence in the process of agricultural education is somewhat less
developed, because ecologically oriented courses within the higher educational
institution are developed primarily for ecologically oriented specialties.

It should be noted that the lack of academic environmental education and
training is compensated by optional education and cultural and educational activities,
as well as a high level of initial environmental awareness gained during school and
preschool education.

The investment market,
as an economic category, is a balance of supply and demand for investment. In
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countries with developed market relations, investment supply and demand are
balanced through a pricing mechanism based on balanced prices for investment and
investment goods. The system of balanced prices is formed by microeconomic
proportions in the process of production and marketing, the main of which is the ratio
"investment - growth of investment goods (capital assets)". At the same time, the
market is characterized by advanced development of investment supply and relatively
stable demand.

The introduction of
a process model, which is positioned as an enterprise standard, will ensure control of the
quality system, the constant nature of the services offered, as well as a single approach in
the system of assessing the quality of services by all hotel enterprises and consumers.
Thanks to the process model, a corporate standard has been created, which reflects the
quality management process, has a constant nature of the services offered, and also shows
the responsibility of management for the continuous process of staff training. Thus, the
internal standard of the hotel in the form of a process model "Management and motivation
of staff" identifies its brand and strengthens the company's position in the relevant market
segment.

Evaluations of efficiency of use of tourist
potential. According to the study, important factors influencing the effectiveness of
tourist and recreational potential are historical, cultural and infrastructural potential, the
potential of natural conditions and protected natural areas. The given analysis of the
methods of definition of efficiency of use of tourist and recreational potential offered by
known scientists, allows to assert, that any of them separately does not open in full a
resource of tourist and recreational potential as does not consider a condition and level
of development of infrastructure of tourism and recreation, features of economic
development. territory, staffing of tourist and recreational activities, its social component
and orientation. Therefore, there is a need to conduct a comprehensive assessment of
tourism and recreational potential, which requires substantiation of methodological
approaches to generalize the results of the assessment and develop appropriate solutions.

Characteristic changes as a result of
deformation of personal structures of ATO veterans as a result of long action of stress
factors are described. The problem of psychological maladaptation of ATO veterans and
its main characteristics are covered. The model of psychological maladaptation of
ATO veterans is offered, the model includes: factors of maladaptation; attitude to war;
maladaptive forms of behavior; motivation to participate in hostilities.

3.4. Karine Gorbunova, Svetlana Litvinchuk, Katerina Taihrib. Professional
training of future professionals of agricultural production in conditions of
economic challenges. The article is devoted to the outline of the leading directions of
modernization of professional training of specialists of the agricultural sector in modern
conditions on the basis of research of laws of development of modern agricultural
production and the analysis of questions of the theory of training in higher agrarian
school. It is noted that the changes taking place in agricultural education are closely
related to the reform of agricultural production - an industry that is in a difficult position.
Under such conditions, educational activities in agricultural educational institutions
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should be aimed at finding effective ways to improve the training of future qualified
professionals, ensuring the transformation of educational and cognitive activities of
students into professional with a corresponding change in needs, motives, goals.

3.5. Tetiana Komar. Influence of reflexivity on the forming the psychologisy’s
personality. The paper describes a theoretical analysis of the concept of reflexion. An
analysis of the effect of reflexion on the successful activity of a psychologist has been
examined. The types of reflexion according to modern research are presented. Modern
approaches to the concepts of reflexion and reflexivity are analyzed. An additional point
is that the focus on the problem of the influence of reflexion on the forming personality
has been made. The empirical part presents an analysis and interpretation of the levels of
reflexivity determined by the method of A. S. Sharov "The reflexivity of human in the life".
It has been studied that reflexivity, as a psychological attribute, links attitude to oneself,
to others, to activity and to the world in the human consciousness. This connectedness
reflects the integrity of the individual and the vital position of a person. Reflexion has been
characterized within the context of a personal feature. Thus, the analysis of the results of
the definition of the characteristics of the reflexivity according to the questionnaire by A.
S. Sharov shows that among psychologists of Preschool educational institutions, the
highest indicator of the forming the reflexive features is the feasibility. The feasibility
suggests that psychologists have the desire to justify their actions, the course of everyday
life, to reach wider life contexts.The processes of self-regulation and adaptation depend
on many resources of an individual, but it is reflexivity that reflects the level of subjectivity
of an individual, the consistency of its internal ideas and thoughts, allows a person to act
actively in a situation and make a choice. Reflexivity is one of the main aspects of mental
reality, correlates with reflexion in general and is a special qualitative characteristic of a
subject and its mentality.

3.6. Angelika Kurchatova. The importance of the personal space of a preschool
child in the formation of behavior. This paper reveals the importance of personal space
of a preschool child in the formation of behavior. The essence of the concept of "personal
space" is formed. The pedagogical and psychological heritage of this problem is analyzed.
Based on the research of scientists and their own observations, conclusions are drawn
and summarized on the importance of personal space of the preschool child in the
formation of behavior.

3.7. Liudmyla Matokhniuk, Kateryna Demyanyuk, Andrii Gunko, Daniel
Palimgka. Information analysis technologies for the study of social processes in
the regions. The authors of the article explore the peculiarities of the influence of the
information array on human behavior and the peculiarities of the use of statistical
methods that allow to describe and systematize data, to classify, to see patterns in the
chaos of random phenomena. It presents how the media creates a consistent picture of
the world and unobtrusively explains most of the phenomena and events that surround
us. As can be seen from the research, even the simplest methods of information processing
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allow us to draw more objective conclusions about the state of affairs. In our difficult
times, conclusions can be drawn only on the basis of analysis of reliable sources of
information.

3.8. Tamapa Skoryk, Dariusz Stanuchowski. Pedagogical excellence and
pedagogical creativity as indicators of a teacher’s professional success. The article
reviews the essence and peculiarities of pedagogical excellence and pedagogical creativity
as vectors of a teacher’s professional activity, ensuring the effectiveness of their
pedagogical action. Based on a systematic approach, the author outlines common markers
in the branched interpretations of the essence of the mentioned concepts, suggests based
on the analysis of the content of pedagogical phenomena of excellence and creativity to
consider these characteristics as fundamental in teacher’s success achievement. This
approach provides scientifically grounded forecasting of future teachers’ professional
success development in the educational process of modern higher educational
establishments.

3.9. Iryna Sichko, Mykola Semerdzyan. Natural training of future primary
education specialists in the context of European integration processes. The new
requirements of society to education determine the need to prepare an environmentally
competent young generation capable of implementing an eco-centric approach in
interaction with nature. Particular attention is paid to the need to introduce new
approaches to the content of natural education, the use of new technologies in the
implementation of its main tasks. Significant emphasis in the content of future teacher
training is placed on various forms of learning - lectures, practical classes, using
discussions, presentations, portfolio creation, dialogic communication, interactive and
creative tasks, mastering learning technology through research on student requests
(Inquiry based learning) and more. All of the above is also used through distance learning.

3.10. Nataliia Terentieva. 20s: XX and XXI centuries (scientific-pedagogical
elite: experience of decline). The article presents the historical aspects of the
reorganization (cancellation) of higher education institutions, in particular universities,
in Ukraine, and the consequences of appropriate action in view of the particularities of
elite training. Various aspects of the formation of the scientific intelligentsia and its
attitude to political and social transformations in the early 20-ies of the twentieth century
are presented. It is emphasized that one hundred years later there is a recurrence of
depreciation of the social prestige of education and intellectual activity, the requirements
to the level of education and general culture have decreased. In this way, the twenties of
the twentieth century and the twenties of the twentieth century are somewhat similar.

Pedagogical conditions for the implementation of
advanced training of future officers of the Naval Forces of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. The pedagogical, in particular didactic, conditions of realization of degree
training of future officers of Naval Forces of the Armed Forces of Ukraine are outlined.
Emphasis is placed on the following conditions: continuity, integrativeness,
fundamentality; professional orientation, scientificity, complexity, accessibility,
maximum approximation of training conditions to the situation of real hostilities, clarity.
It is noted that these conditions are determined by the objective laws of the gradual
military-pedagogical process.

3.13. Svetlana Yashnyk, Wojciech Duczmal Professional education of
management staff: world’s experience, issues and perspectives. This article discusses
the professionalization of management training, new requirements for the training of
managers in the innovation economy. The article focuses on increasing requirements for
specialists mastery of knowledge and skills in management, analyses international
experience in training managers described in international project of management
training, indicating on the prospects for international cooperation in this area.
