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1.4. Development trends of social responsibility of business in
Ukraine and Poland

Due to the growth of social and other risks in Europe, the issues of
sustainable development were actualized, the solution of which required
institutional, legal and social changes that support social innovation. The task of
building a social state and establishing a civil society in Ukraine is closely
connected with the use of European experience in the development of the Institute
of Social Entrepreneurship, which can become a new instrument for improving the
state social policy and creating an effective market for social services and social
integration in the society.

The theme of corporate social responsibility in recent years has become
increasingly widespread. Developed countries form the perception of the business
community not only in terms of its profitability, but also the prices and
consequences of profit. That is, the market mechanism of the functioning of
economic entities includes social and environmental functions, which is really
reflected in the market value of the company. The greatest interest in Corporate
Social Responsibility (CSR) is realized in our only by a few managers of the practice
of leading financial-industrial groups and companies that conducted the initial
public offering of shares on international stock exchanges (IPO). Scientific and
methodological principles are not developed yet, there are no generally accepted
standards and models of social responsibility of business, which causes high
variability and low level of corporate forms of national business activity. These are
the realities that determine the analysis of the current trends in the
implementation of certain areas of social responsibility in Ukraine and the need to
formulate approaches to the development of a state-of-the-art concept of
corporate social responsibility at the state level, adapted to modern conditions.

The issue of social responsibility of business was investigated not so long
ago, although there are many scientific developments in the world on this topic. In
Ukraine, these processes are just beginning. These and related problems were
investigated by: A. Bazilyuk, G. Bashnyanin, L. Bezchasnyny, A. Belyaev, A. Bilorus,
L. Budyonna, M. Butko, V. Heyets, L. Goncharuk, B. Danylyshyn, B. Kvasnyuk, R.
Kolyshko, K. Krivenko, V. Kutsenko, V. Lagutin, A. Lazorenko, P. Leonenko, E.
Libanova, I. Lukinov, D. Lukyanenko, A. Makarova, V. Matrosov, S. Melnik, S.
Moherny, V. Savchuk, D. Skitaev, Y. Saenko, A. Stepanova, A. Chukhno and others.

Today, the search for a new social role in business in Ukraine is of great

interest not only to scholars, but also to politicians, statesmen, and non-
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governmental organizations. The main thing is the desire to understand what
social functions in the state can be taken in the Ukrainian business, under what
conditions it will be the most motivated in fulfilling social obligations.

The national-cultural and political development of modern Poland and
Ukraine are closely intertwined and interconnected. In addition, the challenges
faced by Poland and Ukraine today also have much in common. Therefore,
despite the fact that social responsibility exists in a particular society with its
specific social norms, national and historical traditions, political and economic
situation, which influence its formation and formation in one way or another,
Polish experience in implementing ideas and principles of social responsibility of
business is very important and useful for Ukraine.

Accordingly, the purpose of this article is to study the experience of Poland
in establishing social responsibility of business and identify trends in its
development in a crisis.

In addition to the economic aspect, domestic enterprises, responding to
new challenges, are forced to take into account, the social and environmental
requirements of stakeholders. Across the world, corporate social responsibility is
one of the most powerful instruments for increasing enterprise capitalization,
preventing non-commercial risks, attracting investment and sustainable
development.

Today, the concept of "corporate social responsibility” (CSR) has become
widespread in the most developed countries of the world, which understands the
concept that companies integrate social and environmental issues into their
business activities and their interaction with stakeholders on voluntary basis.
Thus, CSR is a voluntary activity of private and public sector companies aimed at
adhering to high standards of operational and production activities, social
standards and quality of work with personnel, minimization of harmful effects on
the environment, etc., in order to equalize existing economic and social disparities,
to create trusting relationships between business, society and the state [1, p. 9].

Corporate social responsibility in Ukraine is at the stage of its formation.
The most active in this sphere are, first of all, representations of foreign
companies, which transfer to the Ukrainian foundation modern world practices,
principles and standards, as well as the largest Ukrainian enterprises.

Today it is difficult to find an enterprise in Poland that would not embody
the principles of social responsibility. Therefore, the motto of many Polish
companies is the understanding that at every stage of activity it is necessary to
strive to act ethically and socially taking into account public interests,

environmental protection and relations with stakeholders. But this was not always
the case.

Social responsibility of business is a relatively new phenomenon not only
for Ukraine, but also for Poland. However, over the past twenty years, Poland has
managed to move from the stereotype of business, which was guided almost
exclusively by the rules of the original business, to a more mature, civilized and
responsible business, responsible for society and workers, shareholders and
customers, the environment and business partners.

The category of "social responsibility of business" in Ukraine has begun to
operate since the signing of the Memorandum on social responsibility of business
in Ukraine on December 16, 2005, which defines the principles and tasks of
socially responsible business. The document was signed by representatives of
various business structures, international and public organizations. At the same
time, the beginning of an all-Ukrainian movement was declared - the so-called
Forum of Corporate Social Responsibility in Ukraine [2; 3].

The process of implementing the principles of socially responsible business
(Spoteczna Odpowiedzialno$¢ Biznesu) began in Poland back in 1999. At that time,
there were many important initiatives that contributed to the changes in the
perception of the role of business in the society. In particular, in early 1999, the
first public discussion on the social responsibility of business took place in
Warsaw, the main conclusion of which was that the success of an enterprise in
today's conditions increasingly depends on its social responsibility.

In the same year Commercial Union - the first company in Poland - has posted its
Ethics Code at Gazecie Wyborczej. At the same time, ABB published the Polish
Sustainable Program in Polish The Sustainable Development Program and
Elektrownia Opole (Opolskaya Power Plant) has begun the process of forming a
coherent strategy of social responsibility [4].

In December 1999, the Center for Business Ethics at the Leon Kozminsky
Academy was officially opened. One of the first steps in the development of social
responsibility for business, carried out through this center, under the direction of
Professor Wojciech Gasparski, was the preparation of an international session in
Budapest on the SA 8000 standard, and later on the work on implementation, in
cooperation with the Responsible Business Forum, the Global Compact initiative
(Global Compact) in Poland.

CSR development in Ukraine has been consolidated around international
organizations and projects, in particular the United Nations Office in Ukraine,
which in 2006 launched and now supports the activities of the Ukrainian Global
Compact Network, covering more than 140 organizations. In November 2007, the
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State Committee of Ukraine for Technical Regulation and Consumer Policy took
the leading position in developing the international standard of social
responsibility, ISO 26000 "Social Responsibility Manual". The new guidelines take
into account all the principles outlined in the UN Global Initiative.

In February 2010, the Committee on Industrial and Regulatory Policy
established a Consultative Council for the drafting of the National Concept of CSR
Development. The Ministry of Education and Science developed a program of
academic discipline "Corporate Social Responsibility” [5].

Governments of different countries are implementing CSR at an increasing
pace, trying to stimulate, even regulate measures. Once these commitments and
values, norms and rules underlying them are formally fixed, they become
"regulated CSR". This trend has become dominant in many European countries in
recent years. At the state level, there are many forms of institutional support for
CSR.

Employers, representatives of trade unions and government structures are
aware of the need for CSR development in Ukraine. However, so far, this
responsibility, according to social partners (government, employers, trade
unions), has been limited mainly solving social problems of enterprise workers.
All social partners believe that the main functions of the business are to create new
jobs, provide an additional "social package", and the implementation of social
programs in the field of regulation of the social sphere should belong to the state
function.

In Poland, the state body for regulating CSR is the Ministry of Labor and
Social Policy. The following regulatory documents were approved: Decree on the
establishment of a governmental group promoting CSR development and
coordination of efforts of the Polish administration. The group is headed by a
representative of the Ministry of Economy.

It should be noted that among the significant initiatives that encourage the
active advancement of the ideas of social responsibility in business in Poland, there
exist programs of financial support for employers that promote the employment
of disabled people. Within these programs, employers who record the increased
costs of employment for disabled people can receive [6]:

- subsidies to the wages of disabled workers in an amount that varies
according to the type and degree of disability;

- partial reimbursement of wage costs due to social insurance contributions
on behalf of the disabled;

- Partial reimbursement of staff costs corresponding to social insurance
contributions on behalf of employed hired persons.
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In Ukraine, on the initiative of the Center for Development of Corporate
Social Responsibility, the National Strategy "Enterprise 2020: The Role of Business
in Society" is being developed, which aims at generalizing the experience of
strategic planning of the most successful Ukrainian companies and developing
such a national model of business and society cooperation, where companies will
try to take social and environmental issues into account in their business
strategies [7].

The project "Enterprise 2020: The Role of Business in Society" is based on
the EU 2020 Strategy and the Vision 2050 World Business Council on Sustainable
Development. On October 8, 2010, CSR Europe (CSR Europe - an expert corporate
social responsibility body based in Brussels with 70 international companies and
27 European organizations) presented the "Enterprise 2020" initiative to address
social issues on the basis of joint action and definition of the contribution of
business to Europe 2020 strategy for achieving smart, sustainable and
comprehensive development. Presentation of the "Enterprise 2020: The Role of
Business in Society" Initiative in Ukraine was held on August 30, 2011; the general
partner was Metinvest [8].

In the most generalized form, the project "Enterprise 2020: The Role of
Business in Society" considers four main areas: the transformation of markets;
inclusive society; health and well-being; transparency for the sake of trust. Within
the framework of each theme, new joint initiatives led by companies and
interested organizations (government agencies, academia and civil society) will
develop practical tools for addressing the following issues: how to use better the
demographic potential of Europe; how technology can create a low-carbon
European economy; how business will promote a healthy lifestyle in the
workplace and in society; how companies can better assess and manage their
environmental, social and managerial performance.

In Ukraine, the project Enterprise 2020: The Role of Business in Society
focuses on business decisions concentrated on the following seven areas:
education, health of the nation, demographic change, environment, innovation and
technological readiness, labor market, infrastructure and regional development.

Within the framework of this project, it is planned to conduct a survey of
experts and business, strategic sessions for companies on Bacchini 2020, regional
discussions, develop company criteria 2020, create working groups of 7 areas,
arrange videoconferences with enterprises in Poland, Spain, Hungary and present
results to International conference "Enterprise 2020".

Today, most European companies, albeit in varying degrees, are
contributing to solve social and environmental problems.
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Consequently, for the modern Polish and Ukrainian business, a tendency of
increased attention to issues of social responsibility and corporate ethics is typical.
These aspects have long become an integral part of the image of modern
companies and the success of the competition. The idea that financial well-being
and ethical standards are incompatible have long been denied by real practice,
which has proven that proper ethics is a successful business.  Otherwise, a
negative reaction from consumers, partners, investors, competitors and other
interested parties will inevitably lead to a loss of reputation and, ultimately, a
significant reduction in the company's profitability. Thus, social responsibility has
become one of the priorities of the strategies initially for Polish companies and
now also for the leading Ukrainian companies. Moreover, this is not only the
opportunity to create a stable business, greatly increasing its value and reputation,
but also actively influence the formation of civil society.

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1.6. Basis for sustainable development in road transportation.
Zasada zrownowazonego rozwoju w transporcie drogowym

Technical infrastructure, including road infrastructure, significantly affects
the environment on a larger scale. National infrastructure is an important element
in socio-economic development. The more developed a country’s road
infrastructure is, the better it supports its socio-economic state.

Road infrastructure allows for the physical flow of people and goods from
the starting point to the destination. Road infrastructure is fundamental for the
economy of a country. Investing in such infrastructure is costly and a lengthy
process. At the same time, it is a permanent element that serves a long-term
purpose; therefore developing road networks should be planned in accordance to
the future development plans of the country.

There are many benefits in building and using more innovative roads, such
as: allowing for fast, efficient, and safe travels, positive influence on the
development of tourism, and the ability to create new jobs for the local community.

However, road development also has some negative elements, those mainly
being: an increase in the pollution of air, soil, and groundwater, an increase in
noise pollution, interfering with the environment, as well as being a significant
financial burden for local government, specifically for the state budget!.

The accelerated rate of transport development within the last decades is
not only an important factor in the economic development, but also causes a lot of
difficulties, particularly at the local level (usually in urban areas)

The negative consequences are most noticeable when looking at the
environment and society. The development of the public transport sector allowed
for the crossing of various barriers in the evolution of civilization, however its
effects tend to be diverse and are dependent on the level of use and advancement
within the sectors of transportation, economic development, climate and
geographical location and the degree of influence on the elements of the
environment?.

Road transport is one of the main emitting sources of air pollution, which is
a health risk for not only humans but also the environment. The result of the fuel

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combustion causes the emission of substances such as: nitrogen oxides, carbon
monoxide, hydrocarbons (such as aromatic hydrocarbons), heavy metals and
particles3.

The emission of pollutants contributes to the increased risk in developing
cardiovascular and respiratory ailments, especially for those who commute locally
everyday*.

In Poland, during 2005-2006, the country’s capital ran its first study in
evaluating the risk in having a respiratory issue as a result to living near a busy
street®. The study was a comparison in lung capacity (spirometry testing) between
people living near a busy street and a control group that consisted of people who
lived in non-urban areas, characterized by having a lower level of pollution. Based
on the study results, the conclusion was that people living near a busy street were
nearly three times (nonsmokers more than four times) more at risk of
bronchoconstriction or disturbances occurring in the air flow through the bronchi.
This is the primary symptom of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, COPD.

Car transportation, which contributes to the emission of pollutants, is also
the source of smog periods and the acidification of soil®. In fact, the volume of
pollutants depends on several factors, including the type of fuel being burned. For
example, the use of unleaded petrol reduces the emission of harmful compounds
into the atmosphere. Other proportions and varying pollutants that are produced
by combusted gas LPG, fuel oil and gasoline types. A big impact on the volume of
exhaust emissions is based on the age of the vehicle, its technical condition, the
type of engine, the fuel system or the state of the exhaust system (the use of a
catalytic converter). Another factor is the structure of the traffic, including traffic
volume, vehicle speed, and fluidity of movement?.

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There are various factors that contribute to the acidification of soil: sulfur
dioxide (SO2), nitrogen oxides (NOx) and ammonia (NH3)8 Emitted by road
transport, nitrogen oxides induce the deposition of pollutants that cause adverse
effects on the flora (mainly forests, generally alpine), concrete foundations, steel
structures, and components made of limestone and sandstone.

Moreover the transport sector contributes to the greenhouse effect through
the emission of greenhouse gases, which include carbon monoxide (CO), carbon
dioxide (COz), methane (CHa4), nitrous oxides (NOx), nitrous oxide (N20),
tropospheric ozone ( 03), as well as volatile organic compounds (VOC). Carbon
dioxide emissions from road transport during 1991-2007 in Poland have
increased by almost 31%.

Additionally, the traffic noise that more and more people encounter causes
sleep disturbances, interference of peace during work or leisure, which potentially
lead to states of neurosis. Furthermore, traffic noise makes it impossible to
regenerate the auditory organs that are crucial for its proper functioning. As a
result, the ongoing deepening of the hearing threshold leads to a weakening of
hearing®.

The continuous noise plays a factor in cardiovascular diseases. Moreover, a
study conducted on a group of males, who had not yet suffered any circulatory
diseases, linking the levels of anxiety and annoyance caused by traffic noise along
with heart disease, showed that these disorders can occur up to 1.7 to 3 times more
often among people exposed to traffic noise versus those who are less exposed.

The road network also plays a key factor in influencing the state of spatial
development in not only cities but also rural areas. On many occasions, it is
necessary to consider the various elements in order to build transportation routes
in a desired location. For example, for every one kilometer of highway there is an
allocated area of 6 to 7 hectares, and for expressways that allocated space is 4 to 5
hectares. Additionally, roads require accompanying infrastructure such as
parking, gas stations, rest stations, or highway shoulders, which all take up several
dozen hectares. A good example is the Strykéw highway interchange, which
combines the A1 and A2 highways and takes up about 80 hectares of spacel9.

In 2014, the total length of public road layout in Poland was over 415
thousand kilometersil.

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Apart from the air pollution or the traffic noise, there is also the hazardous
chemical degradation of soil near busy roads. Dust and gas pollution even cause a
three-stage degradation of soil as well as the vegetation that consists of about the
width of approximately 500 meters from the roadside, specifically the 150 meter
area. In Poland, 50% of the country’s terrain is subjected to roadside pollution.

On the other hand, vegetation found within 50 meters of a roadside is so
heavily polluted that it is not fit for animal grazing!2. Dust pollution plays a big role
in this contamination, which coat the plants with a layer of dust and consequently
limits the plant’s sunlight exposure and therefore disrupting the photosynthesis
process and other metabolic functions!3. As a result, transportation not only
negatively impacts animals directly but also through the contamination of ingested
plants. Furthermore, animals are frightened and scared by the traffic noise. Road
networks also interfere with their migration patterns and divide their existing
habitat. Many car accidents are caused by animal collisions, which also contributes
to their death. Such situations predominantly involve elk, deer, doe, and wild boar
as well as small amphibians, reptiles, and foxes, rabbits and birds4.

The principle advantage of sustainable road transportation is that it is the
basis for economic development as well as allowing for international co-operation,
but causes many external costs.

The last decades of road development have negatively impacted natural
habitats. A noticeable lack of balance during the twentieth and twenty-first
century in this area has become one of the conditions affecting the progress of
sustainable development in human activity, particularly in the way in which we
transport goods and people. The steady increase in the number of automobiles on
the road as well as their frequent use all contribute to the reduction of natural
resources, including oil. Major problems in using motor engines are the frequent
automobile collisions and harmful levels of noise pollution. New patterns of zoning
have started to conflict with neighborhood layouts and ecosystem integration?®.

The continuous economic development and wealth of a society contributes
to the ongoing increase in the usage of automobiles on the road. Getting around
has become an essential part of everyday, especially in larger cities. Access to

automobiles is becoming much simpler and our travels are getting longer, whether
that is for professional or recreational purposes.

The European continent during the 80s of the twentieth century noticed
that increasing the number of automobile trips to meet the needs for mobility
would ultimately end in failure. It was determined that the road capacity did not
need to be improved (by increasing the number of parking spaces and roads) in
order to meet the increasing demands which resulted from more automobile
usage. The conclusion suggested an opposite approach, to limit the growing
demand by shortening the length of travel or finding alternative methods of
transportation that did not reply on an automobile.

In 1987, the World Commission on Environment and Development
released a report called “ Our Common Future”, also known as the Brundtland
Report. It establishes that sustainable development is one that aims to meet the
developmental plans of the existing generation and provide opportunities for the
future generations16.

Sustainable development is a multidimensional issue, requiring the input
and expertise of various professional fields, such as: economics, philosophy,
ecology, law or political sciencel’. The Organization for Economic Co-Operation
and Development (OECD) defines sustainable development as transportation “that
does not endanger a person’s health or the ecosystem, while also allowing to meet
the transportation needs through the sustainable use of renewable resources at a
slower rate than their rate of renewal and the use of nonrenewable resources at a
lower rate than the rate of development for renewable substitutes”18.

The observation can be made that the majority of definitions for sustainable
development focus on three main categories: economics, society and ecology.
Therefore, transportation needs differ according to the following variables1°:

“Meets the mobility needs of the current generation;

guarantees an improved quality of life for citizens;

it does not endanger human health or the ecosystem;

effectively uses renewable and nonrenewable resources;

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e the means of transportation is accessible and diverse;

e meets the acceptable level of hazardous chemical pollution and noise
pollution;

e minimizes the need for land use;

e itis affordable and supports the competitive strength of the region and the
economy”.

While on the topic of sustainable transportation, it is important to also
mention the document created by the European Commission in 2011 titled
“White Paper. Roadmap to a Single European Transport Area- Towards a
competitive and resource efficient transport system”. It outlines a balanced and
competitive transport system focusing on the accessibility, quality and reliability
of transportation services, specifically city transportation?0.

Furthermore, since 2002 the Directorate-General for Mobility and Transport
of the European Commission has been running a campaign called European
Mobility Week. The goal of this campaign is to encourage local government to
promote and implement sustainable transportation. Additionally, it aims to
encourage residents to reconsider using their automobiles and try using bicycles,
public transportation or walking as a means of transportation?.

Such events have the intention of demonstrating the mistakes that are
made at the planning stage of new transport roads. Among the bad practices is the
example of neighborhood streets encouraging a speed that is greater than 30km/h,
narrow sidewalks on which often there are parked cars, as well as not taking into
account a senior population, children and people with disabilities when planning
new roads?2.

The concept of sustainable transportation started in Poland in 1993 in
Krakow, and 1995 in Warsaw. Following these cities, other areas started
implementing new transport policies based on sustainable development. This
became a sign for a more modern approach and a call to take on municipal
transportation, although at the same time dealing with a transforming economy
that had been suppressed for many years after the war23. Currently, implementing

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the principles of sustainable development is dependent on receiving transport
project funding from the European Union budget.

It is widely noted that the majority of city decisions revolve around projects
relating to road layouts or public transportation. A much smaller priority is
reducing the dependence on automobiles and commuting as well as eliminating its
negative side effects. Often, the basic principles of sustainable development are
forgotten, existing resources such as informing people about the flow of traffic,
controlling the flow of traffic, a main control system, restricting access to certain
areas of the city, immediate emergency response, or giving privilege to public
transportation, are all good ways are reinforcing sustainable development.

Meanwhile, it is important to increase the appeal of public transportation
by promoting alternative travel methods, developing bike lanes and pedestrian
paths. Spatial planning is also an important element, which can be properly
implemented when designing functional urban areas, allowing for easy access to
services for residents, counteracting suburbanization or developing areas that are
well serviced by public transportation.

A good tool in developing sustainable transportation is implementing a
fiscal policy. This type of policy allows for the regulation of parking fees, fines for
driving in congested city areas, introducing a vehicle tax (which currently is used
in the Netherlands), or providing cost effective public transportation fares.
Implementing such regulations should be an investment for transportation
infrastructure?24.

The traffic management system is practically non functional. For example,
parking fees are not implemented with the purpose of limiting car usage or to
discourage drivers from leaving their cars for a long period of time, but rather as
a primary source of income for the municipality. Often many initiatives end at the
declaration stage, because residents who rely on driving to their destination, often
regard the issues of restricted access to city areas, limiting parking lots, or the
closing of selected streets for automobile access as unreasonable, preventing them
from working effectively. That is why an important part of this process is educating
residents on transportation and raising public awareness about the dangers
resulting from an increase of automobiles, which would ultimately help in
understanding the reasons for change within the city’s transportation policy?2>.
Some of the changes that should occur2é:

e implementing special zone tariffs (an example being Warsaw and their
integrated public transit tickets for city and suburban areas);

e modernizing infrastructure (for example, tram rails);

e strong improvement in the quality of rolling stock;

e develop a preference in ground public transportation;

e develop cycle paths and bike parking;

e creating systems: P+R (Park&Ride- park your automobile and transfer
onto public transit) and B+R (Bike&Ride- park your bicycle and transfer
onto public transit);

The first examples of traffic management”.

Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) are based on a wide range of
tools that enable faster travel time for passengers and the efficient management
of transportation infrastructure, such as?”:

¢ informational technologies (GIS);

e wireless communication (GPS, Bluetooth, Wi-Fi);
e in-vehicle electronics;

e monitors and sensors.

Intelligent transportation systems are used in traffic management; public
transportation, freight transportation, road and emergency services, road safety,
and electronic road toll collection or information rest stops. Additionally
implemented in advanced and newer driving technologies?28.

The effects of implementing intelligent transportation systems are:
increased street flow, decrease the amount of time wasted on roads, improving
traffic safety, improving the function of emergency services and limiting the
negative impact on the environment?2°.

The focus should not just be on the number of automobiles on the road, but
rather a person’s reason for using an automobile as their primary method of
transportation. There are many other projects other than just investing in
infrastructure that could show positive outcomes in a short span of time. The most

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important changes in the functioning of the transportation systems as well as the
quality of public city places include3°:

“Manage the system from the metropolitan area level;

preventing the disintegration of space (the diffusion of a city);

stimulate and control the building of passageways that are used by public
transportation;

counteract the increase in motor vehicles;

stability of plan development (political /financial);

plan spending (with a limited budget/ using a cost-benefit analysis
(CBA));

influencing the behaviour rather than focusing on the financial
investment;

modify the purpose of a car (especially in downtown city areas);

develop cycling transportation;

increase the competitiveness of public transportation;

improve traffic safety;

manage the transportation of cargo and utility services;

change the laws (fines, rules of traffic, etc.);

the quality of communication with the public- consultation on projects-
collecting the public opinion;

reconcile the varying interests of many social groups”.

The topic of sustainable transportation is very wide. There is no way to

create only one ideal resolution that is applicable to all cities, however there do

exist many factors that should be implemented by political authorities. As its

primary function to develop, but also support viable economic programs, that
additionally control and regulate emitted pollutants, it is worth making the change

so that transportation systems are adapted to the local conditions as well as take

under consideration the element of safety31.

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Urban transport

Discussions on the topic of city transportation have taken place in Poland
much more frequently after the 90s of the twentieth century. Dynamic changes in
urban transportation development make this still a relevant topic. The European
Union promotes the idea of sustainable development and therefore supports the
research and analysis of the current solutions in urban transportation that allows
for developing new and more innovative systems, which benefit society and the
environment32,

While examining urban transportation, it is also worth mentioning that this
topic has been discussed in regards to its spatial needs and functionality, but also
in shaping certain operational and economical factors based on the needs of the
passenger. Due to this, city transportation is often associated with travelling
passengers.

Urban transportation not only applies to the core city areas but also the
suburbs, which are connected to it. The relationship is determined by the
passenger traffic in the suburbs and its added functional value for the city. The
residents living in city suburbs also play a key role in the functionality of a city.
Additionally, the city suburbs are usually industrial areas, where a lot of city
residents are hired to work or they are areas with recreational buildings for
residents to use.

The functional reach of city transportation is much greater when combined
and developed with neighbouring cities, resulting in an agglomeration and
conurbation. Taking into account that city transportation allows the area to
become one joined unit that serves the purpose of allowing passengers to travel
throughout the city.

Apart from city transportation there are many other departments that
stem from it, such as33:

e Road transportation: automobiles, buses, trolley buses

e Rail transportation: streetcars, light rail and subways

Additionally, city transportation also includes: pedestrians, cyclists and
water taxis34.

The public transportation infrastructure includes3>:

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e road and streets allowing for pedestrians and automobile use;

e street car rails, train and subway;

e celectrical networks which power street cars, railways, trolley buses,
and the subway;

e electrical power supplies;

e streetcar, trolley bus, and bus depots;

e stops, junctions and transfer stations;

e parking.

When discussing the topic of urban transportation, it is also important to
mention its history. The early beginnings of city transportation go as far back as
1819 in Paris. In Poland, a horse-drawn bus was introduced in Krakow, 56 years
later. The earliest method of city transportation was a trolley bus, which was
first introduced in Hollywood in 1910, and it later appeared in Poland 20 years
later in the city of Poznan.

The least developed method of city transportation in Poland is the subway
system, which is heavily relied on in many other European cities.

There still are many barriers in developing transportation in urban areas.
The most difficult barrier in the development is the lack of space, particularly in
the downtown city areas, where all the surface area is of prime economic value.
There needs to be a very rational approach to its usage, in order to avoid any
conflicts between the ability to drive in the city and to park your vehicle. There is
also the issue with having narrow sidewalks, especially when vehicles parking on
part them, therefore resulting in a conflict with the functionality of city streets3®.
Another large barrier in development pertains to the environment, and its
tendency to increase pollution and cause additional noise pollution in the city3’.
The social- historical association with certain buildings and locations in a city are
also a barrier in development, as these places cannot be tampered with or cannot
be modified due to their additional commercial functions38. Obstacles in the
urbanization process also include: suburbanization or service relocation, which
contribute to increased traffic between cities and suburbs or in the industrial areas
of a suburb. This consequently hinders the functionality of public transportation
and increases the use of personal vehicles3?.

The increasing demands and needs of society allowed for the growth and
transformation of public transportation. Unless there was a crisis in the
transportation system, which would caused by*0:

- “Adjusting the size of the infrastructure based on the size of the traffic;
under the “induced traffic” effect, it would result in an increase in the flow
of traffic;

- constructing new public transportation systems only increase the cost of its
maintenance; residents do not easily resign from using their personal
vehicles as a means of transportation that is reliable and safe;

- creating more strict laws regarding emission and noise pollution does not
improve the environmental situation but rather by decreasing the use of
motorized transportation methods”.

Due to globalization and transformations, the transportation methods in a
city have also changed. Currently, the goal of transportation in a city is to increase
the quality of life for the residents.

The five pillars of city transportation development include public
transportation, cycling and pedestrian traffic, relieving traffic, new company car
usage and parking fees. Apart from these solutions, there are also solutions for
organizing traffic.

Urban transportation is still evolving and changing. Not only do the users
demand for the transformation but also the developing world. Innovative
solutions allow for the implementation of more eco friendly and energy efficient
transportation alternatives. It is important to remember that the goal of all of this
is to improve the quality of life for the residents, as there is no city without its
inhabitants. For them, the city provides access to basic services and recreational
facilities. City planning should be done in such a way that it allows residents to
move around in a much more efficient manner, and without creating any needless
transportation requirements.

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2.3. Tendencies and strategies of cultural tourism development in
Ukraine

Today, tourism is one of the most interesting modern forms of leisure, which
plays a prominent role in the general knowledge expansion and, in particular, the
cultural development of a person. More and more people in Ukraine every year
travel abroad, where are acquainted with traditions, way of life, cultural heritage
and contemporary culture of other nations.

Cultural self-expression of a nation always interest. Natural curiosity of a
tourist regarding different parts of the world and nations that inhabit them, form
one of the most powerful impellent tourism motives. The number of tourist trips
with cultural-cognitive and educational purposes is increasing, in connection with
which there is a constant expansion of types and forms of cultural tourism.
Cultural tourism covers all aspects of the travels, with the help of which a person
learns about life, culture, and customs of another nation. Tourism is an important
means of creating cultural connections and international cooperation creation.

The core of tourism as a socio-cultural phenomenon in the modern world is
considered under the prism of its understanding and interpretation, concepts
interaction and interconnections, as well as the comparison of the forms and
content of the “culture” and “tourism” concepts, in the comprehension of which
the concept of “cultural tourism” is born.

Cultural tourism is characterized as a market segment, carefully organized,
cognitive or educational, and often of an elitist character, devoted to the
presentation and explanation of a cultural idea, in the Charter of cultural tourism
of the International Council for Monuments and Objects.

Thus, tourism, interacting with culture, forms a type of cognitive, cultural
tourism that strengthens today its positions in the world’s space.

The terms “cultural”, “cultural-cognitive” or “cognitive” tourism,
responding to the English term “cultural”, determine the same type of tourism, the
purpose of which - in the broadest sense - is a cognition of a national culture of the
country being visited.

As a result of the formed modern approach to the concept of “cultural
tourism”, the following definition was accepted by the World Tourism
Organization (WTO): movement of people with exclusively cultural motivation,
such as: education tours, tours with purpose to explore the cultural attractions,

visit the festivals and other cultural events, cities and monuments, travels with
purpose to study folklore, the arts and grounds of certain nations existence, as well
as pilgrimage. The development of cultural tourism is based on the use of potential
of the ethnic cultures and cultural heritage of countries and regions. As indicated
in the programmatic work of WTO “Cultural heritage and tourism development”,
“one of the pillars of tourism industry became a desire for the whole of mankind
to see and recognize the cultural identity of different parts of the world. A cultural
heritage stimulates a national pride for its history in domestic tourism. The
cultural heritage stimulates a respect and understanding of other cultures and, as
a result, supports peace and understanding in international tourism.

An important part of cultural heritage are the monuments of history and
culture - especially the valuable objects of material and spiritual culture of nations
in the form of separate constructions, their ensembles and memorable places,
which have a legally established mode of special protection. The interrelation
between culture and tourism is obvious, because each of the five main motives of
tourism (cognition, communication, relaxation, treatment and recovery, social
prestige), contains an element of culturein itself. The development of cultural
tourism facilitates the transfer of traditions, cultural experience, formation of a
sense of certain nation patriotism. An exchange of accumulated cultural values,
both inside the country and abroad, becomes of great importance in the given
context.

The different cultures of numerous nations and nationalities have in their
basis the only one universal human creative beggining. They differ from each other
with a form, determined by the peculiarities of the certain nations history, the
various conditions in which the formation of these cultures took place.
Communication is one of the most important spheres of human life. This is the
most important channel for broadcasting a culture to the new generation. Culture
is a driving element of tourism. A part of cultural tourism until 2020 will be 25%
of the total world tourism according to the World Tourism Organization (WTO)
ratings. “Cultural tourism” is experiencing a new stage of development today, due
to the unswerving deepening of globalization processes and creation of a single
general human informational space that leads to a steady increase of people’s
interest in world cultures, multiculturalism, expansion of international trade with
the subjects of mass consumption, development of the high-speed transport,
communication, as well as a whole system of organization, provision and
maintenance of tourist trips.
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Cultural tourism serves the ideas of intellectual and moral solidarity of
humanity, establishment of the ideals of tolerance in society, namely, of respect,
acceptance and correct understanding of a rich variety of our world’s cultures in
XXI century.

Ukraine is one of the largest countries in Europe. It is such an ancient and
deep center of Slavic culture that there is a huge cultural and historical potential.
Various cultural heritage was formed in Ukraine, creating an unlimited
opportunity for cultural tourism, starting from Trypillia and Cherniahivska
cultures, ancient Rus etc. A regional division of Ukraine is formed on the basis of
natural, economic, ethno-cultural, administrative, political and other features,
which relate to the concept of “recreation” as an all generalizing dimension that
attracts those who are interested in cultural tourism. But, despite the richest
tourist resources, Ukraine has an insignificant place in the world tourist flow.
Ukraine's potential opportunities allow to welcome the foreign tourists more than
now according to the WTO ratings. Cultural tourism becomes to a certain extent a
nostalgic reality for the Ukrainians themselves. It can be both amateur and
institutionalized, because it arises as a certain movement of appeal to its
fundamental values. Those management strategies are aroused that have their
definitions in government documents. But, to a greater degree, there are the
motives, where the very concepts of management or marketing are targeted at
satisfying the recreational needs of the local population - Ukrainians or other
ethnic groups that exist on the territory of Ukraine.

All this testifies that there is a problem with its personal region, called
Ukraine and regionalization, that is, a problem of regional policy of Ukraine and its
cultural strategy, where cultural tourism becomes one of the means of cultural
development or national cultural model of tourism.

A tourist industry of Ukraine did not emerge unexpectedly - it became
enough definite as a consequence of system’s transformation that existed within
the framework of the USSR. It can be said that tourism itself as a sphere, which
provides the services for travels and other recreational means of the needs of
tourists’ satisfaction, becomes an expanded industry only in the XX century.

Routes of cultural tourism were mainly concentrated within the USSR. The
outbound tourism was too problematic. An extensive explosion of outbound
tourism began only in the 1990-s, after the so-called “perebudova”, which gave the
opportunity to see the world, but this action also remained in the limited frames
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because of the opportunities of Soviet people who could have not economically
endured the long-distance tours to abroad.

The new horizons of tourist activity are opened now - cultural tourism is
transforming to the internal tourism. Tendencies of the cultural tourism
development in Ukraine are sufficiently defined - focused on the satisfaction of
recreational needs just in the natural sense. These are all the same resorts, all the
same trips with a purpose of rapid immersion into another world: the world of
sun, sky. This is still a tourism, which does not define the cultural features as of
high-priority.

Such sufficiently attractive forms are developed - youth travel, ecological,
nostalgic, cultural-cognitive, ethnic, adventurous and, eventually, extreme tourism
within the framework of assimilation of regional recreational forms of tourism.
There is an element of adventure in every tourist travel, cultural and cognitive
element, and even nostalgic, when a person can suddenly see his childhood in a
particular fragment and react to the communicative context of information.

Ethnic tourism, anyhow, is associated with an orientation towards an appeal
to certain subethnoses. Especially there are a lot of them in Ukraine. The
adventurous tourism is fueled to a greater extent by the landscape, climbing on the
rock and other forms, which subsequently transfer in the extreme forms of
tourism, which, in principle, could not be organized, but to a greater extent, are not
formal.

Therefore, we see that the infrastructure of tourist activity or tourist trips in
itself is quite complex. It could not be formalized according to the object-subject
models of the same cultural tourism. An element of culture is everywhere. Ethnic,
cognitive, adventurous, even extreme tourism is also a culture of survival that
forms an ability to be together and helps a person to feel capable of what he could
not even imagine under normal circumstances.

[t is given different meanings to the division of tourism activity, that is, the
definition of the cultural-historical region. The researchers note that this is a
certain spatial territorial integrity, which is determined by certain natural-
climatic, geographical, administrative, state or interstate territorial principles of
territory zoning [6]. It is important that a region in its more established meaning
(not cultural-aesthetic, but functional) belongs to more geographical and historical
integrity of Ukraine. We also adhere to this approach, because we need to know
the multidimensionality of a “region” concept and try to certify that the very
principle of cultural tourism in Ukraine should not be locally concentrated in
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regional politics, although it can implement itself in this way, but to be planned,
systematic and generative. G. Avanesova and A. Astafiev define that “the most
important features of the criteria of territory regional division are, first of all,
demographic, characteristics - signs of quantity, density, birth rate, mortality, as
well as the ratio of urban, highland population in the form of employment,
qualification and professional stratification of workers, their orientation on
traditional or innovative forms of activity. A level of economic prosperity is also
determined, and the level and way of life, the orientation of the political plan, etc.”
[1,99].

Thus, these urbanized or rural areas are the particular territories that are
inhabited more quickly or slowly, where the population supports the leaders of
certain political orientation. There are those regions that support the level of
culture, but there are those who have already lost this cultural feature. When it is
told about cultural dominance only, it should be remembered that this can merely
be the tip of the iceberg which defines a life of this region. So, referring to Donbass,
Slavianogorsk, with its monument for Artem, its salt caves, even resorts - this is
one of the recreational areas of this particular region. If we turn to the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea, then variety of opportunities for recreational interests, needs
and forms of satisfaction arise in front us.

The cultural interests and that, what connected with Donbass or with the
Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the traditional culture of this region which has
its origin should be realized here. So, for example, Donbass is the root of the culture
of Slobozhanshchyna, and it is a completely different regional space of cultural
values in Crimea. Now, when a peculiar context of tourism culture creation has
already been formed, we should see how adequate the tourism programs can be,
oriented in cultural sense. That is, a cultural tourism in the regional space of
Ukraine should be sufficiently defined as an adequate opportunity for satisfaction
of those or other recreational needs.

Recreational needs in the broad sense are a culture and nature. When it is
mentioned about regional policy of cultural tourism, that it is important to note
that cultural tourism is more or less oriented towards the planned activity. It will
only be “cultural” when there are the guarantees that this culture must be
implemented. This is not an amateur, but an institutionalized tourism. Amateur
tourism can take forms of cultural tourism, because they are not always authentic.
Therefore, if we are talking about a more structural differentiation of the region,
then, according to many researchers, the most justifiable variant is to determine
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the region not by the geographical location and not by cultural-historical features,
but by the features of regional administrative division. That is, the system of
administrative norms, which has its differences in each region, makes it possible
to implement with a greater or lesser degree of probability the tourist contacts.

The regions according to their degree of relation to one or another
communicative spectrum of influences are divided into those that are opened for
globalization processes and try adapt and use them to the limit, and those regions
that, on the contrary, try to localize and move away from any globalization to the
limit. There are the regions that can be defined as areas of mixed type, and are
characterized by the adaptive-globalizative influences and localization tendencies
[2]. Therefore, one can understand that such a scheme at the level of
administrative-political configurations of communications gives quite the wide
prospects. There are regions that invite tourists, who are glad to welcome them.
There are the whole villages, which literally are transformed into a village-
bedroom, into a village that lives with a tourist business. This is typical for certain
villages in Western Ukraine. This is one type of region. There are regions that have
never seen tourists and, in principle, do not want to see them. All this is the
realities of our day.

Therefore, the recreational potential, especially a cultural potential, that is
characteristic of Ukraine, should be typologized and, to a certain extent, structured
precisely by these principles - an open, semi-open and completely closed
communicative space. It is important to note that the concept of “tourist region”
and a region as an administrative-political component of the country do not
coincide.

The plain part of a country is divided into three geographical zones - the zone
of mixed forests Polissia - more than 14%, forest-steppe - almost 34% and steppe
- about 40%. This territorial division is universal, it provides an ability of a broad
view of that relief and those landscapes that are revealed as recreational space in
the tourist project.

Genesis of division depends both on the administrative-political system and
on the geographical and socio-economic system of that order, which exists in the
cultural-historical context of a country.

Even a superficial view on the formation of regional centers and their
cultural and historical heritage depends on many components, not to mention
ethno-cultural features. There is a huge number of ethnic groups and subethnoses
in Ukraine that live throughout their history and create a unique coloring of their
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existence in this region. The Moldovans, Romanians, Crimean Tatars, Bulgarians,
as well as Greeks, Armenians, Poles, Germans, Hungarians, Jews, Czechs, Slovak
groups, Estonians and Georgians live in Ukraine, besides the large Ukrainian-
Russian ethnic groups.

All of them have their own unique figurative and cultural features, which are
still preserved and marked by the same memorials, that appear at different times
and are identified by the ritualism, remained in these districts. Those scientists,
who are ingaged in the problems of cultural tourism within the frames of the
tourism theory, mostly consider it in the context of the so-called local history.
There are S. 1. Popovych, E. V. Pankova and others, because the very problem of
local history already begins to produce the problem of cultural tourism as a
polystructural, polyfunctional integrity [3]. The quite different motives of the tour
implementation are combined: purely -cultural, recreational, mixed type,
recreational and sports. All this reality anyhow is indicated in the context of
cultural tourism, because it becomes a broader paradigm than regional tourism. If
we discuss the regional tourism, then it characterize more the cognitive-cultural
aspect, and here we are discussing the integrity that is possible as the potential
generation of the cultural and natural recreational dimension of that district, to
which tourists are guided.

Tourist region is a territorial grouping, which combines the several districts
or tourist zones that allow to satisfy the recreational needs of tourists as much as
possible.

Such tourist regions as Carpathian, Polissia, Dniprovskyi, Azov-Black Sea,
Volyn-Ternopil, Zhytomyr-Vinnytsia are defined. We see that this is an entirely
different approach, which is formed on the basis of a free composite scheme. The
question arises - how to mark these cultural-historical regions or tourist regions
as certain realities of tourism activity? It can be assumed that the presence of
different maps of zoning is not a great obstacle for tourism activities conduction.
A tourist can easily compare all these maps and determine the most favorable
tourist region for him, which a particular firm or tourism foundation has in
process.

It is important to note that Ukraine has an extremely huge natural and
cultural-historical potential. All tourist resources that combine natural, cultural
and ethnological features can be determined by certain signified ones. They are
sufficiently characterized in the tourist literature, because we will try to identify
them again - these are climatic features, recreational resources, which are above
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all connected with aquatic resources, which attract most of all the tourists in
summer as seasonal tours, both organized and not organized. These are the
natural and recreational resources that have balneological features, namely, they
include mineral waters, medical muds and a huge variety of resources associated
with the sanatorium and curative lifestyle, and also help to implement the cultural
and historical functions of cultural tourism.

It is important to identify that the existence of forests and forest-steppe
zones facilitates to specific elite tourist tours, connected with hunting, educational
and cognitive practices and various seminars. This is the part of cultural tourism
space on the levels of ecological boom and that crisis, which is happening all over
the world, and especially in Ukraine. It is important to note that the park area, as
well as all the landscape cultural groups, become the object of a nostalgic
pilgrimage to the places of nature conservation, that is taken in the cultural frame.

Now there are counted 1020 parks with historical and cultural significance
in Ukraine. [t is considered that 19 parks are dendrological parks, which preserve,
study, restore and create conditions for the flora to have its own representation.
There are also 82 parks that are the memorials of garden-park art, 18 botanical
gardens and 7 zoological parks [3].

Historical and cultural potential of Ukraine is so unbounded and so
polymorphic in its dimensions of subject-architectural components, landscape and
park characteristics, in relief, creative, even in ethnological zones, that needs its
cultural-historical analysis exactly within the framework of the tourism theory.
This theory will help to implement the planned strategic measures for the
development of cultural tourism as a careful and purposeful usage of cultural and
historical resources of Ukraine.

Now, when a national state is rethinking its experience of existence, and its
culture is again on the boundary of a trial, joining the European Union, the threat
of ecological crisis, globalization processes which take place at all levels, a category
“national” should not be just a priority-rating, but axiological.

Tourist infrastructure of Ukraine in its regionally identified context is a quite
problematic question. And the strategy of tourist activity, that should be upgraded,
can not be periodic or purely planned. It has to arise on the basis of consensus,
priority strategies. When the several ways of cultural tourism will offered, when
there will be the several maps of tourist zoning of Ukraine, then a tourist himself
and everyone else will easily figure out which way is the best and most
perspective.
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Tourist infrastructure is a definite potential of enterprises that provide the
services for tourists. There are excursion, transport, hotel, restaurant and other
household included. farms This complex contain the possibility of regeneration,
transformation and improvement of service quality. The hotel business requires
the qualitative changes. It is necessary to rise to a higher level and reach the level
of the hotel economy infrastructure of the West. A transport level, level of roads,
campings, motels, pensions motivates the regions to be open, and also that their
economic isolation from the fact that they do not go there, simply they can not live
there, it is difficult to get there, becomes a problem of tourism in general, where a
cultural tourism is mentioned as one of the types of tourism industry.

It is important to identify the infrastructure of tourism activity not as a
managerial complex, but as a complex that carries cultural and historical realities,
namely, it is oriented on the historical and cultural potential of a country. All these
problems will actualize and find their software solution. This is not just a problem
of software, but of a project recreation of tourism activity, which would have its
own strategies and local, short-term projects, that are created not for 10-15 years,
but on the space of one year and actualize the certain financial resources and
become a certain producer's project, which helps to regenerate the cultural and
historical potential.

Tourism in the context of globalization at the present stage sets up many
problems. “Globalization itself motivates to the reduction of the cultural-historical
potential and the national elite space possibility to the commercialization, and
sometimes the control comes down over the national economy, the policy and
strategy of the relation to culture deforms. All these are the negative
consequences, which require their authentic identification in the program
documents. They should also be mentioned as a state level of national policy and
strategy concerning the cultural tourism in Ukraine “[7, 110].”

[tis also important that the globalization processes lead to the intensification
of human life. Culture policy itself, along with commercialization, becomes
exhaustingly accelerated. This indicates an increase of the life pace and an
extremely acute exploitation of the cultural monuments. All these realities should
find their place in certain programs, documents that must be created at all levels
of regulation and management of tourism activities, beggining from the local and
ending with the state programs and documents.

In order to preserve a national identity, moreover, the cultural and
historical potential of a country that is sufficiently powerful in Ukraine, it is
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necessary to develop a system of regulatory, organizational, managerial, financial-

economic, legal, juridical, aesthetic, artistic, culturological mechanisms, which

would help to realize a system of the tourist project various means as a civilized

cultural implementation of tourist activity, formation of the culture itself,
preservation and actualization of the cultural and historical potential of Ukraine
as a state and a country, a cultural area which has its own features and its

mentality.

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2.5. Socio-economic development and tourism: a theoratical
approach

Tourism is one of the world’s largest industry (Scheyvens and Momsen,
2008). The direct contribution of Travel & Tourism to GDP was USD 91.3 billion
i.e. 3.7% of total GDP in 2017 while the total contribution was USD 234 billion
which is 9.4 % of total world GDP. In addition to this tourism industry is also
contributing towards the socio economic development of world by providing 5%
of world employment directly and about 8% in total (WTTC, 2018). Development
theory and tourism have evolved along similar time line since after the Second
World War. As a sector of the economy, tourism is used by many countries to
advocate economic development. It is used as a development strategy due to its
economic effects such as generating foreign exchange, creating employment and
stimulating local economies (Sindiga, 1999). Tourism is one of the important
focus for economic development in many region of world especially in island
nations and LDC’s such as Maldives, Haiti etc. whose total GDP share around 60-
70% from tourism. Jafari (1977) defines tourism based on an anthropological
point of view. “Tourism is the study of man away from his usual habitat, of the
industry, which responds to his needs, and of the impacts that both he and the
industry have on the host’s socio-cultural, economic, and physical environments”.
Objectives

v" To understand the concept and theories of Development.
v To analyze the relevance of developmental theories in tourism.
What is Development?

The term development has several meaning including economic growth,
structural changes, capitalism or socialism etc. Development is also defined as
process of economic and social transformation within countries. Initially the idea
of development was conceived narrowly as economic growth after the Second
World War and social and cultural factor were recognized to such extent which
facilitates the economic growth. By the late 1960, it had been cleared that in many
countries, economic growth was not only failing to solve social and environmental
problem but also causing or increasing them. Some countries fulfill their economic
targets but the level of living of mass public remains unchanged. Later on meaning
of development was expanded to incorporate social, moral, ethical and
environmental consideration as it comes to deal with human betterment. A further
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expansion of development can be seen in the work of Todaro (1994) who outlined
three core values and three objective of development which is later extended to
four...These are:

1. Sustenance; 2. Self-esteem; 3.Freedom,; 4. Self-reliance.

The first objective is to increase the availability and distribution of basic
human needs, the second is to raise the standard of living which involves higher
incomes, better education, the provision of more jobs and greater attention to
cultural and humanistic values thereby promoting greater individual and national
self-esteem. The final objective is to expand the range of economic and social
choice so that individuals and nations are not dependent on other people or
countries. With the growth of environmental movement, development has
expanded to encompass the highly debated term, sustainability. WCED World
Commission on Environment & Development (1987) defined sustainability as,
‘development that meets the need of present without compromising the ability of
future generation to meet their own needs. So the meaning of development altered
over time but the way in which development is measured has also changed. The
traditional measure of quality of life, such as per capita income or GNP has changed
with better measurement such as Human Development Index (socio-economic)
and the index of Sustainable Economic Welfare (environmental).

Development theory
There are number of theories of Development. Few of them are:
Rostow’s Model of Development: Rostow identified 5 stages of growth that are
as follows:
e Traditional
e Transitional
e Take-off
e Maturity
e Mass consumption

Theory states that developed countries has passed through the take-off
stage and entered into self sustaining growth but developing countries or third
world is still passing through traditional stage. Traditional society is one whose
75% population is engaged in agricultural activity. Theory applies even on local
scale where one region is underdeveloped and second is developed.

Todaro(1994) and Brohman(1996) introduced development theory
chronologically into 4 paradigms which are:

1. Modernizations (1950-60s)
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2. Dependency (1950-60s)
3. Economic Neoliberalism (1970s)
4. Alternative Development (1970-80s)

Tourism and Development Theory

It was in the 1970s and 1980s that tourism researchers first began to focus
considerable attention on the broader context and outcomes of tourism
development. The two approaches that dominated much of the discourse on
tourism and development during this period were the dependency perspective

(Britton 1982) and the life-cycle model (Butler 1980). While both emerged from

quite different theoretical lineages (neo-marxism in the case of dependency, and

modernization theory in the case of the lifecycle approach). According to Jafari

(1989) tourism development theory passed through 4 identifiable stages namely:

1. Advocacy: During 1960s, tourism was positively viewed as a vehicle for
national and international development. Development potential of tourism
was considered to lie in its contribution to economic growth; its success is
measured by indicators such as income and employment generation and the
multiplier effect etc. In this stage modernization paradigm of development can
be seen in tourism development.

2. Cautionary: From the late 1960 onwards, there was growing awareness of
increasing conflicts between tourism and physical and sociocultural
environment. Not only this itis leading to economic dependency. Britton(1982)
give centre-periphery dependency model of development stating that tourism
destinations were becoming dependent upon metropolitan centre for capital,
technology, expertise, and tourist themselves. In other words tourism
embraced the dependency paradigm of development.

3. Adaptancy: During 1970s attempt were made to bridge the gap. Alternatives
were proposed in the form of responsible, soft, green tourism.

4. Knowledge: Alternative development itself is a alternate not the solution of
problem. So sustainable form of tourism development get more emphasize.
According to WTO (1996), sustainable tourism development meets the need
of present tourist and host region while protecting and enhancing the
opportunities for future. It is management of all the resources in such a way
that economic, social and aesthetic need can be fulfilled while maintaining
cultural integrity, essential ecological process, biological diversity and life
support system.
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1. Modernizations & Tourism

In initial stage for development of tourism focus is given on the positive
impact of tourism. In accordance with modernization paradigm the United Nation
Conference on International Travel and Tourism in 1963 noted that government
should give more attention to tourism with regards to economic development
plans and trade agreement. Myrdal (1957) uses regional economic development
theory in tourism studies, to look at the filtering of economic benefits (direct,
indirect and induced) through regional, national and local economies. The agents
of tourism development come from both private and public sector. In developing
countries where there is a weak private sector, the government may have to act as
an entrepreneur to attract foreign investment for tourism development. (WTO,
1983) states Travel and tourism is seen as part of modern society. The production
of tourism in modernity takes the form of consumption. Tourism is commoditized
and consumed as an end product of experience and enjoyment. In the destination
however local may adopt these western values and migrate to urban and resort
area in search of higher income resulting in demonstration effect.

Butler proposes six stages of development: involvement, exploration,
development, consolidation, stagnation and decline or rejuvenation. Aggarwal
(2002) has used Butler’s work as a template when she contends that many British
seaside resorts, which were in the stagnating or declining stage, have rejuvenated
when for example theme parks were introduced at these resorts. Aggarwal argues
that endogenous or exogenous forces also play a significant role in a process of
destination development. In the context of number of stages involved in tourism
development study of destination;

2. Dependency and Tourism

Tourism development in peripheral countries is strongly influenced by
events in the core countries. The flow of mass tourists from central to peripheral
countries, and the running of hotels and resorts, are subject to various control
mechanisms found in the former (Britton, 1989). During the post war tourism
expansion a number of newly independent states pursued state led tourism
development including the creation of domestic hotel chain to modernize the
country and to promote economic self-reliance. For e.g. in Tunisia 40% of the
accommodation was built with state funds between 1960-65. Many of these
countries borrow money from international leading agency for large scale tourism
projects. The predominance of foreign ownership in the industry impose
structural dependency on developing countries in a core periphery relationship
which prevents destination from fully benefited through tourism. Dependency is
dominant development theory in tourism research as it relates to the negative
impact of tourism. The basis of dependency argument lies in the organization of
the tourism industry and in the structure of third world countries.

Britton (1982) developed a three-tiered structural model of third world
tourism (headquarters, branch offices, small scale tourist enterprises) which
indicates the lack of control that many third world countries have over their
tourism industry. Oppermann(1993), state “Thus according to dependency
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theory, tourism is an industry like any other, which is used by the developed
countries to perpetuate the dependency of the developing countries. Instead of
reducing the existing socio-economic regional disparities within the developing
countries, tourism reinforces them through its enclavic structure and its
orientation along traditional structures”

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3. Economic Neoliberalism and Tourism

A chain of global events, including the oil crisis and economic depression
that occurred from the mid 1970s to the mid 1980s, has led to an increase in neo-
liberalism in tourism development in many developing countries. Desforges
(2000) contends that the national government in Peru ‘rolled back’ its active role
when President imposed a drastic cut in state spending on the tourism industry.
The state tourist board’s budget went down to zero until it could clearly define and
justify its role, and the Ministry of Tourism and Integration and Commerce’s
number of employees reduced from 2700 to 300, while state owned hotels were
privatized and fees were imposed at the state’s tourism school. Such deregulation,
privatization and liberalization acts, which were partly inspired by the World Bank
and IMF through SALPs, have reduced state influence and at the same time the acts
permitted the increased role and importance of the private sector in the tourism
industry. It has reduced the influence of state system and highlighted the
importance of private sector in development of tourism. It also focuses on
liberalizing the economy to allow foreign investment. For e.g. in 1980 Govt. of
Turkey passed the Foreign Investment Law. This law allowed up to 100% foreign
investment in projects or joint ventures with Turkish Development Bank and
companies.

4. Alternative Development & Tourism

The alternative paradigm has been adopted most recently by tourism
researcher and has greater potential as it relates with sustainability. The concept
came into existence some two decades ago. Concepts of alternative tourism
encompass a range of tourism strategies that include ‘soft’, ‘responsible’, ‘green’,
‘appropriate’, ‘controlled’, ‘people friendly’, small scale’ and ‘cottage’
characteristics. The ‘green movement’, which is associated with the wider concept
of the ‘green consumer’, puts forth the promotion of environmental issues in
tourism.

Krippendorf (1986), furthermore, argues for the notion of ‘a soft and
human tourism’, which discourages intolerable social and ecological damage.
Alternative tourism as represented by many small companies emerges in the era
of post-modernism to take advantage of the changing consumer trend, which
demands more on special interest tours. Small-scale tourism businesses are
becoming more important due to the demand of a new hybrid of tourists. For eg.
Slinger, shows that the indigenous Caribs (indigenous of Dominica) have managed
to revive their traditional crafts and culture which, earlier on, been subjected to a
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process of cultural erosion, encouraged by the government to participate in
ecotourism activities. Furthermore, the Caribs have recognized the necessity of
protecting the environment is important, particularly when they need raw
materials from the forest to produce their handicrafts. While Shaw and Williams
(1994) noted a new trend in which tourism businesses such as tour companies
have started to reassess their image by offering ‘ecological holidays’ to potential
clients, Mowforth and Munt (2003, p. 80) suggest that “...the term ‘sustainability’
can be and has been hijacked by many to give moral rectitude and ‘green’
credentials to tourist activities”.

Community involvement is practiced in alternative tourism development
and that must be guided by the principles of sustainability. An example of
integration of sustainable development and tourism can be found in the Bali
Sustainable Development Program (BSDP), which create sustainable development
program for Bali. Recommendation of BSDP related to tourism includes:

Cultural Tourism should be the key to development of tourism

Bali culture should have a prominent role in promotion.
e Code of conduct should be distributed to visitors.
e Ecotourism and Agro tourism should be promoted.
Thus it includes the conservation of Sociocultural and Physical environment.

Each of the paradigms has its own weakness which led to the introduction of new
development paradigm. Modernizations was criticized for its lack of local control,
dependency paradigm advocated protectionist measure to ensure there was state
control of the industry. Economic Neoliberalist felt there was too much
government control in the previous paradigm and advocated a free market
approach to the industry. Finally, the alternative development paradigm
addressed the weakness of the previous three paradigms, which paid little
attention to the environment or the concept of sustainability. WTO (1980), assert
in Manila Declaration on world tourism that: “World tourism can contribute the
establishment of a new international economic order that will help to eliminate
the widening economic gap between developed and developing countries and
ensure the steady acceleration of economic and social development and progress,
in particular to developing countries.”
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2.6. Socio-economic development of regions in terms of international
integration processes

Today’s world is fast-moving, and dependent upon international political and
economic ties that are often seen to be balancing on a hypothetical cliff edge. There
is no doubt that globalization has brought about fierce competition, triggered
somewhat by the continued threat of rapidly changing economies. On the positive,
this uncertainty drives innovation forward with continued new measures being
implemented for the way countries are run. A whole network of nations sees the
future as dependent upon the amalgamation of economies. Economic advances,
the forging of macroeconomic stability, and production capacities are boosted
solidifying economic growth. For this growth to continue theoretical advances
must be identified and implemented. These commonly occur through adaption of
processes, via modifications or use of typical approaches to new and dynamically
charged conditions.
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Redefining Development Factors - Due to Socio-Economic Advances
Human Cost

* More of an equal balance on the workforce - unemployment
resulting from transformation will be relieved by new employment
opportunities through outsourcing, global opportunities, and teleworking.
Flexi Work - fitting with dynamically moving socio-economic
circumstances.

* Poorly management of the education system to meet with
requirements of local employment markets.

* Increased movement of human capital - migrations of both internal
and external opportunity, relieving a culture of brain-drain within
organisations and regions.

* Increased familial separation (higher divorce rate, less marriages,
decreasing fertility rate.) ¢ Increase in efficient usage of endogenic labour

Without doubt the effects of globalisation and its impact on human societies is
immense and wideranging making it extremely difficult to evaluate its arguments
within the confines of this note. Therefore, the preoccupation has been drawn
upon the common linkages of international integration and socio-economic
progress, using Britain as an example.

Social Integration - or the depth to which favourable social ties, enabled via
a network of relationships and communications encourage security of trust,
mutual advances and solidarity between British nationals from all backgrounds
and other nationals (clarified through the forging of friendly relationships within
communities and societies.)

This sociological idea is formed, but not solely, upon the examination of
immigrant integration. Notably, Britain is conceivably undergoing a period of
historic social transformation, and as a result has become massively fractured
within numerous societal divisive contexts. With the General Election in 2017 the
age, standard of education, and earnings, were realistic indicators of voting
intentions. This was a first in modern political history, with baby boomers,
millennials, graduates and non-graduates choosing radically opposing visions for
Britain's future.

Divides arose over national identity and values; shaped either to denounce
minorities and immigrants or to include them; revealing sharp fissures in thought
between Britons of varying background. Moreover, instead of a process of
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immersing immigrants into a society seen as cohesive where integration is
identifiable as a process involving many, it was complicated by unadaptable areas;
and, therefore, our intention must be to forge social cohesion and community
strength across multiple dimensions: generational, geographical, societal,
intercultural and political.

(1.) To alleviate this, Ministers should delegate considerable
immigration policy rights to constituent countries and regions, thereby
amassing an immigration system that is regionally-led.

(2.)  Anextensive and proactive process for the integration of immigrants
should be developed by the government.

(3.) Immigrants should be seen as future Britons instead of security
threats or “others”.

(4.) A new strategy should be identified to encourage the learning of the
English language, with a focus on the principle that you’ll not be able to live in
the UK for any measurable length of time without the ability to speak English.

The Pitfalls of Regional Integration

The ignorance with which Politicians assumed immigration was expected to
naturally occur has become the burden of the people and has consequently grown
a divide that might be irrevocable.

Globalisation can no longer ignore this need for cohesion of communities, and
accordingly a major socio-economic regional integration strategy is demanded by
the people. This will, in part, lead to demands for deeper control of migration with
the responsibility of such decisions to fall directly upon the shoulders of the
decision makers and with greater force. We live in divided nations, with growing
threats of terrorism, and youth that mirror the angst of desperate communities
who feel powerless and ignored.

The Process of Integration within Regions

Today’s Politicians have a duty to strengthen the positives on the socio-
economic development of regions through the international integration process,
and not undermine it. Consequently, they need to identify on a humane level and
foster the growth of welcoming communities and establishing bonding principles.
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This very principle has failed to be adopted time and time again. While regions
have, to some extent, benefited from international integration processes, on a
more personal scale division has occurred. Additionally, there is also a dominant
culture, among all nationalities, of the rich getting richer while the poor grow
increasingly disillusioned. This is due to poor levels of instruction as to the benefits
that can be attained for all cultures, sexes, and educational backgrounds, in
pursuing qualifications, careers, and social relationships, and, moreover, guiding
them as to how to go about it.

Conclusion - To grow a Britain that is both rich in industry and community
cohesion we must work from the bottom up, and that means with the people and
their daily practices. This is vital not just for life quality of its existing population,
but for the future generations of nationals, and for future immigration of industry,
human capital, or resources.

The competition faced by the tourism industry is similar for all sectors of the
economy. Touristic destinations routinely provide multi-services and offers
globally. Thereby enticing specific and newly accrued groups of tourists to chosen
destinations; market-oriented innovations are necessary for growing, reinventing
and improving these destinations. Key factors like economic and sociocultural
requirements and changes, sustainability, and local/worldwide trends need to be
analysed when pursuing innovations. The tourism industry is reliant on innovative
services and products (Pechlaner et al.,, 2006)

Therefore, technological innovations are transforming all industry and
careers in nations like the United States, and this is predicted to continue, with the
tourism industry being identified as part of that. Artificial intelligence will grow a
further 2.3 million jobs in 2020. And although there will be job cuts of 1.8 million
(as aresult), this will still add half a million positions to American companies. It’s
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inevitable that tourism innovation is making a fast climb upward, due to the
continued development of information and communication technology. The
internet has massively aided its driving force, and it’s clear that ICT constitutes the
cornerstone of development in global tourism.

This contributes to immensely improved competitiveness. Furthermore, apart
from newly developed products and services, innovation reflects in how
businesses are run with greatly improved capability and efficiency.

To support this, research carried out among tourism employees of companies
in Croatia and Serbia identified that staff will work together to offer customers and
tourists a unique experience.

Summary Conclusion - Unquestionably, innovations which are market-
orientated are crucial to Tourism. Moreover, they expand the current capacity of
the sector, play a role in the survival of tourism, and are necessary in overcoming
negativity and therefore breathe new air into saturated markets. In today’s market
touristic destinations that implement innovative strategies are the likely choice of
tourists, especially considering their needs are more complicated than previous
years. Travel and tourism organisations are, therefore, expected to be naturally
innovative in economies that are mature and continue to be large scale and
profitable regardless of moderate growth rates (Andrew et al, 2010).
